• Because the problem 
is worse in the summer 
when windows are open, 
air conditioning should be

installed in the first two 
rows of houses nearest 
the railway line

• The bedroom win­
dows in the first two rows 
should be replaced with 
factory-sealed double or 
triple glazed windows 
Estimated cost is
3140.000

• Heavier dry wall 
should be duuvu iu me ,e»: 

side walls of bedrooms in 
homes in first two rows 
with aluminum siding and 
heavier dry wall to the 
ceilings of the bedrooms 
in all the homes in the 
first row Estimated cost 
is 3240 400

Mississauga s general 
committee looked at the 
possibility of purchasing 
one of the houses next to 
the tracks for use as a 
living laboratory so 
researchers could lest to
