ation of the truth of his statements on such examination; and

(d) exeroise such ether powers as, in the opinion of the Director, ave

employsent, the servants and agents of any such oseupier or person, and any
employed person shall furnish to any Seleotive Service Officer or Inspecter
all such information, and he shall produce for inspection all such beoks,
documents, papers and records, as the Seleotive Service Officer or Inspector

may reasonsbly require.
(3) Every Belective Service Officer and Selective Service Inspecter

shall, on applying for admission to any premises or place under this section,
have in his possession and produce if so required a certificate of his appodnt-

ment signed by or on behalf of the Directer.
