In one class of buildings particular-
ly, it may with truth be said, that no city in our
Union presents anything that can be compared
with them, 1 allude to those pat up for the speci-
al accomodation of the working class of our
people. Our capitalists, who are disposed to use
their funds in this way, almost universally put up
very neat and comfortable dwellings, no larger
than necessary to accomodate a single family. In
this way, is avoided the custom rife in other large
cities of herding together in one large house, se-
veral families. A custom so deleterious to the
morals of their inmates, as well as their domestic
privacy. These dwellings are invariably built of
brick. All frame buildings being prohibited by
stringent ordinances of our city council.

This arrangement also is highly favourable to
increased cleanliness, and thus in a great measure
contributes to the health, as well as comfort of
all. With reference to health, Baltimore com-
pares very favourably with any city in our wide
extended country. Our bills of mortality fre-
quently are as low as sixty and seventy per week,
and sometimes much below this standard. And
this too, in a population of over 200,000, and ra-
pidly increasing. Improvements are in process
of accomplishment, which will not only add to
the beauty of the city, and comfort of its inhabi-
tantsP but also contribute largely toward main-
taining and perhaps even increasing the health-
falness of our situation. Initiatory steps have
been taken to carry out a scheme of great utility
as well as magnitade. That is, to surround the
city in every direction with wide avenues from
250 to 300 feet wide. The central portion to be

The School is divided into three Sections,
in the highest of which there are 31 children, in
the next 17, and in the lowest 42. The num-
ber of female scholars is 40, several of whom are
taught needlework by Mrs. Hamilton, in addition
to the other lessons which are common to the
School. Thirteen who were scholars have ceas-
ed to attend. The total number entered is 103.
The School has given the utmost satisaction to
all that have visited it, so that applications for
the admission of pupils have been more numerous
than it was thought proper to grant at present.

“ The process in question is at once certain
and cheap, and is founded upon natural laws
which are easily explained. Instead of the or-
dinary wooden pile, hollow iron tubes or cylin-
ders, open at each end, and of any shape, are
used. This tube being sunk perpendicalarly, in
any depth of water, a movable cover is fitted
to the upper end baving a hole in the centre, to
which is attached the suction pipe of an exhaust-
ing air pump. It is obvious, that as soon as the
air is exhausted in the tube, there must be a
corresponding pressure upon the surrounding
sand, mud or other materials, which are thereby
forced into the tube or cylinder, to supply the
vacuum caused by the withdrawl of the air.
As a consequence, the tube itself is rapidly buri-
ed, and as the operation is continued, will sink
