“No doubt you will have heard Ofl

the great chase we had by a German
submarine. We sailed on Sunday at
6 a.m. and on the Monday; at 7 a.m.

“She was one cf the largest type of
German submarines, and must have
been doing eighteen knots. Within
half an hour from the time we sight-

away, and by this time ‘we had got
cur safety valves screwed down and
were carrying 240 lbs. of steam in-
stead of 190 1bs. By doing this we in-
creased our speed to seventeen knots,
this being a fourteen-knot ship at or-
dinary speed.

“The submarine signalled to us to
stop, otherwise she would fire.

“We took no notice and carried on.
The Chinese firemen and greasers
failed us, refusing to ccme below, and
only three of the firemen stood to
their posts. The ship’s engineers, with
the three firemen, went down to the

“One shell came through the stern
on the: port side, ripped up the iron
deck, passed through two iron bulk-
heads, and wrecked the firemen’s
quarters. Another came through the
iron bulkheads, and did a lot of

However, we kept on,
the submarine meanwhile trying her
hardest to, torpedo us. It was no use,
for when she worked round to star-
‘board we went to port. Then by the
time she got on our track again we
had gained a quarter of a mile on her.
This was kept up until 10.45 a.m.,
when the submarine gave up. She had
chased us for more than sixty miles”

Thé Theseus would have been a
good prize for the submarine. She is
a steamer of 6,724 tons, built in 1908
in Belfast.
