The Whitewayites Move a Want of Con-
. fidence Motion—The Usher of the
Blackrod Refused Admit-
tance While the Debate
is in Progress.

Sr. Jouns, Nfid., April 16.—Saturday’s
parliamentary proceedings were unprece-
dented. oodridge’s Cabinet was sworn
in in the morning.

The doors were closed and the Speaker
ordered the doorkeepers to refuse the
usher admittance. The debate on the
main question then continued, and the
motion of want of confidence was passed.
The Whitewayites then decided to present
their decision to the Governor immediate-
ly, their aim being to delay prorogation.
The Goodridge party, however, proceeded
to the council, where prorogation was
finally accomplished. The Whitewayites
refrained from visiting the Governor, and
sent a copy of the vote by the Clerk. The
Governor was indiguant at the affront put
upon him, and returned no answer. T
Speaker then visited the Governor, who
expressed himself in strong terms at their
action.
