From Greenland.

Syduey, O. B., Sept, 20.—The steawn
sealing barque Hope, with Lieut.

Peary and party on board, returning from
North Greeuland, arrived here . to-day.

-The Hope came into port burning her
last ton of coal, and with her bulwarks
and decks giving evidence of the furious
seas of an uvusually etormy voyage,
She is nearly as deep in the water as
when she left here in the latter part
of July, wit hher bunkers full of coal,

uge Cape York meteorite, the
e world, iul her hold and

Lieut. Peary has on board also six
Cape York KEsquimaux, who will go
with him when returns mext year to
attempt to reach the North Pole, The
E.:guimaux have their tent, dogs,
gledges and canoes. Thiey are eager for
the undertaking and all the arramge-
ments have been made.

The expedition vish Cape Sabine
and relicts of the ill-fated expedition led
by Greely have been obtained. The
summer in Bafiin's Bay was marked by
almost continwously stormy weather and
by an unusual scareity of ice.

The investigating party from the Mas-
sachusetts Institute of Technology, un-
der R. W. Porter, landed at Cape
Haven on Aug. 3 and did not re-embark
until Sept. 13. The party, led by Mr.
Hugh Lee, the Arctic explower of Meri-
den, Conn., landed at God Havem on
Aug. 7 and re-embarked Sept. 7. Prof.
Schuchert’s party, representing the Na-
tional M , landed at Onemak, om
Aug. 8, re-embarking on Sept. 4. e
party led by Mr. Robert Stein of the
United States Geological Survey, was on
land from Aug. 10 to Sept. 2. The
Hope will coal heSe and then proceed to
New York, where she will land her
meteorite.

ANDRFEE REARD FROM,

Carrier Pigeon From

Copenhagen, Sept. 20.—A despatch, re-
ceived here from Hammerfest, the nor-
thernmost town -of Kurope, in Norway,
says the whaling ship Falken has brought
there the third pigeon despatch from
Prof. Andree, the aeronaut, who left
the Island of Tromsoce in a balloon on
July 11 last, in an attempt to cross
the Polar regions. The message brought
by the Falken reads: *“July 13, 12.30
p.m.; latitude 82.2 north; longitude 125
east.
“(Good voyage eastward. All well”

Baldwin Tells About It.

New York, Sept. 20.—Evelyn B. Bald-
win, the meteorologist of the Peary ex-
pedition, 1893-'04, was interviewed to-
day by the Associated Press regardiag
the latest pigeon despatch from Andree.
Mr. Baldwin said: *“This message indi-
cates that Andree has safely crossed
the 150 miles or so of open water which
extends from the north coust of Spitz-
bergen to the beginning of the pack ice.
When Andree wrote it he was sailing
over the great frozen sea which reaches
continuously to and beyond the North
Pole, It is evident that the loss of the
three guide ropes, which occurred on
the day Andree started, had not pre-
vented him from guiding the balloon.
Some expert aeronauts fcared that this
accident might bring speedy disaster.
1t is also evident that the unbelieving
aeronauts who declared that the gas
in the balloon would never stand the
temperature of the pack ice were wrong.
If the extreme cold caused any percep-
tible change in the gases such action
would have taken place before Andree
wrote this last message. And if the
cold had done the work so much feared
Andree would not have said: ‘All well.”

“It is significant to note that Aundree
was going eastward, the direction he
intended to take. This is a straw which
helps to verify his reported safe re-
appearance in Arctic Russia.

“The tenths of degrees given in his
message proved that Andree was not
only able from the balloon to ascertain
his  whereabouts, but did so with re-
markable accuracy.

“The first three days were looked
upon as being the most perilous and
important of the entire journey. An-
dree's ability successfully to withstand
the initinl difficulties augurs better than
the lay mind would imaginosfor the cul-
mination of his daring project.”

KITE FLYING EXTRAORDINARY,

One of a Biring of Soven Attained an Altl-
tade of 10,006 Feet.

Blue Hill Observatory, Mass., Sept.
20.—All kite records were broken here
Sunday afternoon, when the topmost
kite of a st¥ing of seven, aH of the Har-
grave type, four miles of wire, attained
an altitude of 10,016 feet above the sea
level, or 9386 feet yve the summit of
the hill. An aluminum box was sent
up, containing an imstrument for re-
cording pressure, temperature and hu-
midity, and was swung 130 feet below
the topmost kite. At the highest point
the mstrument r ed a temperature
of 38 degrees, while at the same time
it was 03 at the surface of the earth.
At a height of 4000 feet the hamidity
rose rapidly, but sank again at a mile,
where it was quite low. At 7000 feet
it again rose and soon reached a point
where there was almost a complete sa-
turation in the air. From there up the
atmosphere became dryer, until, at the
highest point, there’-was scarcely any
moisture recorded. At the ground the
}mmidity all the afternoon was quite
low.

Kites for ©Observationm.

Denver, Col., Sept. 20.—Sergt. Bald-
win, the aeronaut, connected with the
Signal Service Department of Colorady,
in a short time will begin experiments
with :he box kite as a means of ob-
serving naval and military manoeuvres
for the purpose of long distance signal-
ling.
