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THE WEDDING RING.

) In primitive times the coin
called *“'a guinea,” now out of dateand
valued at twenty-one shillings, was
used to melt up ‘into wedding rings,
This is the sort of ring the queen of
the realm wears, likewise the coster
monger, if sho bo married. Ona level
all wives meet in England, in this
in no other observance, tterly the
fashion permits a wider band, but the
great, vulgar belts of gold so popular
in America have never found fuvoron
this side of the “‘herring pond.” The
rinﬁisum'er removed and is buried
with the wife.

In the early English marriage ser-
vice the man put tfxo ring on with this
dedication: “With this ring I thee
wed; with my body I thee worship,”
ete.

However, some couples
still insist on the ancient formula.

The wedding ring is always *‘hall
marked.” This mark is tho symbol of
tho goldsmith's eraft, It is proof posi-
tivo of solid ware, whether of gold or
silver. Tho Goldsmiths' hall stamps
this, and to counterfeit such a stamp
involves the smith in heavy penalties,
imprisonment and fines, with his trade
insignia taken from him forever. In
early days death was the penalty or
lifelong penzl servitude. But tho wise
«march of time has naturally somewhat
reloxed this Spartan law ‘of punish-
ment.—Annic Wakeman in San Fran-
ciseo Chronicle.

Cold Weather and Health.

There 1s no greuter fallacy than the
opinion held by many—particularly
e young. and strong, and vigorous
—that  winter, especiully a sharp,
frcsty one, with plenty of ice and
snow, is the most healthy season of
the year. Very few persons scem to
realize the facts, that cold is the con-
dition of death, wlilst heat is that of
life. In warm as well as in cold cli-
mates, it is our uneonscious etfort to
maintain our bodily heat at a temper-
ature of 98 degs. that wears us out.
To this temperature, called *‘blood
heat," every cubic inch of oxygen that
serves to vitalize our blood must be
raised by our own bodily heat or life
ceases. Bince in cold weather the
maintenanco of a sufficiently elevated
bodilf' temperature becomes very often
a difficulty too great for our strength,
the advent of a'severe winter is quite
as much to be dreaded as the visitation
ofa Yesl.ilem-c‘ Besides this, children
should not besent outto walk of a
morning before breakfast in a cold
wind, especially with an em ty stom-
uch, as they get chilled, and it does
the system a great deal of harm: A
like rule should be observed in mala-
rious countries, that on no urgency
should children or grown up people
goout in the early morning without
a cup of tea, coffee or chocolate taken
beforeband. —Herald of Health.
