FLORENCEVILLE.
BomelhisK of the History of One of Carleton 

tauwty’s Thriving Villages—The
la Rellffloas, social sad fiaslaess 
—A BprlakUag of Politics.

Flomncbyillb, April 27. This village 
is perhaps one ot the most remarkable 
in the county of Carleton for rapid pro­
gress in religious, social and business in­
terests. About 50 years ago Messrs J., 
A. ahd W. McCain—three brothers from 
County Derry, Ireland—settled down in 
t^is neighborhood, and began clearing 
away the primeval forest. Determined 
to carry everything before them, they 
worked with might and main—just as 
Irishmen and Scotchmen alone can work. 
They had all the native intelligence, all 
the stubborn will, all the dogged perse­
verance and all the sterling integrity of 
u the old sod.” Thus it was, that in a

very short time after they first kindled 
their fires in the bush, they had hewn 
out for themselves comfortable homes, 
where their sons now reside highly 
esteemed by all. They were speedily 
followed by Mr John Boyer, Mr Samuel 
Dark is, Mr Jacob Jewett and Mr Stephen 
G Busby. With the exception of Mr 
Samuel Darkis, who was a blacksmith, 
all were farmers—all goxl men and true, 
shrewd, and well up to their work. These 
gentlemen might be said to be pioneer 
farmers of those agriculturists in this 
section of the county, many of whom 
now rank so high in the records of our 
agricultural societies. Subsequently, 
the late well-known Colonel Tupper, a 
large lumber supplier and store keeper, 
started a store and inaugurated the busi­
ness interests of the community. Mr 
Stephen G Burpy, who had likewise 
entered on a large business connection, 
was appointed to the post office, and 
was much esteemed for his obliging de­
meanor in that responsible position. 
Mr James Bradley, another enterprising 
gentleman from Derry, Ireland, now 
opened another large store, and carried 
on a very extensive trade in the staple 
commodities of the country. He was 
succeeded in his flourishing business by 
his son-in law, Mr Dennis McGaffigan, 
whose trade ramifications, as well as 
those of his ULcle, Mr Kearney, now ex­
tend to all parts of this section of the 
county. Lastly Mr John L Saunders, 
from King’s county, put in an appear­
ance, and, like the last mentioned gentle­
men, may now be found daily at *• the 
receipt of customs,” in his well stocked 
emporium. Besides carrying on an ex­
tensive business, as general merchants, 
Messrs McGaffiigan and K*arn> y go 
largely into the wool trade in connection 
with the Oxford mills. In addition to a 
splendid assortment of first-class English 
and American goods at extremely 
moderate prices, they have always on 
hand a large and varied supply of Ox lord 
cloths, which they exchange for wo 1 on 
the most liberal terms. Mr Hem y Mc­
Cain plays the role of general dealer, 
and operates largelyîn every description 
of country produce.

Dr llagerman, a gentleman of high 
medical reputation, conducts a first 
class drug store, where drugs of every 
description —ordinary “placeboes,” scien­
tific remedies, patent liniments and 
precious perfumes can be had in profu­
sion, and where all the ills that fl.eh is 
heir to meet with prompt attention. 
That gentleman, we believe, has now re­
tired Irom the more active pursuit of a 
profession, whidi he long and worthily 
adorned; and, in discharging the arduous 
duties of which, his ability, zial and sym­
pathy are still gratefully remembered, 
the medical practice of this section be­
ing now entirely in the hands ot Dr. 
Atkinson, whose rising tame 
as a physician is eclipsed 
only by his already widely extending re­
putation as a politician.

Florenceville can likewise boast of a 
carriage factory, run by Mr. Hugh 
Parlee, and turning out venicles of every 
description, the heavy truck waggon, 
single or double, the merchant’s light 
express, the elegant family carriage, the 
whirling gig and handy wheel barrow. 
His work we are told has always given 
the greatest satisfaction both in materi­
al and finish. Both upholstery and 
painting are admirable. Tnere is a steam 
grist mill (buckwheat), run by Mr. A. 
Kinney, whose meal returns, both m 
quantity and quality, are not to be sur­
passed anywhere else in the county. 
There is a cheese factory, run by Mr. 
Good from Jacksonville Corner, whicn 
does a large business, taking in milk 
from 400 cows, 2 tons ot milk per day, 
and turning out from 3 to 4 cwt. of cheese 
per day, ot excellent quality. Then the 
good people here have 2 hay presses, 
capable ot pressing from 20 to 25 tons of 
hay per day. To keep all these works 
and machinery in good working order 
and meet the other requirements in the 
“srniddy” line of surrounding districts 
there are two blacksmiths shops, run by 
Messrs. John Darkis, and N. Day, who 
are thoroughly versed in all the myste­
ries of Tubal Cain’s art and the modem 
sciences of sled and horse shoeing.

, To meet the religious views ot differ­
ent sections of the community here,there 
are three places of worship in Florence­
ville;—the Baptist Cuuroh (the oldest), 
presided over by Rev. Mr. Howard of 
Centre ville, the Methodist Churcn pre­
sided over by Rev. Mr. Sellers, late of 
Gibaon, and the new Catholic Church, 
built under the auspices of Rev. Father 
Chapman of Johns ville, and with the 
generous assistance of Protestant neigh­
bors, who gave considerable aid in put­
ting up the frame. Indeed your corres­
pondent "was glad to learn from 
Mr. McGaffigan, whose kind 
hospitality he enjoyed, that 
there is no religious jealousy here, 
and that the utmost harmony always 
has prevailed between different denom 
mations, each vieing with the other to
lend a helping hand in time of need_
Judah no longer vexing Ephraim, nor 
Ephraim vexing Judah. Tne Catholic 
chapel especially is a^riking illustra­
tion of this. When your correspondent 
was being shown the chapel, hie atten­
tion was called by a lady to a beautiful 
Ecct Romo, suspended over the altar, 
which is finished in dead white and 
gold, and adorned with the usual accès 
saries of chaste and elaborate designs. 
The engraving was the gift of Mr D. 
Lynch, retired shipbuilder, Paradise 
Row, tit. John. That gentleman was 
likewise the means, through friends, of 
sending a carload of lime, nails, etc., to­
wards finishing the chapel now under 
construction at Grand Fails. In front of 
the a.tar is an elegant bishop’s chair, the 
gif t of Mr. Henderson, furniture dealer, 
Woodstock, and a good old Presbyterian 
to boot. Ail these places of worship are 
substantially built, well finished, finely 
painted, both inside and outside, and 
what is better still, crowded to overflow­
ing on every occasion of divine service. 
Bach is fitted up to accommodate easily
about 200 people. There is a Presby­
terian church in the neighborhood at 
Greenfield, presided over by Rev. Mr. 
Biair, winch members of the Kirk, of 
course, attend. Mr. Blair was but re­
cently settled there and his pulpit min­
istrations and pastoral visitations are 
much appreciated.

Florenceville has a superior school, 
one of the finest in Carleton County, 
taught by Mr. C. T. Hewey, assisted by 
Miss Taylor. The attendance in the two 
rooms average about 50. This school 
has turned out more school teachers, we 
were told, than any other in the shire.

To accommodate strangers, who from 
business or pleasure pay Florenceville a 
visit, there are two excellent hotels, 
run by Mr. J. R. Tracy and Mr. John 
Darkis, where every comfort and con­
venience can be enjoyed and had at 
reasonable rates.

As a rule the dwelling houses are 
above the average, well supplied with 
water, and in many instances surround­
ed on three sides by orchards and 
gardens, whose attractions add much to 
the natural beauty of the situation, 
landscaped by the noble St. John. The 
village is brought into immediate and 
easy connection with neighbouring 
towns by the N. B. R, which has a 
station âhd telegraph office here.

It is not 
to be wondered, that the people here, 
being within the sphere of Dr. Atkinson’s 
influence, are largely liberals. Your 
correspondent, as a matter of course, 
interviewed the representative man.

must pitch his tent upon the open ] 
plains with no fuel but the scanty | 
roots of the sage bush, surely his oc­
cupation is not a desirable one.

Causes and Increase of Blindness. j
Dr. Lucien Howe, of Buffalo, read 

a report from the committee appointed 
two years previously to make investi­
gations in this line. They had found 
that the number of blind was rapidly 
increasing in proportion to population, 
and more so the further south one 
went, and esjiecially in the states of 
Nebraska, Arizona, Nevada and Da­
kota. Most of the existing blindness 
was due to infectious diseases of the 
cornea and conjunctiva. Emigration 
was increasing the number of those 
going about with infectious conditions 
of the eye, such as trachoma, whidi 
was common among tho lower Irish. 
They urged that the duty of cleaning 
the eyes of children after birth should 
be made more familiar to the public. 
In asylums and schools, children hav­
ing such diseases should be quaran­
tined. A similar regulation should be 
enforced in barracks and prisons.— 
Medical Record.

Novel Cure for Rheumatism.
Dr. Terc contributes to The Wiener 

Medicinische Presse a novel method 
of curing rheumatism. He observed 
that, when rheumatic persons were 
stung by bees, the swelling which 
usually follows such stings were very 
slow in appearing, and, if the persons 
were stung repeatedly, it did not ap­
pear at all ; the result of such continu­
ed stinging being to cure the rheuma-| 
tism, which showed no tendency to* 
recur. He followed out this idea in 
the cases of 173 • persons, 89,000 stings' 
being required. Both acute and, 
chronic cases were cured by this treat­
ment
