NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.

At the annual ‘meeting of the Mainé

The season wost favorable 1o the
wuring of hams,: bacon, etc., has be-
gun. As extremes of cold are not
Zoed for meat that has to he salted
—the outer surface being frozen pre-
vents the salt from pecetrating—
nerefore when a thaw scis in, tbe
meat,.even i pickle, i not so good
a8 it wight be, Animals, therefore,
killed in very, cold weather, acd in-
tended for ¥ome. curing, should be
cat up aud have the ealv-applied De-
fore the matural ‘heat his entirely
subsided. Sogar will preserve meat
almost if not quite as well as salt,
and what-is known 10 some house-
kecepers a3 *““ sweet salting” is.an ad-
mixiore of sugar ard salt. Salt-
petre  Lardens meat, but gives /to
bams the bright red color so mach
liked, asd is therefore almost in-
variably used for these.

+ All sorts of vesseis are used by
house-wives for salting—s*one, wood.
earthenware, stone china, tte, and
for small quantities, such as a single
banx cr tongue, pans are sold on pur-
pose.

HORSES CLEANED - BY STEAM.
— :

AN INGENIOUS PROCEES NOW IN USE AT
CUICAGO.

In thé basement or ground floor of
the Palmer House livery stsbles two
employes stoad on either side of a
large, powerfally built horse which
was updergoing his daily toilet—in
stable parlance, ‘‘gittin’ cleaned
and curried,” In exactly forly se-
conds the animal was turced over to
his keeper as bright s a new pin—
not a epeck of dirt nor a turned ‘bair
1o be seen on his éleek, shiny coat.
His step seemed brisker and he act
cd much like a person who hss had
an invigoraling bath. Ia two Lour.’
time 1o less than 150 borses, big
and little, had received their- daily
clean-up and were ready to prance
out into daily scciety. :

The cauce of this revolution in the
ert of horse-clésnirg, rubbing down
and carrying—all in all—is a simple
contrivance, a  movable shaft at one
end: of which is a circular brush ¢ow-
posed of faitly stilf brushes. The
brush, which is ron by steawn, re-
voives many hucdred limes a minute,
and is guided by the clesner, Two
of (heee cleaners operating with the
brusbes on @ne animal ean zccomp-
lish"more ifi'a minute than can four
men with the old style brush and
curry comb in twenty minates.

As soon as the brush touches the
body of the korse the dirt and dead
hair{ly in all directions, and it only
needs a second ** going-over” to have
tke animal in such a condition that
a glove would not be soiled in rub-
bing over the hide. At first the
horse appears frighteaed at the noise
of the re®giving shafts, bnt as soon
as he feels the touch of the .brugh he
cdges up clozer to the clesner acd
gives every indication o plessure.
The barder the pressure on the brusy:
the harder .will be the rubbing, of
course, and when the sensation-be-
comes uncomfortable the horse
‘moves awsy . Inthis way the clean-
ers are casily informed how hard.a
rubbing the animal will stand.—
Chicago Aews.
