First Impressions of a Visitor to This His­
toric Spot.

There was at the Centennial Exposition 
the head of a woman out in batter, which 
attracted much attention frem the rural 
visitors. For this they passed by the women 
painted on canvas or carved in marble ; 
they were too like the real thing, and they 
probably knew how difficult it is to make 
butterjnto moulds. For some reason Malta 
reminds you of this butter lady. It is a 
real city—with real houses and cathedral 
and st reets, no doubt, but you have a fueling 
that they are not genuine, and that though 
It is very, cleverly done, it if, after all, a 
city carved out of cheese or butter. Some 
of the cheese is mouldy and covered with 
green, and some of the walls have boles in 
them, as has aerated bread or 
Roquefort cheese, and the street* 
and the pavenwnte, and the carved 
facades of the oh inches and opera house, 
and the earth and the hills beyond—every­
thing upon which your eye can rest is glar­
ing and yellow, with not a red roof to re­
lieve it; it la all just yellow limestone, and 
It looks like Dutch cheese. It is like no 
other place exactly that you have ever seen.
'i he approach into the canal-ltke harbor 
under the guns and the search-lights of the 
fortifications, the moat* and drawbridges, 
and the glaring monotony of the place itself, *i. 
whioh seems to have been cut oat of one 
pioce and printed with one brush, suggest 
those little toy fortresses of yellow wood 
which appear in the shop windows at 
Chris tmas-tlmo.

Of course the first and last thought one 
has of Malta is that the island was the home 
of the Order of the Knights of Sb. John, or 
Knights Hospital’c a. This Order, which 
was the most noble of those of the days of 
mediaeval chivalry, w»s the band of warrior 
monks who waged war against the 
infidels, who kept certain vows and 
who, under the banner of the white cross, 
Veoame honored and feared throughout the 
then known world. Their headquarters 
changed from place to place during the four 
hundred years that stretched from the 
eleventh century, when the order was drat 
established, up to 1530, when Charles V. 
made over Malta and all its dependencies in 
perpetual sovereignty te the keeping of 
- heee Knight*. They had no sooner forti­
fied the island than there began the nine 
months’ siege ot the tnrke, one of the moit 
memorable sieges in history. When it was 
ended, the Turks re-embarked 10,000 of the 
40 000 men they had landed, and of the 
9 000 Knights present under the Grand 
Master J< an de la Valette when the siege 
had opened, but 600 capable of bearing arms 
remained alive.

IT WAS WILD SHOOTING.

Police and Burglars Waste Much Ammuni­
tion at Niagara.

Niagara Falls, Ont., June 27.—One of 
the most exciting burglaries that have oc­
curred on the frontier happened early this 
morning on the American side of the river.

N the world there are 
4 965 daily newspapers 
published, of which 
no fewer than 1,759, 
or more than a third, 
are issued In the 
United State*. That 
country is, in fact, 
more plentifully rop- 

ti plied with newspapers 
1 than any other, ac­

cording to the facta and figures given in the 
Tit-Btin, there being, boride the dailies, 
13,404 weeklies and 005 papers whioh 
Appear at other intervals, without taking 
Into account the monthlies and other maga­
zines and reviews, which bring up the total 
to about v3,000, giving employment, it Is 
estimated, to 200,000 people.

New York State alone lias more papers 
than are published in all the continent* of 
the world south of the equator.

Newspaper enterprise ' appears, Indeed, 
to flourish all over the new world, at least 
to the extent of putting forward great num­
bers of separate papers.

Canada’s SSare

Canada has 94 dailies, 570 weeklies and 
132 monthlies. Latin America, Including 
under this convenient term Mexico and 
Central and South America, where Spanish 
and Portuguese are spoken, has over 4,5(Mÿ 
newspapers of all sorts, 200 of whioh are 
printed in other languages than Spanish or 
Portuguese, almost every foreign tongue 
being represented.

The newspapers of the British Isles num­
ber 2,272, London alone sending onti 496 of 
these. The monthly magazines and reviews 
of all kinds published In the British Isles 
total up an additional 1,900.

• Paris hao 12 more dailies than London, 
New York, Pniladelphia and Boston com­
bined. The Parisian papers, of whioh 
there are 141 altogether, are generally dis­
tinguished by having larger circulations 
than these of all ojber cities. The largest 
circulation in the world is that of the Petit 
Journal, which issues more than a million 
copies dally.

GERMANY HAS SECOND PLACE.
Germany occupies the second place with 

regard to the number of dally papers, hav­
ing 973, besides 2,930 weekly and other 
pipers. The oldest European newspaper 
still published is the Post ZeiUing, of Frank­
fort, which dates from 1616!

China can boast of the most ancient 
newspaper in the Pekin Gazette, which 
made its first appearance in A, D. 911. It 
otherwise makes a poor akowlrg In the 
journalistic world. For all its 400,000,00(1 
inhabitants it hai only 24 newspapers, 10; 
of which are daily and 14 appear at longer 
intervals. Only 11 are printed in Chinese, 
1 is printed in French, the rest being in 
English.

Jajian presents a striking contrast, having 
92 dailies and 75 other periodicals. Nearer 
home, even the little island of Iceland, 
with some 70,000 inhabitants, has the same 
number of newspapers as the great empire 
of China.

The newspapers of India are published in 
many languages, and it is said that those 
in the native tongues are more widely 
circulated and read, in proportion to the 
number of copies printed, than is the care 
anywhere else in the world. A single copy 
will serve a whole Village, and will pass 
from hand to hand until it actually falls to

Persia has six newspapers, all in the 
native language except one in Syriac. Per­
sian newspapers ura not printed from type. 
When the reading matter is ready it is 
passed to a scribe, who makes a clean copy. 
From this a beautifully written fine copy 
is made by a hand-writing expert, and 
this is finally exactly reproduced by litho­
graphy.

THE SMALLEST PAPER.
Borneo has the smallest regularly pub­

lished newspaper in the world—the Sarawak 
Gazette, printed in English, and first issued 
in 1807.

All over the world some 59 languages are 
represented by the newspapers. Many are 
printed in two or three languages. English 
in such cases being usually one.

The newspapers of Austria show a greater 
variety in this re» peob than those of any 
country, including in the list German, 
Italian, French, Magyar or Hungarian, 
Greek, Latin, Polish, Servian, Siav.c and 
Hebrew.

The most remarkable paper is in Au ta, 
oni p»ob»bly in the world as regards lan­
guage is the Acta Comparationis Llterarum 
Uuiveisibatum, a semi-monthly review of 
comparative literature, which has contribu­
tors in every part of the world, whose 
articles are all printed in their native 
tongue.

la South America thero are papers pub- 
1 thed in various native langvag a, notably 
in the Guarani of Paragmy. The Zulus, 
even, had some years ago a paper in their 
cwn dialect published in South Africa, 
but it has now ceased to appear.

A GREAT NAME.
The longest newspaper title In existence 

is that of a Greenland sheet, whLh rejoices 
in the euphonious designation of Arrang- 
agliotio Natinginnavnik Sueur.-inmas 
Sivik.

Curloas, also, is the conjunction of names 
which obtains in Tombstone, Aii. The 
leading newspaper is the Epitaph, whioh is 
edited by an Englishman named Coffin and 
published by a man naraçd Sexton. The 
publisher declines advertisements of under­
takers, but appropriately inserts death 
notices gratis.

The most northern paper is the Nordslap. 
published at Ilammerslctn. The editor and 
his staff woik in a small turf-roofed wooden 
house. News comes by mail boat, and the 
Hammerstetners are made aware of the 
world 0 events generally eight days late, 
and, as the paper is a weekly, Its news is 
often a fortnight old. The subscribers are 
kept still further behind, as many of them 
have their copies delivered by boats unlets 
they fetch them, which they sometimes do, 
paying for them in herrings and other tis.i.
