Stale Jewelry From Doctor’s Wife 
and Daughter at Norwich.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Guelph, Out., Oct. 4—Wm. Hendricks, 

the American who was caught in the act 
of burglary on Thursday night, with an 
open knife in his hand, at the residence 
of J. W. Lyon, was this morning con­
victed on two charges of burglary and 
one of carrying burglarious tools. His 
trial was before Judge Chadwick, and 
he was remanded for sentence. Hend­
rick had in his possession, rings, a 
gold watch and half sovereign and other 
jewelery, when captured. The-rings were 
this morning identified by Mrs. (Dr.)

One 
was a diamond ring worth $60, and the 
other of pearls and an heirloom with an 
inscription inside. The half sovereign 
was also identified.
