I attended 
the Quarterly Meeting of the St. 
John Local Council of Women, when 
I had occasion to hear the following 
plea for kid.gloves, etc.

One of the great test hardships of 
a winter campaign is the suffering 
caused by icy winds on se» and 
land. Now. from practicrl experience 
leather has been proved to be the 
only effective protection, but as the 
price of leather increases month by 
month, it is impossible for any so­
ciety to provide coats of new leather. I 
The difficulty of supplying such coats | 
has been solved by utilizing waste 
soft leather of every description, j 
such as cast-off gloves, kid, suede, dis 
carded furniture coverings, hats. etc.. ! 
These materials are appliqued by ma : 
chines on to a brown liner.ette found-1 
ation. making an actually wind-proof I 
waistcoat weighing from 7 to 9 
ounces. The cost of producing each 
waistcoat is 25 cents. Many, many 
thousands of these waistcoats were 
made in England list winter, and 
were, in greet demand. They also 
provided employment for many wo­
men and children.

One man writing from the trench­
es, wrote: “My waistcoat w..s worth 
its weight in gold.”

Redmond Retires
From Leadership

London. Jan. 11—(3.16 a. m.) — 
John Redmond's retirement from the 
leadership of the Nationalist party 
and possibly from Parliament, is ex­
tremely probable, according to the 
Morning Post’s Dublin correspond­
ent, owing to grave differences of 
opinion within the party, especially 
on the question of military compul­
sion.

Mr. Redmond would have been in 
favor of applying the National regis­
tration scheme, the Earl of Derby's 
scheme and Premier Asquith’s com­
pulsion bill to Ireland1, but he was 
overborne by John Dillon, who 
strongly opposed compulsion in any 
form either for Ireland or for Eng­
land. and assumed a peremptory tone 
which would seem to indicate that he 
has a strong following.

Hard Job to Force
The Dardanelles

Visitor in Port Showed How Dif­
ficult Task Allies Have 

Undertaken

(St. John Standard)
An officer on one of the steamers 

now in port, who lias been in the 
navy and is now on a transport which 
has made several trips to the Dar­
danelles, was asked to tell some of 
his experiences. He said he had made 
several trips through the Straits be­
fore the war and described the Nar­
rows as a place where there was a 
crook and a fort which could fire 
right into any vessel trying to get 
through. The forts on the banks were 
destroyed but the hidden batteries 
were still doing business and it 
seemed impossible to locate them. 
They had taken a load of mines to 
Mudros and while there the E15, 
which had been in the Sea of Mar­
mora doing things to Turkish ship­
ping, came back and when she pass­
ed their ship he said she smelt like a 
big bunch of seaweed. From there 
they were sent to Port Said with a 
cargo of coal. If the Germans, he 
said, ever get that far they will get a 
big surprise.

Asked about his experience in the 
navy he said the men are hoping that 
some day their turn will I come to take 
an active part in putting his Kaiser- 
ship out of business.

Only two men were in­
jured.”

The King Edward VII was launch­
ed In 1903, completed in 1906, and 
carried! a complement of 825 men. 
Her tonnage was 16,350, end she 
carried four 12-1 nob guns, four 9.2 
Inch, ten 6-inch and ten 12-pounders.
