He was first elected to Parlia- 
mentTor' Bothwell in 1867 and 
except for obe year when the seat 
was in disputé he represented that 
constituency until his defeat by 
M. Clancy in 1896. During the 
years Mr. Mills was in the House 
of Commons and especially during 
the time the Conservatives were 
in power he was wont to sneer at 
the Senate. f He used to say it 
was a chamber where one might 
“ sit down with Abraham, Isaac 
and Jacob and the other patri­
archs.” He pronounced the Sen­
ate the resort of bloated capital­
ists and defeated members of the 
Commons. After all this sneer­
ing Mr. Mills, was quite glad to 
become a Senator after his de­
feat at the polls in 1896.

An address recently delivered before the 
ward one Conservative Association of 
Toronto, by Hon. George E. Foster, is 
thus reported.

I m-" M- Foster waa given a rousing 
reception. He had not come to deliver 
a political speech, but rathçr to say 
something upon national life in Canada. 
His experience and observations, he said, 
taught him that the safest kind of govern­
ment for the people was a government, 
which, in itself, was an executive under 
the responsible direction of a certain group 
of men who were guide4 by well-defined 
principles and policies, and who were re­
sponsible for patting such into action, and 
that these should be guarded by anothef 
group of men with another set of prin­
ciples, and whose duty it was to instruct 
and criticize, and in some esses to co­
operate with the government, He was no 
friend of coalition governments. They 
had no line of distinction, and they simply 
led down to the question of who would go 
in and who would stay out The moment 
a party executed its principles! the sooner 
it was left to vegetate in the pasture of 
opposition and find out some new, strong 
principle, the better for the country. 
When a party was defeated,' however, it 
did not follow that its principles were 
dead. In the case of the Lib.-Conser­
vatives, they were defeated, but their 
principles remained alive in the hands of 
those in power. (Applause )

There was an item in the papers the 
other day that oflorded a wonderful trend 
of thought for Canadians. It was that in 
Manitoba 100 million bushels of grain had 
been harvested in 1901. This was re­
markable in face of the fact that it was 
only in 1870 that a small proportion of 
Canadians dreamed that anything like an 
arable land l.y to the west of the Graat 
Lakes. And this morning came the an­
nouncement that the C. P. R. was about 
to issue twenty millions of stock to pro­
vide additional equipment, particularly 
for the Northwest. Put those tvyo things 
together, and what a light they-flaahed- on 
the history of Canada. It was all the 
more significant when one thought of the 
scorn with which some of Canada’s fore­
most men criticised the project of a rail­
way from ocean to ocean, with their pessi­
mistic views of how it would burden the 
people of the country. But today we had 
not only that railway so crowded with 
business, but anothor transcontinental line 
creeping rapidly towards its terminal on 
the Pacific coast. Those two facts showed 
a wonderful progress and an illimitable ex* 
pension of growth. There was also 
another lesson that they taught, that it 
required great hearts and not faint hearts 
to develop a country.

During twenty years, he went on there 
had been developed a type of people, one 
of y hose excellent qualities had an oppor­
tunity to show itself in the South African 
war. That quality was not created by 
the fact of that war, it was the growth 
through a period of generations and show­
ed that here on the northern part of this 
continent there had grown up a people 
who had elements of courage, intelligence, 
quick adaptability and power, and per­
severance whioh had marked them ou' 
as a people worth reckoning amongst 
the peoples of the earth. ('.pp'ause.') 
We were r.o longer the people of a dis­
united prevince, but today a people 
with a national stn'imint. that had ivèr-l 
shadowed all the narrow localism of 3T 
years ago.

Continuing, Mr. Foster spoke of the 
ideals riquisite to the development of 
the country, stating tijat such questions as 
annexation and independence were now 
dead, and that we now had a destiny of 
bniiding up a national life in cor junction 
with the Old Country that gave- ua our 
birth. (Applause,)

When Lord Methuen surprised and 
captured Commandant Prinsloo’s laager 
he made a ban! of eighty-nine wagons, 
forty.seven carle, 19,011 cattle, 28,850 
sheep, 158 horses, 173 donkeys, 10 mules 
and a case of Manser ammunition.

The Brilibii pore'll of Générer iDe-rrdtt 
has been successful to the extent tbwt 
his last gnn has been captured, and 
Commandant Weasels, one of his princi­
pal lieutenants, has been routed. Lord 
Kitchener sent the news in a despatch 
from Pretoria dated Feb. 4, as follows :

•Byngs cfllumn, while proceeding 
towards LibenbnrgvlJi, after a night 
march, attacked and rented a consider­
able force of the enemy under Com­
mandant Weasels. We captured a fif. 
teen pounder and pom-pom, taken from 
Firman’s column, and also a Boer pom­
pom that was the last gnn De Wet had, 
and three wagons of ammunition, 160 
horses and U0 mules. Tbe Boer casu­
alties were five men killed, six wounded 
and 27 men captured.

“ Among the.killed was Field Cornet 
Wfltsele. Among the prisoners is Capt. 
Mueller, of the Steals artillery. Tbe 
enemy was scattered. Oar casualties 
were slight.

“Oar National Scoots, near Midle- 
bnrg, Cape Colony, capturedfcthirteen 
prisoners.

“Plumer, near Amerterfort, Trans­
vaal, captured 7 prisoners and 600 head 
of cattle. General (Gilbert Hamilton 
captured 32 prisoners.”

Lord Kitchener has sent the following 
message from Pretoria • " Major Lead­
er’s force surprised Delarey’s comman­
do, killing 7 and capturing 131. The 
British casualties were alight. No Brit­
ish were killed.”

The Mayor of Cape Town, says the 
London Times correspondent, is com­
municating with the may ora throughout 
the country with the object of arranging 
public meetings in repudiation of tbe 
continental slanders about the British 
army. Feeling in Cape Town is strong 
in the matter. The Cape Argue calls on 
the Germans in Bonth. Africa, who, it 
saye, e; joy every .possible British priv­
ilege and know how false their country 
men’s statements are, to make a united 
declaration on the subject which can be 
published"

Dr, A. Conan Doyle writes the Times 
that the public’s response to his appeal 
for funds for the purpose of circulating 
his bock setting forth the British side 
of the South African question has been 
most generous. He says, however, it is 
significant that in spite of the protests 
of many Germans residing in England 
against the outrageous attacks of the 
German press, there has been, with one 
or two honorable exceptions, no prac­
tical help on their part to undo some of 
the mischief their countrymen have 
don®- “Money talks,” as Americans 
say, rsmarka Conan Doyle. “TheGet- 
man is so rancorous that Conan Doyle 
has been unable to find a German firm 
with courage enough to publish hie 
statement of the British case, with all 
costs guaranteed. American and Can­
adian leaders of public opinion are to 
receive free copies of the book.”

Lord Kitchener telegraphs a descrip 
tion of a combined movement of large 
British columns with the object of se­
curing General De Wet.- The advance 
began in the night of February 5tb, the 
whole force moving from varions direc­
tions and forming a continuous line of 
mounted men on the west bank of Lie- 
tifenberg a Viei, from Frankfort as far 
south as Fanny’s Home, and thence to 
Kaffir Kop. The line then advanced 
to the west and the following night the 
British entrenched with their outposts 
fifty yards apart.

The advance was continued February 
6!h, and Gen. DdWot was within th- 
enclosure. But realizing his position, 
he ordered hie men to disperse and 
seek safely. During the night General 
De Wet with some men and a number 
of caille made for Kroonetadt Lindiey 
blockhouse line, and at one o’clock in 
the morning, by rushing bis cattle at a 
fence broke his way through the line 
and mixed op with cattle losing three 
men killed.

“ Many attempts were made to break 
through the line on the night of Feb. 
7tb, reports Kitchener, the line outposts 
being attacked at varions places ; hot 
very few escaped, and ten dead Boers 
were picked up in the morning near 
Heilbron.

“ 1 d|d not «et exact details of Boer 
casualties,” continues Kitchener, “ but 
18 far as I have ascertained they con­
sist of 2^3 in ktded, wounded and pris­
oners, as well as about 700 horses and 
many cattle. Oar casualties are only 
ten. J

London, February 10.-A report re, 
calved to-day from Lord Kitchener at 
Pretoria, shows last week to have been 
the liveliest week, with tho heaviest losses

on both aides, for several months past. 
Lord Kitchenc-r gives the Boer casualties 
a total of 69 killed, 57 surrendered, and 
574 taken prisoners. The British cap­
tured 480 rifles, one pom-pom and- the 
usual grist of munitions and live stock. 
The most serions British loss daring the 
week was the capture of sixty donkey 
wagons, convoyed by 160 troops. At a 
point thirty miles from Beaufort West, 
Cape Colony, the enemy swooped down 
on the donkey wagons and cut up the 
convoy before assistance arrived. They 
were able to remove only twelve of the 
wagons and burned the rest. In this 
engagement the British lost two officers 
and 11 men killed and one officer and 47 
men wounded.
