Sir Robert Borden supported 
his resolution with-a learned and 
illuminating" address, outlining 
the'most salient features on the 
28th ffay of June of the present 
year. He briefly .reviewed the 
circumstances leading up to the 
assembling of the conference 
He recalled to the mind of his 
hearers the serious and awe-in 
spiring condition of world affair 
produced by the titanic .war, and 
intimated how much nearer dis 
aster - the allied Dations bad 
reached, during the early part of 
1918, than was generally known 
He described in brief tho deso 
late.and sod condition of Belgium 
and France, which had been 
overrun by the withering and 
destructive onward sweep of the 
enemy. Finally, as all realized 
with profound thankfulness, the 
enemy was vanquished, and the 
invader was driven back and1 
forced to lay down bis arms in 
humiliation. Then came the 
armistice, severe and onerous in 
its provisions, but not more so 
than, or as much so indeed, as 
the ruthless and bloodthirsty con-i 
duct of the enemy deserved. 
Then, in brief outline, he enum­
erated the steps leading up to 
the great conference at Versailles] 
the urgent request to himself and 
his cabinet colleagues to proceed 
first-to London to confer with 
the Prime Minister ot Great 
Britain and other plenipotentiar 
ies in the preparation of reso­
lutions and memoranda for pre­
sentation to the conference at 
Versailles. It required no stretch 
of imagination, no extraordinary 
exercise of thought to convince 
anyone that this conference, from 
whatever viewpoint it might lié 
considered, was by far the most 
memorable that ever assembled 
in the world's history. In the 
first place, the subjects for con 
sidération Vere so tremendously 
important, so " far-reaching in 
their influence, and so ^world­
wide in their consequence, that 
eVery other conference of a kin 
died nature paled into insigni 
ficance by comparison. In 
word, the plenipotentiaries who 
assembled at this memorable con 
clave were brought thither to 
discuss ,conditions, and initiate 
principles by which practically 
the whole civilized world was in 
future to be regulated.

States, Great Britain, France, 
Italay and Japan. Canada 
occupied. at the conference- tlie 
status of a secondary power a- 
compared with the five principal 
nations already named. This 
important and proud position 
was not accorded to Canada with 
out discussion, nor would our

All through 
tho discussion of the conference, 
at its numerous meetings, Can­
ada’s representatives held a posi­
tion of equal importance with 
the plenipotentiaries of the other 
nations, and not a few of the im­
portant clauses and articles of 
the peace treaty. and the coven­
ant of the League of Nations 
were thought out and presented 
by Sir Robert Borden, and were 
adopted anffltocorporated in this 
most memorable of documents'! As 
the Prime/ Minister intimated, in 
the courseVof his reviSNv of the 
conference; the treaty, including 
the ttovenaht of the League of 
Nations, was probably riot per 
feet ; but the very fact that the 
representatives of thirty-two 
powers of different temperaments, 
of varied and not inlrequently 
directly contrary interests and 
Varied points of'view, were able 
finally to unanimously agree up­
on a treaty binding upon all Liu 
signatories, is in itself a most 
marvellous event. It is, and 
should be, a source of pride foi 
Canadians . to thi nk that in this, 
tha niost memorable event- of its 
kind, their representatives sat 
side by side, with equal poivei 
aud influence, with the plenipoten­
tiaries of all the other nations 
there represented. On behalf of 
the Canadian people and country, 
two Canadian delegates, the only 
two then remaining at Versailles 
Hon Messrs. Doherty and Sifton.

best laid schemes of mice and men 
gang aft aglee.”

But another civcum- p 
stance has arisen out of the shuf­
fle for leadership. Mr. Fielding 
who had been elected as a-Union­
ist, and who. during last session 
did some most expert trimming 
in order to get himself baek 
again to the liberal party, to qua­
lify himself to contest the con­
vention. for leadership. It is 
marvellous how lie succeeded. Ha 
certainly acted like a political 
jumping jack, one time voting on 
me side, and then on another", 

"hut towards the end of the ses­
sion voting entirely against the 
Government. It is a fact that, 
ilthough lie occupied a seat on 
"lie cross benches in what is 
termed “ no man’s land” for the 
greater part of the two first ses­
sions of this Parliament, towards 
the end of last session he slipped 
over into the opposition benches 
We know what has happened in 
the convention,as above described; 
hut now Mr. D. D. McKenzie oc- 

itpies the seat ^signed to the 
real leader, recently occupied by * 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and Mr. 
Fielding occupies a seat beside 
him, so that they are apparently 

theii |a:1^ evidently the joint deputy 
leaders, tlie vicarious executors of 
the mandates of the real leader, 
who smiles down upon them from 
the gallery right overhead.

D. D. McKenzie last session was^ 
i leader pro tern ; this session he 
is locum tenens of a leader, and 
Mi*. Fielding seems to be his 
iceredited deputy. So there you 
have the leadership of the liberal 
party in the gallery and on the 
door of the Commons Chamber, 
ft is a marvellous trinity to be 
sure.
