Jn drilling for water on the prop­

erty at the rear of the‘Camrose 
Hotel, a fine seam of coal was struck 
at a depth of «bout 200 feet. The 
operators claim they drilled through 
two eeame, about 9 -and 7 feet each 
and separated one from the other 
by only a few inches of clay. This 
seam has been found at several other 
places in and out of town, at vary­
ing depths, sometimes only 50 feet 
below the surface, which should 
prove that this locality is underlaid 
with this most valuable mineral. The 
opening and operation of a coal min 
in this town would, no doubt, be a 
paying investment, ag the market 
would be practically unlimited. The 
product could be shipped from here 
to points east as far as Winnipeg 
If an expert and capitalist came 
along and offered to go into such a 
proposition, there is no doubt tiie 
citizens of Camrose would gladly 
subscribe one-half of the capital for 
the enterprise.

Aug. 3rd, for the purpose of 
organizing a branch of the Alberta 
Farmers’ association. D. S. McKay 
was elected chairman and Geo. Suth­
erland secretary of the meeting. Mr. 
McKay, in a few well chosen remarks 
stated he was glad to see the farmers 
of the district becoming alive to the 
necessity of organizing to protect their 
interests, as almost all other branches 
of industry were organized, and he 
saw no reason why the farmers, the 
men who fed the world, should not 
also meet and discuss ways and 
means to protect their interests.

D. W. Warner, of Strathcona, was 
called upon to address the meeting. 
Mr. Warner stated that he was pres­
ent at the request of Secretary Stev­
ens, of the A. F. A. Mr., Stevens 
had a very important meeting on that 
same evening. Mr. Warner stated 
thart the A. F. A. did not want to 
conflict with any other farmers’ as­
sociation, but upon request from the 
farmers of Spruce Grove he wag pres­
ent to-night. It was not his object to 
run down the working of any other 
farmers’ -association. The farmers 
ought to work in unison, even if there 
were one or more associations. It all 
the farmers could not belong to one 
association, there was nd reason why 
they could not work in urn-son tor the 
betterment of all. Mr. Warner went 
on ito state his first experience. After 
belonging to the A. F. A. he was 
chosen as one of a committee to wait 
on the Strathcona board of trade to 
confer with them in regard to ways 
and means of shipping grain, so that 
the farmers could realize a better 
price. But this august body would 
hardly give him a hearing. This was 
merely given as an illustration to 
show the start, and where the farm­
ers were at, at the present time. "You 
are doubtless all aware,” said "Mr. 
Warner, "that the governments have 
appointed a gram and beef commis­
sion to investigate the workings ot 
these monopolies; which are combin­
ed to keep the prices as low as pos­
sible and enrich the few at the cost 
of the many. The A. F. A. claims 
that through its petitions to the gov­
ernment for invesigating these mat­
ters, rt is entitled to a certain amount 
of credit for whatever good may be 
derived from these investigations, and 
one would infer from a speech by the 
minister of agriculture for Alberta at
