Admiralty Supposed to Have a Defence 
Scheme All Cut end Dried—One 
Guet» At It.

London, Jny 16—Hon. L. P. Brodeur 
and Sir Frederick Borden are here 
awaiting the opening of the Imperial 
Defence conference. It is understood 
that définit* proposals’ will be-prepared 
by the admiralty- for submission to the - 
conference.- These wiH-cover several";al- 
tcrttetlve fdr the dcbeptance Of three 
dominions which dedre to aid the'cen­
tral navy fin addition to any plans 'or 
the beginning <rf colonial nâviee. -The’ 
Canadian ministers’ intention is appar­
ently not to go at prdeent beyond the 
Canadian navy and railtia, though they 
carefully refrain from committal against 
day plans that may be forthcoming to 
give-reel. help to the Imperial navy 
without imposing too great a burden on 
Canada. . t r

Successful Shew Held in the South­
ern Town.

Okotoke, July 15.—The tenth an­
nual exhibition of the Okotoks Agri­
cultural Society closed today and was 
in every respect a great succees. The 
number of exhibits ia every depart­
ment, especially in the different 
clagsee of stock, far exceeded the ex­
pectations of the officers and direc­
tors. The competition for the differ­
ent prizes was very keen and the stock 
judges had great difficulty in pick­
ing out the beet animals, where there 
weer go many of a high grade in each 
class. The stock were all in' prime 
condition and. the quality showed a 
marked improvèment over that of any 
previous year. "This is due to the 
introduction into" the district during 
the past iew years of thoroughbred 
sires, which hafc made a great im­
provement in the quality of the stock 
iti -tiie Okotoks-district.

The exhibits of growing grain were 
especially good and there was a large 
coBeCtibn- in this department. Farm- 
erg from every part ot the district 
were at the fair and all reported that 
the crops never looked better than at 
present. The grain js either hqqded 
out or in the-Ahot blade, aridlthe-Spi^ 
vesting oL barley .and tall wheat is ex­
pected tq commence in about a month. 
The fall wheat crop will far exceed 
the predictions made in regard to it 
earlicy.jp the reason.. Fields that in 
the spring looked as if they wOuld 
scarcely, return tl>e seed sown on them, 
will turn out a fair crop of trom 20 to 
25 bushels per acre, and there are a 
great many fields whose yield will 
be equal to that of last year. The 
farmers state that this season the 
grain has stooled out to a remarkable 
extent, and that single plants are 
producing 25 to 30 heads of grain,’in 
many cases. As a consequence, far­
mers and ranchers were alike jubilant 
over the splendid prospects for an 
abundant harvest and for good prices 
for all kinds of farm produce.

The town was gaily decorated with 
flags and bunting, and almost the en­
tire population went out this after­
noon to eee the exhibits and to enjoy 
the sports.

Although the amount distributed in 
prizes was about $2,500, the directors 
hope to have from fees, gate receipts 
and subscriptions, a balance on hand 
as the result of the fair.

The events in the horse races were 
keenly contested and were carried out 
by the Okotoks Turf Association with­
out a hitch.

this year. The directors on hearing 
the report expressed their satisfaction 
with- the success of the fair in view 
of the fafct that- the woàhter was not 
all that could be desired.

Gentlemen:—

Organization—On the 15th March,
1909, f was requested by the mayor and 
city council together with yourselves 
to act as manager and secretary Of the 
Edmonton -Exhibition . Associa Hon,
Limited. This work, as some of you 
know, I undertook with, some hesita­
tion, knowing that it was a difficult 
undertaking at any time and more es­
pecially as the time between April 16 
and July 23 (66 days) when entries for 
the exhibition dosed was somewhat 
short for an inexperienced man to 
handle the work more especially as 
the statement to rl906 was not com­
pleted.

1908 Accounts—On examination1 of 
the books it was found that there were 
some $2,666 outstanding account» in­
cluding unpaid cheques and bank 
drafts, also a note at the Imperial 
bank for $7,660, making a total of 
$9!,600 for 1906, to the bad with no 
statement made to the provincial gov­
ernment, which was required before 
they would pay their $3,000 grant.

Loss of Interest—It was apparent 
that, the old directors .exhibitors and 
others were discouraged and losing 
interest in the fair and did not feel 
that they could assume the financial 
responsibility in connection therewith 
any longer.

Matter Taken up with Mayor and 
City Council—Thanks to the\ activity 
of Mayor Lee, the city commissioners 
a ml council and the present board of 
directors, interest in the exhibition 
was revived and an energetic effort 
made to recover lost ground under ad­
verse conditions and I venture to 
state, successfully made, ae the fig­
ures, given in this report will-prove.

Statement of Last Year’s Accounts 
in Proper Form Submitte dto the Gov­
ernment—The first step taken was- to 
have City Auditor Richardson, who 
has taken a keen interest in the ex­
hibition', go over the old accounts and 
“ok.” the same. The next step 
taken was to have a special audit fdr 
the pitovincial government so that an 
order in council; could be passed al­
lowing last year» grant of $3,060 to 
be paid. TM» was necessary as the 
statement should have been filed priot 
to December 2$rd laat W order to 
obtain, the skid grant. These matters 
bfeing attended to, all old accounts 
were paid?, the bank note taken np 
and the association- put on a good fin­
ancial baâis and confidence restored 
in its ability to pay ite debts-.

Fair Dates Drawing Close—In the 
meantime the 1909 fair dates were 
drawing close, directors, meetings wete 
being held), the prize list being re­
vised, advertisements and special 
prizes were being soTicited, tenders 
were being called rof, for printing, 
privileges, etc. An original letter was 
sent to all old exhibitors of 1905-6-7-8; 
catling their attention to the fair and 
requesting them to again take an ac­
tive interest in the same.

Interest Revived—That the letters 
were effective there is no doubt, as 
our entries in til stock department 
alone were 60 per cent, greater than 
for 1906, neceseitating the building of 
125 extra sheds, coupled with the re­
quest to exhibitors id keep their ani­
mals in their own etables until judg­
ing time, it was also found- necessary 
to discourage the shipment of -stock 

' in car load lots from outside pointe, 
namely, Quebec, Ontario, Manitoa, 
et*., owing to the lack of suitable ac­
commodation for such, and the large 
number of local entries. There were 
97 entries in Shorthorns alone. There 
was a noticeable improvement all 
round in the das® of etock exhibited.

Sources of Revenue,

Our sources of, revenue against the 
above expenditure were limited to 
the general gate receipts, grand stand 
receipts, privileges and the govern­
ment grant, the total of which, under 
the present conditions, to my mind, 
could not exceed $15,000, leaving 
some $5,000 to be provided ior. This 
being the state of affaira, I think the 
directors should feel gratified in the

THE CHIEF ALLEES 
A POLITICAL PLOT

New Man Will Be Put on the Job To­
morrow Whether He Hands Over 
the Badge or Not.

In connection with the receipts and 
expenditure, a full statement of 
which is hereto attached, it may be 
pointed out that the city revenue 
was increased through its increase in 
street cat earnings by eome $2XXX), 
that the salaries of the permanent 
officials cannot be fairly charged up 
against each year's exhibiten, but 
should be recognized as an outstand­
ing charge to the city which rune 
through the entire year. This is true 
of office rent also.

It is possible to make the grounds 
a revenue producer by compelling 
circuses, wonderland shows, etc., to 
show thereon and pay a percentage 
of their gate receipts for the privilege. 
Campbell Brothers, besides paying 
$260 to the city, paid $452.50 to the 
Exhibition Association thie year.

When it ie considered that the 
Calgary Provincial Exhibition went 
behind- this year from $5,000 to 
$8,000 and have been assisted by the 
provincial government, Dominion 
government and city council author­
ities by over $160,000 last year, the 
showing made by Edmonton is ex­
cellent, more especially as the grand­
stand was- filled to its capacity and 
over ior two days and revenue was 
lost on account of the lack of ac­
commodation in this respect.

New Grounds and Buildings.
In my opinion the exhibition 

should- be treated ae a business ire­
stitution and should 'be held on 
grounds that can be made revenue 
producers, not only for four days ogt 
of the year with a chance of drop­
ping $10,006 through rain, but for 
four months of the year. To do this 
they should be located where they 
will be easy of access for baseball, 
football, general sports, outside 
shows, local race meetings, hospital 
bazaars, military drills, etc., and a 
percentage charged for their use- 
We should riot then be entirely de­
pendent on our four days’ exhibition 
for revenue, but could make r11'111'j" 
throughout the year for the Exhibi­
tion Association and the #ity.

In closing my report, I had im 
tended to mentjpa .those who worked 
hard for the success of the exhibition, 
but I think it better to simply state 
that we all worked hard, newspapers, 
citizens, director, office staff, etc.. 
and President Campbell should feel 
personally gratified at the harmony 
that existed at pur meetings. It was 
the intention to make everyone feel 
that he wae part of the exhibition, 
that he had dujies and responsibili­
ties, that, it wa* not a one man show
and that we all'W our share in iU 
success and fai™16-

f ain sure we,,all feel that we could 
improve- in our, work after the ex­
perience we have had this year.

CALGARY TROUBLE.

Chief of Police Lancey Wanted Cal­
gary Officials to Hold Man for 
Whom Warrant Issued, but He 
Was Let Go

(Thursday’s Daily.)
In connection with the action taken 

by the Calgary city comissioners :n 
asking Chief of Police English of that 
city to resign, an interesting side­
light appears from the Edmonton end 
of the situation. The climax of the 
trouble in the Calgary police force is 
largely due to their handling of sev­
eral gambling cases during fair week 
in which three men, Hill, Holmberg 
and Edward® were accused of fleec­
ing two men to the extent of *230. 
Hill was given hours in which •» 
leave the city.

Edwards, first charged under the 
criminal code, had1 the information 
changed to one under the city by­
laws and was let off on a $100 fine 
and Holmberg was also released with-, 
out any, trial. For the lax way in 
which these cases were handled the 
Calgary press strongly denounced the 
police, the Chief suffering most se­
verely at the hands of the papers.

Now comes the Edmonton, side of 
the case. Edwards, who ie known lo-- 
cally as “Klondyke Ed.,” was also 
wanted' in Edmonton by Chief ot 
Police Lancey for practicing a fish 
pond glme at the Edmonton fair, in 
which it was alleged that one man 
alone had been buncoed out of $50 
in *a few minutes. The Edmonton 
police ascertainèd that Edwards had 
gone to Calgary and at once wired 
Chief of Police English" on' Jtily 3, 
last, asking him to make an arrest 
as a warrant was issued iri Edmon­
ton. , No reply was received to the 
telegram and it was riot until severâl 
days ago that Chief Lancey learned 
through the Edmonton press that Ed­
wards was arrested iri the southern 
city. He at once communicated with 
the attorney genëral’s department, 
pointing out how the Calgary police 
had ignored his telegram. The result 
was that the department instructed 
Superintendent Dean of the R. N. W. 
M. P„ to take, the matter up and 
have Edwards returned to this city.

How the R. N. W. M. P. fared is 
set out in the following acount of 
part Of the case from the’ Calgary 
Albertan :

“A mounted police officer arrived 
at the station,” says the Albertan 
“with a warrant for Edwards, who 
was wanted1 in ’Edmonton on a simi­
lar charge. He consulted with the 
policé officials, who understood his 
errand, and he expected and' counted 
on their cô-operation. He remained 
all morning.”.

"It was 5.40 in the, afternoon when 
the hearing began on the amended 
information. The result was the fin­
ing of Edwards the $100 and coses 
referred! to above.

“It was record quick work,” con­
tinues the Albertan, “but there is ap­
parently a reason. The mounted pol­
iceman who had waited all morning, 
was not on hand for his man at this 
itime, and though the city police 
knew of me mission of the mounted 
policeman, no effort was made to de 
tain Edwards or inform the mounted 
man. The city police, when Edwards 
was given his liberty, permitted -lim 
to make the hurried exit by the south 
train.

FÎVE DROWNED
AT VANCOUVER

Teacher and Four Pupils Get Beyond 
Their Depth and Drown Before 
Help Arrives.

Vancouver, B.C., July 14.—Holding 
each other’s hands, in an attempt t-j 
wade into the water deep enough to 
swim, Miss Gertrude Ankers, a teach­
er, and four of her girl pupils of the 
Bronsville school, near New West­
minster, were drowned this afternoon!
The five were members of a Sunday- 
school picnic party, arid had been 
three hours on the Beach of Burrard 
inlet, twelve miles from Vancouver, 
when they decided to go in bathing.
All donned bathing suits, and with 
the teacher in the centre, they walk­
ed' out towards deep water. Suddenly 
one of. them slipped over the ledge 
and lost her footing in deep water,
•She pulled the others, one after an­
other, and a}l were carried' , off shore 
by her. Their screams brought a 
number of bathers from a distance 
but by the time the lads reached the 
scene, the girls had disappeared be­
low the. surface, Miss Ankers' body 
was recovered half an hour later, but 
none of the others have been found.

The four children dead are Annie 
and May Murphy, aged 16 and 17, 
respectively, sisters; Alice Poulson, 
aged 12, and Signi Buck, aged 10.
Miss Ankers was about twenty-five 
years of age, and an only daughter
of a city employee She, as well ,» un<to> as muoh as p^Me.
the Misses Murphy, were native 
daughters of Westminster, where the 
tragedy cast a gloom this evening.
