REPORTS TO HOUSE

Lumsden Should Hawe Recommended

; Dismissal of Engineers Who Would
Not  Conform to Instructions—
Differences ‘Were Matters of Opin-
ion and Might Have Been Settled
if Chief Had Gone Over Work
Earlier. i .

‘Otawa, Aprii:27—The report of the
Tlumeden investigating eommittee re-
sbect.ing charges of over-classification
on the Transcontinental railway was
prepared’ at' ‘a’ meeting * this morning
and " BubIsguently presented “to  the
House. It.reviews at length the terms
of reference and allegations in Mr.
Lumsdens lefter and states that the
real diffefence was as. to classifica-
tion ‘of “péciliar geological forma-|
tions,” on district®# B and F. Reference |
is made to the eopinions of Messrs.
Nesbit, Lafleure, Shepley, Ritchie,
Beaudin and McdMaster, K.C.’s, in op-
position to Mr. Lumsden’s interpre-
tation of the gpecifications. They held
that rock in masses meant rock ce-
mented togéther and best removed by
blasting. *'Thé report goes on to say
that Mr. Lumsden recommended the
engineers- ‘and -vertified to their clas-
aifications and that he had full con-
trol over those in which he lost con-
fidence according to his statement.
T‘hou% havipg such power the report
says heyetr pdmpldihed™io the ¢om-
thisgidh about any of his staff. . The
committee finds therd'‘was ground: for
a difference of opinion in classifica-
tiomw wrivren~the blue print of Mr.Lums-
den--contained- no. dimensions and in
view of the difference befween Mr.
Lumsden himself ‘and ¢ounsel ‘there
is no evidente; they say, of -excessive
over-break “being “returned, while no
charge was made by Mr. Lumsden
Ye irozen~-material being returned ds
loose wocks . »: »

Regarding the percentages in clas-

siﬁca%ion, the commiittee say the evid-
ence-shows the "actual measuTements
have in all cases been made of the
totdl dhantitifis ¥ material moved. In
certain cuts, however, massed material
wasg' 80.irregular that accurate meas-
urcment was impossible, and percent-
age medsurements authorized by Mr.
Lumsden were resorted to. Mr. Lums-
den is quoted as saying that the dif-
ferences with his engineers was a mat-
ter of opinion. He made no imputa-
tion.of bad faith.
-Regarding the cost of the line the
evidence of Chief Engineer Grant is
quoted as saying that there will be ro
great difference between it and Mr.
Lumsgden’s estimate of $114,000,000.

The report says in conclusion: “
is - to; be. regretted that Mr. Lumsden
did got go earlier upon the work him-
selfs@and.wvisit, it more frequently. Had
he done so it is possible that any
question ‘arising .in regard to classi-
fication: would have been immediately
and safisfactorily adjusted, and when
any differénce arose, your committee
are of the opinion that it was Mr.
Lumsden's”'daty ‘as chief engineer to
have  immediately taken steps to have
the differences - settled, . and if any
portiem sobe the: -stafi. refused to gon-
form to his instructions w have re-
commended their dismissal to . the
board of commissioners. District en-
gineers, Mn. Doucet and Mr. Poulin,
both engineers of large experience and
of -high standing in their profession,
stated -that they were thoroughly ia-
miliar with the classification return-
ed from their respective districts and
expresséd their complete :satsfaction
with the_engineers under them, and
asBufiied” tomplete responsibility for
the work in their districts. As a con-
gequence ‘it appeared to the ¢ommit-
tee that no information that would be
of assistance to them would be ob-
taineéd by calling any engineers in ad-
ditioH' ‘4o those’ whose evidence was
taken’,

‘“Your committee ‘beg 1o submit
herewith to the house all the evidence
takeén’ before us to date, for the infor:
matiofi of members, and to report that
in-baft “dpinion Mr. Lumsden’s charge
of gerieral disregard of his instructions
ha$ fiGt Peen sustained and no eyid-
ence has been adduced which in our
opigion ‘wpuld justify him in stating
that e  had lost eonfidence in ‘the
portion of the engineering staff re-
ferred_to by him.”

The Téport is signed by the four
Liberal members of the committee,
Victor ‘Gegffroin. (ehairman), E. M.
MacDonald, ‘A. H. Clarke and Ohas.
A. Wilson, The three Conservative
members, -Mesers.  Barker,- Lennox and
Crothers, it will be reealled, withdrew
from the committee some weeks ago.

This payment
is. fpll ;satisfaction. of any claims that
might be made upon him, and :: a gen-
erons contribution to the relief of th
shareholders. It is expected that it wil
enable the bank to pay all its debts with-
out calling upon the double liability
and it gives the shareholders ‘h- pros
pect_ of. receiving some small portion o
their investments.”

HOLDS UP CARTER BY-LAW.

Progosition to Close Montrnl Bars at
. 10 p.m. Opposed,

Montreal, April 28.—One of the
biggest fights that have ever taker
place at the city council occurred Yo-
day, when the Carter bylaw providing
for the closing of bars at ten o’clock
on ordinary evenings and seven on
Saturday was taken up.

While there was a steady voting of
16 to 3 in favor of the by-law, a-deter-
mined opposition'on {fechnical points
was made by Ald. Lapointe, repre-
senting the liquor interests, anmd’ for!
hours the fight was kept up, no less
than: six votes being- taken on the
various: objections.

...The main clause of the bylaw was
final]ly adopted and a long discussion’
arose over a proposition to close the

v

‘edrrier liquor ' groceries ' as'«well, - bu

this was defeated on a vote of 9 to 8.
An effort-'to put the by-law through
was defeated on a legal objection rais-
ed by Alderman Lapointe, which prov-
ed too puzzling for immediate decision
by . the ¢ity attorneys, and the con-
sideration was delayed wuntil next
Monday. What the result of this de-
lay may be is not known, as the new
license year goes into effect on May
1st. - But the early closing bylaw will
undoubtedly pass: -

A DECIDEDLY USEFUL ACT.
Labor Disputes Settled Unde: Mr.
Lemieux’s Measure.

Ottawa, -April 27—The Labor Gazette
jssved ‘today gives .a spmmazy of thé
working of the industrial Bispt’ues ins
vestigation act durjnmg the past fiscal
year and during the three years that the
act has been inoperation. In all 27 ap-
plications under the act’ were redeived
during the year ending Mareh 314t last.
Pwenty-five boards of . conciliation and
investigation were established. In the
two other cases one 'was’dettled ‘while
the board was in process of formation,
and. in the other case the bogrd was not
finally established until after th- close
of the year. Twelve of the -disputes
dealt with were.in.connection with rail-
way service and nine in connection with
coal mining. There were only four cases
in which strikes were not averted or
ended. Three of these were in the coal
mining industry, two of the mumber re-
lating in the main, hot to rules or hours
of labor, but to the guestion of the re-
cognition of certain labor unmions. One
of the disputes occurréd in the metal
mining industry, and was mainly £on-
cerned, like the cases above mentioned,
with the subject of union recognition.
In each of the remaining disputes re-
ferred under the act, the investigation
before the board resulted either i~ a di-
rect agreement between the parties, or in
effecting such an improvement jr- their
relations that no cessation of work oc-
curred.

During the three years which have
elapsed between the enactment in
March, 1907, of the act, and the end of
March, 1910, eighty-two applications were
received for the establishment of boards
of ‘conciliatiof and investigatio», as a
result of which seventy-four boards were
established. 'In 'sixty-éight out of the
seventy-four cases referred for investiga-
tion, the inquiry resulted either in a di-
rect agreement between the parties or in
such an improvement of relations as led
to the, settlement of the disputes.

Industrial accidents occurring to 394
individuals work people in Canada dur-
ing the month of March were reported
to the Department of Labor. Of these 133
were fatal and 261 resulted in serious in-
juries. The chief disaster of the month
was the killing of sixty workmen in an
avalanche in Rogers Pass, B.C.

The total number of trade disputes
reported to have been in existence in
Canada during March was eleven, one
less than in the previous month, and
four more than in March, 1909. About
(wenty-one firme and 2,405 employees
were affected by these disputs, five
firms and 532 employees being affected
by new disputes.

The loss of time to employees through
trade disputes during Mcrch was, ap-
proximately, 50,570 working days, com-

ared with a loss of about 49,484 days 1n

ebruary, and 10,450. days in March,
1909.

Ir., of Spokane, which was ocganized
‘or the purpose of obtaining a square
leal for intending homesteaders, has
had cruisers in the field ' for several
weeks, and is in posséssion of all the
lata regarding locations and values. Mr.
Masi says it is likely the association
vill be made a p-rmanent institution 1o
wsist the sections in the development of
he reservation. Three hundred resid-

CONFESSION A
TISSUE OF LIES

Negro Chapman Now , Swears] He
Told Murder Story to Force
Woman togMarry Him.

To, the , astonishment, of the . court,
the negro Chapman, when.placed in,
the witness.box Friday morging, upon,
the resumption ‘of the extradition pro-
ceedings ariéing out of his confession
to“the murder o 'Lawrence ~Mat-
thews, of Stillwater, Oklahoma, de-
clared under oatth ‘that Mis story as
given to the court on Tuesday and
‘Wednesday last was pure fiction. In
a fit of jealous insanity he had woven
the tissue of lies which he had told
the police in order to force Mrs, Mat-
thews to .marry him. What he had
said of -his own and Mrs. Matthews’
connection with the death of Lawrence
Matthews had: been'absolutely false.
Did Not Believe' Negro.

His Honor Judge Taylor, on the
conclusion of the argument which
followed the ufiexpected turn 'of
events, declared that he had never be-
lieved a word of th éngro’s story ‘and
asserted that there was, in his opin-
ion, no reasonable ground for the ex-
tradition of either or both of the par-
ties concerned, and ordered their re-
lease - from . custody. ~ The perjured
inegro -and Mrs. Matthews left the
court in absolute freedom, The ;for-
mer made h.siway. out of the - court
immediately, awhile the latter remained
for some minutes in conference with
the counsel who had been represent-
ing her. The strain of the court pro-
ceedings over, she broke down -and
wept.

Lancey Was Sceptical.

Chigf of Police Lanecey . was .the
only witness to -give . evidence this
morning. He told of how Chapman
had come to him several times with
the weird story, which he had abso-
lutely refused. to believe,

Mr. Cogswell argued that sufficient
evidence had been adduced to show
that a crime had been committed and
‘that suspicion rested upon. the ac-
cused, They should, therefore, be
extradited. His Honor Judge Tay-
lor said that in his opinion no such
evidence was before the court.

Sheriff Fox will leave on his long
trip back to Oklahoma this afternoon,
returning empty handed.

HEAVY TAXES TO CREATE FLEET.

Government of Russia Paying for 44,000
Men in the Navy.

8t. Petersburg, April 27.—Ths czar has
intimated to M. Gutchkoff, the president
of the dums; that he ‘will' grant: the -poti-
tion of a revisional court to examine into
technical “and financial conditions _with
reference to Russia’s maritime defence.
This consent of the czar makes it' doubly
sure that the duma will ratify the gov-
ernment’s policy in regard to Finland.
which in Russian eyes-is directlv connect-
ed with the problem of Russia’s future na-
val position.

it was not until the coundil of the em-
pire made it clear that it would support
the duma in withholding the naval ap
propriations unless the admiralty was en”
tirely overhauled, that the czar gave a
reluctant consent, It is' certain that the
court must wash publicity a great mass
of .dirty linen and the fame of the late
Grand Duke Alexis and the present Grand
Duke Alexander K Michaelovitch is certain
to suffer the proocess.

DEATHS ON U. S. RAILROADS

Thous._nds Killed or Injured In Thre
Months.

Washington, April 27.—A large in-
crease in the number of casualties on
United States railroads is shown by
he report for the quarter ending De
céember 31, 1909, as compared with the
corresponding quarter of 1908.

A bulletin issued by the Inter
State Commerece commission shows an
inerease in the number of person
killed of 301, and the number of in
jured of 5645. The total number o«
persons killed was 1099 and: the tota’
wumber. injured 22,491.

The present bulletin shows .a com
»arison of what is called the “stearn
roads,” with the eléctriic lines on
which inter-state traffic is ~ carried
Fhe total number of persons killed ou
‘he ‘electric lines was 26 and 642 wer~
injured in' the months of October, No
rember and December, 1909.

The total number of aceidents in
:he quarter now under review on the
so-called steam roads was 3206 (1745
collisions and 1461 derailments) f
which 257 collisions, and - 155 derail
ments affected passenger trains. Th
damage to cars, roadbeds and equip
nent amounted to $2,733,830.

FUTURE OF N.T.R.

Perennial Question is Again Dis-
cussed in Commons-—Division
on Lennox. Motion.

Ottawa, Ont., April 28.—The House
of Commons had a field day with the
perennial ' guestion. 6f the ocost and
future of the National Transcontin-
ental railwgy and ‘the ‘G.T.P. Prac-
tically the “whole of the sitting Wwas
devoted to a discussion of a resolution
brought up by Mr. Naighton Iennox
on a inotion t6 go-into supply, declar-
ing, that, in view of the fact that the
National Transcontinental would cost
more than four times the. original
estimate made to parliament; and 1in
view of the fact'that this ‘‘astpunding
unexplained - increase,’” demanded u
broad and thorough inyestigation, a}
Royal commission should be, appointed
to inquire into the whole project from
the beginning to the,end, and the gov-
ernment should take efféctive action
to investigate the danger of the diver-
sion of “Canadian. traffic to foreign
ports, which diversion Mr. Lennox
feared “,as a 7result ‘of the Grand
Trunk’s’ annduncement. that it would
establish‘new terminals’at Providence,
Rhode Island.

No. New Points' Raised.

The debate on the resolution which
was considered from opposing party
stapdpeints - by Méssrs.” Lennox and
Borden, o1 behalf of the Opposition,
and by Hén: Geo. P. Graham and Mr.
E. ‘MacDonald on behalf of the govern-
ment was; in:the main, ‘a repetition
of -the arguments produced in the pre-
vious diseussions of the question. Tha
history.: of - the . new . Transcontinental
line was brought. up-to-date and the
net result ' was that the wvote of $25.000,-]
060 to eover the, cost of, construction of
the. road -during the present. fiscal
year, was passed and, Mr. Lennox’s
resolution  was voted down on a
straight party division by 105 to 62
a goverpment majority of 43.

For Party Capital Only.

A feature of Hon. Mr. Graham’s
vigorous defence of the government’s
policy .in connection with the con-
struction of the' road@ was that the
very danger that Mr, Lennox feared
in connection wjth the diversion of
Canadian trade’ thréugh American
channels would be met by the creation
of a new Transcontinéntal line entire-
ly within Canadian “territory. He
announced that téday  the Grand
Trunk Pacific had ‘completed the pur-
chase of its site for tHe eastern termi-
rnus of the line in’' Courtney Bay at
St. John. The only design of the Op-
position, he ‘said,*in  continuing the
criticism * and " 4insintations against
the road: was evidently in the hope
of making some pdfty capital out of
a great national’wndertaking -which
the people had alre twice endorsed
and which now waslinearing .4 suc-
cessful eompletion. A %

In the’'Senate.

Continuing the ‘“debate on the naval
bill” in the senate, Senator-Tougheed
said he did not objedt to thé expendi-
ture, but wanted to*know that there
would be an eéfféctive return for that
expenditure, 1t wasthought Canada’s
fleet could then help England. It was
corsidered that to %o effective a fleet
must be concentrated and under one
head. ‘As divideéd Cahada’s fleet:would
not constitute a stranpthening of Bri-
tain’s” fleet. Then the Canadian fleet
was only to be put: into  action by
order-in-¢council. The British rauthori-
ties had been polite; but Senator Loug-
heed ‘said that if the object was Cana-
dian independence the fleet was a good
thing, but it was not a good thing if
Canada was to remain a part of the
Empire. He moved. that the senate
should not give s sanefion to the
bill until it had been submitted to the
country. Senator .MacDonald, of
British Columbia, advocated. an im-
meediate contribution to strengthen
the Imperial fleet. Senator .Davis ad
journed the debate.

As a matter of form the freasury
department has announced that it will
assess a duty of 1-12 eent a pound on
pulpwood;cut on crown lands in Que:
bec in view of the action of the Que-4
bee goyernment in prohibiting  its ex-
portation, It is admitted at the de-
partment there is not apt to be much
opportunity: to apply the duty under
tha. circumstances.

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CANADA THE BOND

FOR PEACE ALLIANCE

Veteran Leader of Canadian Senate
Sees Fine Opportunity for This
Country Bringing About Combin-
ation of Powers on Behalf of
Peace—Reviews Half Century of
Canadian History.

Ottawa, April 28—=Sir Richard Cart-
wright, minister of trade and ocom-
merce and governmeént leader in-the
senate, was the ghest of honor tonight
at ‘4 ‘banguet in the parliamentary
restaurant attended by both Liberal
and Conservativée members of thé Up-
pér House. ' The function was arrang-
ed a8 a celebration of Sir Richard’s
forty-seventh year of public service
and also to mark his assumption of
the duties as leader of the Senate in
succession to 8ir Richard Scott.

In. the course of a short speech Sir
Richard, in his usual vigorous style,
ran over the political and social events
which he has witnessed since he first
became a member of parliament in

the early sixties. He said he saw in!

the growth and development of the
English-speaking race on this con-
tinent in.Great Britain and elsewhere
an opportunity for the creation of an
alliance of Anglo-Saxons which would
dominate the world and give an as-
surance of peace which would result
in the disarmament oi the grect
powers which at the présent time
spend twe-thirds of' their revenues in
preparing ‘to cut each. other’s throats.

Sir Richard expressed:the belief that

owing to the’composition of its popu-|

lation Qanada, with its fresh life and
vigor, might be thei proper medium
to bring about such an alliance of
the English-speaking nations. If such
an aliiance were to be effected and
to seriously’ propose disarmament,
other nations would not'dare treat the
proposal lightly.

Touching on changes which have
occurred in Canada since before con-
federation days, Sir Richard said :—

“Looking back over that long vista
of seven and forty years I cannot fail
to be struck with the enormous
changes which have taken. place.
When I entered public life, the po-
litical cauldron was boiling both in
Canada and elsewhere. At that mo-
ment the United States was engaged,
in the most elaborate and awful war
oi the century. At that moment the
relations now so happily subsisting
between ourselves and our sister prov-
inees had been: strained to the very
point of disruption, and speaking from
my, recollections I have very little
doubt but that the desperate strife
which was ‘being -«carried on along
our bordér prevented : the 'utter dis-
ruption of wunion ‘between the  two
Canadas.”

HAT SAVES LIFE OF WEARER.

1 Prévents Glass From Cutting Head of

Gitl Who:Runs  Intoc Window.

London, April 27.—Paris has in-
formed the world of how the magni-
tude of a hat worn by one of its
popular actresses during a promenade
in the fashionable little town of St.

TO WHIP-WIFE BEATERS

Washington State Lerislature to:Maks
New Law in This Regard.

Seattle, April 27.—Every persoun
who shall be convicted of brutally as
saulting and beating his wife shall b=
punished by not less than thirty no-
more than sixty lashes well laid on his
back, at the discretion of the cB8ur:
trying such cause, and shall further be
confined in the country iail for not
more than one year.”

Beécause of the great increase -in
the number of wife beaters who have
been brought to his attention during
the past few months Justice Fred C
Brown has embodied the above in a
new justice code, which he .. juss
completing, and which will be present-
»d to the state legislature. X

“I believe the purpose of the law i-
lost in sending & wife beater to jail,’
said Justice Brown. ‘‘In the numer
ous cases that have been brousht :
my attention recently such procedur.
simply means the placing of anothe.
hardship on the wife and family by
depriving them of the support of the
husband. In numerous cases of this
kind the brutality has been commi
ted while the defendant is under t
influence of intoxicating liquor.

‘““He may be earning good wages ani
providing at least to some extent *or
his wife and family,. You send him
jail and in the. greater number of
cases he fares better than the w'°
and children who are left helplessly .o
want. on. the outside.
the terror of the whipping post would
serve the. purpose. of the  law ani
greatly diminish the number of sueca
cases.”

Judge Brown said that he had con
sulted many atorneys, social work
ers and men prominen- in the aaffi
of the city and that with few excep
tions they had approved of the whip
ping post for wifebeaters. The pen
alty for wife beating is six months
in the justicc courts and $107 fin-
in the pustice courts and $1000 fin
and one year in the county iail in th
superior courts.

He proposes the. selection of a presi-
ding justice by authority of law and
a central office from which he coull
distribute the cases, both criminal and
civil, equally among thejustces.

According to the present method in
vogue the attorney selects the justic:
before whom he wishes to try his case
and files his action there with the re
sult that some of the justices are over
worked while others have nothing :,
do. The clerks in the office of tne pre
siding judge, he says, could answer all
inquiries, and by consolidating the
work handle it with much less ex
pense to the country.
