Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sirrt-I am an importer, to

"ittle extent, of goods from U. S.

Canada. When mv 
arrive, whether by ship or train,

I can take delivery of them I 
produce to the Collector of

the port a properly certified invoico 
of the value of the goods from which 
I have to-make out in duplicate a bill 
of entry and subscribe to the follow­
ing form of oath.

“I, John Jones, do solemnly and | 
swear that I am the importer of 

the goods mentioned in the invoice i 
now produced by me and hereunto an­
nexed and signed by me. and that tbo 
said invoice is the true and only in­
voice received by me or which I ex­
pect to receive of all the goods im­
ported as therein stated for account 
of myself, that the said goods are 
properly described in the said invoice 
and in this entry thereof, and that 
nothing has been on my part, or to 
my knowledge on the part of any 
other person done, concealed, or sup­
pressed, whereby His Majesty, the 
King, may be defrauded of my part 
of the duty lawfully due on the said 
goods; and I do further solemnly and 
truly swear that the prices of the 
goods as shown in said invoice and as 
aggregated in this Bill of Entry now 
presented by me, exhibit the fair mar­
ket value of the said goods at the time 
and place of their exportation to this 
Colony, and without any deduction or 
discount for cash or because of the 
exportation thereof, or for any-other 
special consideration whatever,' and 
that to the best of my knowledge and 
belief the prices so exhibited ■ were 
the prices of said goods for consump­
tion at. such time and place. So help 
me God.” ,

On the completion of this Bill of 
Entry and the payment of the amount 
of duties shown thereon I receive 
from the Collector a permit directed 
to his Tidewaiter authorizing him to 
deliver tb me the goods on which I 
have paid duties.

Now, Mr. Editor, I want to make it 
clear that I am not raising any ob­
jections to this method of procedure.
I know it is the right and legal way 
of doing Customs business the world 
over and no one but an ignoramus or 
a crank or a chronic disturber of the 
lie ace would resist or incite resist ­
ance to the law, but I think that in 
this respect every one should oe 
treated alike. The law is no respect­
er of persons, neither is the man who 
pays $5,000 duties in a given period 
justified in expecting any favour or 
exemption from the law any more 
than the man who pays only $5.00 in 
the same time. “Let justice be done 
though the heavens fall.” .

Where the taking of an oath is 
contrary to a person's religious be­
lief, he is permitted in the Courts of 
Law to make a solemn affirmation or 
declaration, which is of the same 
force and effect as if the oath had 
been taken in the usual form by such 
person. The same I presume applies 
in subscribing to the form of Certifi­
cate on the back of a Bill of Entry.
