Orange Demonstration in

London, July 15th.—Hans Thaler,the 
priest arrested for connection with the 
plot, belongs to the village of Walohze, 
Austrian Tyrol. He checked Bismarck’s 
horses by stepping in front at the critical 
moment. Immediately on hearing of 
the affair,the King of Bavaria sent congrat­
ulations to Prince Bismarck on his fortu­
nate escape.

The Berlin press declare the attempted 
assassination proves the necessity of re­
pressing ultramontane teachings.

Paris, July 15th.—Some of the Paris; 
journals affect to consider the attempt on 
Bismarck’s life a plot concocted by the 
German Police.

London, July 15th.—The Newt special 
from Vienna explains that the police cir­
cular, describing the person suspected of 
design against the life of the Emperor, 
Francis Joseph, was a forgery, and an­
other has been arrested.

The 12th of July having fallen on Sun- 
day, the usual demonstration by the
Orangemen of Ireland in honor of the 
day did not take place until the next 
day. The celebrations generally consist­
ed of street parading and afterwards 
meetings, at which speeches were made 
denouncing Home Rule and Ultramon- 
tanism. There were no disturbances, 
except at Lurgan, in the county of 
Armagh, where a collision occurred 
between the processionists and a portion 
of the populace.

Another Great Fire in Chicago.
Houses Blown Up to Stop the

Flames.

POST OFFICE, CHURCHES AND 
HOTELS BURNED.

Chicago, July 14, 7 p.m.
Another conflagration is raging in the 

heart of the city. The fire started about 
4.30 p.m. in some small frame houses 
near the Fourth Avenue and Polk-street. 
It was at first blown south by a stiff 
breeze, but the wind soon shifted, and 
by sunset it blew a gale from the south, 
sending the fire towards the central part 
of the city. At half-past six o’clock the 
flames had made almost a clean sweep 
up to the corner of Third Avenue zftid 
Polk Street, burning up the houses of 
thousands of people.

At the above corner the fire depart­
ment commenced the process of blowing 
up buildings with gunpowder, but the 
buildings experimented with were small 
wooden affairs, and would only have the 
effect of making a quicker blaze.

Some Notes of a Trip to Manitoba,
Thinking that a few jottings of a recent 

trip to Manitoba might be of interest to 
your readers, I have sent- you the follow­
ing scraps. I went by, the American 
route, buying a through ticket from 
Guelph to Fort Garry, via the Grand 
Trunk, and the American railway lines to 
Moorehead station on the Northern Pa­
cific, and thence via Kitson’s Line of 
steamers on the Red River to Fort Garry, 
costing $45 American money and $5 gold. 
Leaving Guelph on the Saturday after­
noon, we got to Chicago on Sunday, stay­
ing over there till night, and getting to 
bt. Paul the next night ; leaving there on 
the Tuesday morning and getting to 
Moorhead on the Red River early on 
Wednesday morning. T,he country as 
far as St. Paul has been so often describ­
ed that I need not go over the same 
ground again. In St. Paul we commenc­
ed to learn something new of our route, — 
finding out that the railways that appear 
on the railway maps as finished, and look 
like Air lines, were not completed, and 
that to take the St. Paul and Pacific 
Railway to Glyndon station on the North­
ern Pacific Railway as appears in these 
maps would ofttfse us to stage over fifty 
miles from Breckenridge to the Northern 
Pacific, this being the distance stHl to 
travel to complete the link, and which 
when finished will make it the most di­
rect route, instead of having to go away

near to Duluth, and then west. The 
country from St. Paul to Thomson Junc­
tion is very wild and barren—small lakes, 
morasses ; scrubby hardwood, mixed with 
pine, being the timber—and none of it fit 
for settlement. This is the general as- 
r act of the whole country west on the 
Northern Pacific for over 160 miles west 
of Duluth, the timber not being so good. 
This is part of the lands so freely adver­
tised by that corporation as being first- 
class farming lands—like a good many 
other jobs connected with that road—a 
first-class swindle. No doubt there are 
good lands on the Northern Pacific, but 
you do not get to them till you reach the 
Red River Valley country, a gbod day’s 
journey by rail from Duluth.

At Moorhead we found on arrival on 
the Wednesday morning that no passen­
ger boat was in, nor none expected till 
Friday, and would not likely leave till 
Sunday. Thus were all our hopes of a 
daily line of steamers on the Red River 
blasted, and tho information of passenger 
agents thrown to the winds. The con­
nections, which had been so far all right, 
were broken, and a serious delay of not 
only hours but days threatened. This 
we were told was nothing unusual, and. 
our experience afterwards did not belie 
it. The regular tri-weekly mail stage 
left early the next morning, so not to 
delay too long we gave over our through 
boat tickets and $10 besides for a through 
seat on the stage. I would advise those 
who are travelling singly with light bag­
gage not over 50 lbs. weight only to book 
to Moorehead and then they will have 
the choice of routes, either stage pr boat, 
as may best suit their time and comiec-

As soon as the stage comes round to 
the hotel door, we see wo are partly fool­
ed with it, as besides conveying the full 

I complément of eleven passengers, there 
are over 1600 pounds of express matter 
piled under the seats, and amongst our 
feet, and making altogether a load that 
theiour horses have enough to do to go 
at a fast walk over the wet ground with.

a plague to man and beast. The only 
remedy is to get a net for your face, and 
a pair of good gloves for the hands, and 
then defy them.

The journey through the prairie soon 
becomes monotonous, there is so much 
of a sameness about it, and the long 
dreary line of telegraph polos stretching 
as far as thé eye can sea ahead, does not 
help to relieve it any. The changing of 
the horses, with the occasional getting of 
a meal at the station houses, helps to 
relieve this. The regular charge for 
meals is fifty cents andseventy-five cents 
each ; tho higher the charge the worse 
they were,es a rule. We made very slow 
time, and on Saturday morning instead 
of coming in sight of Fort Garry, the Am­
erican Fork at Pembina was seen in the 
distance. We stopped at the American 
village of Pembina for breakfast, and 
two miles further north passed the bound­
ary line, within two hundred yards of 
which is the Hudson Bay Post, and where 
we had to stop to pass tho customs.

After this necessary evil is over, we are 
off again at a good spanking pace, bound 
to make the 65 miles to Fort Garry before 
nightfall ; and being now again in Canada 
take more interest in the general aspect 
of the country. Judging from first im­
pressions the Dominion has no cause to 
regret having a prairie Province. As a 
fellow-passenger—a decent farmer just 
out from Scotland,cannily said “ Man, 
its a fine country, on’ I only wish I had 
a gudo farm o’t near Dumfries.”
