£ VENTILATING -AND
EATING PROBLEMS
JF RURAL SCHOLS

If There is Discomfort from
Overheating or-Underheat-
ing Schools Suffer

Mzny Schools Have Nothing
Better Than Large Stove
Located Centrally

Head of the Calgary Normal
School .Makes Some
Suggestions

Heating and ventilation problems
in the rural schools of Alberta have
been sadly neglected when they
could be remedied at little expense
and trouble according to Mr, W, G.
Carpenter, acting principal of the
Calgary Normal school. Mr. Car-
penter yesterday pointed out the
vital importance of heating and
ventilation as affecting not only the
health of the children, which is
most important, but also the edu=
cational efficiency of the school

“If there is discomfort through the
everheating or underheating of any
portion of the school room,” said Mrd
Carpenter, “the attention of the suf—
ferer i{s diverted from his school work
to his own physical condition and there!
is loss.

“Many new schools are established!
with no better heating system than a
large stove gentrally located and no
ventilation than an open window or
open door when the atmosphere be-«!
comes so foul that necessity demands!
something being done.”

Offers Remedies for Problems 3

Suggesting remedies for these con<!
ditions, Mr. Carpenter continued:

“An upright stove placed in one cor-/
ner of the room near the smoke flue'
is much superior to a centrally located !
one. But this is not all. The smoke|
tlue should extend to the floor at least{
and in it should be placed an opening|
to serve as an outlet for the foul air
of room which will gether along the!
fleoor. This vent should be provided
with a device by means of which it |
might be opened or closed at will, Thel
stove should be provided with a high/
jacket, the air space between which|
and the stove being in communication|
with the outside by means of an airj
intake duct, which should open fairly |
high on the outside wall, say six-feet!
or so from the level.

Fresh Air Drawn In

“When the fire is lighted the fresh”
air is drawn in from the outside and
heated. The warm air rises about the
stove and is directed upward by the
jacket, scattering throughout the upper
portion of-the room and to all parts
of it.- This falls and washes the im- |
purities to the floor, where the draft
by way of the ventilating outlet at the
base  of the chimney carries it up the
flue and out if doors. No windows
need be open for ventilgtion and no
part of the room is necessarily very
hot in order to mrake livable the dis-
tant cerner.  This system can be in-
stalled very easily and costs but little
more than the old, while it- has been
proven- over and over again to be ef-
ficient,
