PASSES SUDDENLY AWAY

W ell-Known Insurance Man Ruptured a Blood Vessel in His Head 
While Coughing—Had Been Ill and Specialist 

Advised a Rest

Arnold Court, the 6-year-old son of 
lr. John Court, 324 Wortley road, died 

[at 11:30 this morning in Victoria Hos­
pital, from lockjaw.

The disease Is supposed to have 
been caused from vaccination. He was 
taken to the hospital yesterday after­
noon suffering great pain, and al­
though his case seemed comparatively 
hopeful early this morning, he took a | 
rapid change for the worse, dying at 
the hour mentioned.

The young lad had been vaccinated 
about two weeks ago. He had been 
sent to the Wortley road kindergarten, 
but had not been vaccinated, as the 
regulations called for, and he was sent 
home.

Mother Opposed to It.
Mrs. Court had a prejudice against 

It, and she refused to have the opera­
tion performed.

At last she decided to have it done, 
Uid called in the family physician. The 
lad was vaccinated, and for two weeks 
the usual symptoms of vaccination 
were noticeable.

Sunday the boy was about, and there 
seemed to be nothing unusual about 
him, as he was bright and cheerful.

Grew Very III. •
On Monday morning he was quite 

ill. a high fever being noticeable. He 
complained that every time he tried 
to open his mouth it hurt him.

"When I put my finger in my mouth 
I bite it," complained the lad.

A physician was called, and, it is 
stated, diagnosed the case as a cold. 
Later the hoy was seized with a par- 
»xysm, and his body stiffened.

Case of Lockjaw.
Another physician was called ar.d 

the case diagnosed as lockjaw. He 
was removed to Victoria Hospital, and 
gradually" grew worse, until this morn- 
.ng, when he passed away.

"About two weeks ago we had him 
vaccinated, because we could not send 
him to school unless he was vaccin- 
ated." said Mr. Court. “My wife ob­
jected to it, but we thought we had 
better have it done and send him to 
school. There did not. seem to he 
anything wrong with him except that 
on Sunday we noticed a peculiar odor 
from the wound.

Said It Was a Cold.
'h Mor‘day morning we noticed 
-hat he was quite ill, and he told his 
mother that she would have to carry 
him downstairs, as he could not 
walk. When he tried to walk wo 
found him stiffened, and apparently 
very sore. We became worried, and 
eent for a doctor, who said the trouble was a cold.

"Later, he complained about his 
mouth, saying that everv time he put 
his finger in his mouth he bit it. A 
little later he was seized with a fit 
and straightened out. Wre called an­
other doctor, and he said it was 
lockjaw. Then the boy was taken to 
the hospital.

A Painful Sore.
"On Sunday night the sore on his 

arm appeared to be very painful, as 
he complained when I undressed him, 
and asked me to be careful of it."

Mr. Court did not know of the 
death of his son until he came home 
at noon today. At JO: 30 he was a' 
the hospital, but the boy seemed t< 
be resting easily. He had some work 
to do, and at the dinner hour he drove 
home.

A Painful Experience.
The father was met by his son-in- 

law, Mr. George Brown, and a re­
porter, who told him that the child 
was dead. He was overcome with 
grief, and it was some time before he 
could control himself.

Mrs. Court was at the hospital, 
where she had sat with her boy since 
early morning.

To what extent the vaccination was 
the cause of death is the cause of 
Borne difference of opinion. Accord­
ing to the statement of the family, 
they took excellent care of the wound. 
The whole neighborhood is wrought 
up over the death of the hoy, and 
they unanimously blame the vaccine.

Dr. Hutchinson Speaks.
Dr. Hutchinson, medical health of­

ficer, states that he never knew of a 
case of lockjaw from vaccination.

"I have vaccinated people for 25 
years, and have yet to note a single 
case of blood-poisoning from that 
eause.

“We exercise every care, bathing 
the arm with a solution before in­
jecting the vaccine, and giving strict 
precautions to prevent contagion.

"Sometimes the arm does not heal 
very rapidly in the case of anaemic 
people, but there is seldom much dif­
ficulty from that source.'

"I cannot see how lockjaw developed 
unless the lad In some manner got 
eomething into the wound that would 
cause the disease. I cannot credit that 
It would be impure vaccine. The 
roost of the vaccine comer from th* 
United States, although some is man­
ufactured In Palmerston.”

Another Opinion.
Dr. John D. Wilson Is of the 

opinion that the Infection was given 
while playing at school.

"Lockjaw Is caused by tetanus,” said 
Dr. Wilson. "The infection Is very 
likely to be found In old buildings 
that are being tern down. I am of 

■ the opinion that the youngster waa 
. playing about the Wortley road school 
lad scratched his arm with his 
finger, causing the Inflection.

Mr. E. J. MacRobert, the well- j 
known insurance agent, died at his 
home, 507 Queen’s avenue, very sud­
denly, shortly before noon today, at a 
result of rupturing a blood vessel in 
the brain, while in a fit of coughing. 
He had been in failing health ever 
since January, but no serious symp­
toms developed until about a month 
ago.

Mr. MacRobert had only been con­
fined to his bed since Friday last, and 
the news of his death will come as a 
very great surprise to a wide circle of 
friends all over the country.

SOUTH LONDON BOY
HURT BY A FALL

Clifford Cotter il the Victim ol a 
Very Peculiar Accident.

Peterboro, Sept. 27.—The untang­
ling of a story of political duplicity 
was commenced today when Robert 
H. Shepherd told in the opening stage 
of the hearing of the petition to un­
seat Mr. J. It. Stratton, the success­
ful Liberal candidate for West Peter­
boro at the last general election, how 
he had been bribed by prominent 
members of the local Conservative 
party with an offer of $200 to play the 
spy and “down Stratton.’’ A signifi­
cant statement made by Mr. Shep­
herd was, "Well, 1 was not getting 
treated fair, and 1 told Mr. Stratton 
tile whole business. I was offered a 
consideration and I did not get it. 
They did not fill their contract, and 
1 tbroke loose."

Then he went on to tell how, hav­
ing been a prominent Liberal worker 
for years, he was approached before 
the last election and asked to secure 
evidence against the Liberal candi­
date. He consented, and from time 
to time received sums of money, all 
of which he duly marked and dock­
eted, and which were produced in 
court today, from the Conservatives, 
in return for information, admittedly 
false, given by him.

"1 was drawn into a little game," 
he said in the box today. “And J 
entered it with them."

Shepherd sent duplicate copies 
of his reports as a Liberal canvasser 
to the Opposition party. These re­
ports were correct, but accompanying 
them were statements as to money lie 
had eorrujtiy received from the Lib­
erals. On oath today he stated that 
these moneys were paid out of his 
own pockeL simply for the purpose 
of deceiving his employers, who were 
acting in the interests of the Conserv­
ative candidate, Mr. J. H. Burnham.

That was on Wednesday, and as far 
as he was concerned, everything was 
satisfactory till after 12 o’clock the 
next Saturday night, when the animal 
disappeared from his stable, and the 
horse that he formerly owned was re­
turned.

Among the 
cups won were the Liverpool Cup, tha 
Seagram Cup and others. This year 
he had not been in good form.

Moorshot was another of Mr. Beck's 
breeding, and was entered for the 
King's Plate. He ran a nail in his foot 
in the spring, and had to let up in his 
training. lie was very fast, and a 
promising horse.

The other horses were well bred 2- 
year-oids, eligible for the King's Plate, 
and were above the average.

No Insurance.
‘T cannot estimate the loss," said 

Hon. Adam Beck. "Tlie horses were 
good ones.

I had no insur­
ance whatever."

Says Latter Told Him He Had

Ii From Peary.

St. Johns, Nfld., Sept. 28.—Tlie Arc­
tic vessel Jeanie, with Harry Whitney, 
the New Haven big game hunter, on 
board, has arrived here from tl>3 
Greenland coast by way of Indian Har­
bor, Labrador.

Whitney, who arrived here today, was 
questioned regarding the. statements 
made to him by Dr. Frederick A. Cook 
in Greenland. He said Cook arrived 
at Annatok in April of this year, and 
declared that he had reached the 
North Pole a year ago. He pledged 
Whitney, however, not to tell Com­
mander Peary, who was to be in­
formed only that Cook had gone far­
ther north than Peary’s previous rec­
ord, 87 degrees, 6 minutes. Contin­
uing, Dr. Cook told Whitftey that he 
had accomplished all he expected to, 
and more besides, and that he was 
through with the northern country. 
Whitney did not communicate the 
latter part of this statement to Com­
mander Peary.

Continuing, Mr. Whitnev. said that 
Dr. Cook had complained™ to him of 
Peary’s taking possession of his house 
and stores, but declared that he had 
suffered no unfairness. Peary's stew­
ard, William Pritchard, was present 
when these statements were made; 
like Mr. Whitney, he waa pledged to 
secrecy by Dr. Cook. Murphy, Peary's 
boatswain, who was in charge of 
the stores, waa absent at Etah on this 
day, and did not hey Dr. Cook’s com­
munications. There were two houses 
on the Greenland shore, one at A-nna- 
tok, holding Cook’s stores, and another 
at Utah, holding Peary’s stores. The 
three white men, Whitney.
