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The Toothsome Eel.

From time immemorial eels have al-
ways been much esteemed by epicures—
maore, perhaps, in ancient days than they
are now.

His speech at Newcastle, in which the
ablest and mecst recolute of the recent
viceroys advocated home rule, will
undoubtedly strengthen the position of
the governwent. No other English
statesman cou'd have declured so authori-
tatively that Parnell and his supporters
had not ercouraged crime and_conspir-
acy; that the yreat body of the Irish peo-
f}le do not want separation, and that the

Iadstone measures witl strengthen the
union bctween England and Ireland.
Lord Speucer ought to have local weight
in determining the verdict of the liberal
eonstituency.

Clumberfnin’e declaration that he will
Bot enter into a coalition against the gov.
ernment, nor attempt to form a radical
one, is almost as significant as Spencer’s
powerful support of home rule. His ar-
g against Gladstone’s policy are
not modified, but his attitude is mark-
edly concilistory.  Sooner or later Glad-
stone ought to make a journey to Ireland,
to enable the people there to express
gratitude for the noble struggle he is
making in their behalf. What his meas-
ures are designated to effect is the recon-
ciliation of the two countries. He will
make a serious mistake if he allows Par-
nclll to get the entire credit for home
rule.
