The Province, the organ of the Attoruey-
General in Vancouver, has the following
unfriendly eg@itorial article respecting the
Premier’s nominee in Cowichan:

“The wusual attempt to make political
capital out of what the Province has to
say regarding the caddidature of Mr. Sword
1in Cowichan is being made, and the usual
policy of misrepresentation is being indulg-
¢d in. Let us make the matter quite clear.
The Provinee did not like the idea of Mr.
Sword running, because Mr. Sword was
a civil servant. It was subsequently an-
neinced that Mr. Sword has resigned his
position before consenting to become a
candidate, and the Province said it was
glad of it, and hoped he would stay re-
signed in the event of his being defeat-

““And in all seriousness the Province
hopes that he will. In some other provinces
of the confederation civil servants have
resigned offices to contest elections only
to stéep back into it when the electors
declared at the polls that they wished
someone else to represent them. No one
can justify such conduct. The Province
trusts that there will be none of it in
British Columbia, and will g'rotest against
as vigorously as possible if there is,

‘“As the matter stands, there ecan be but
one really forcible objection urged te Mr.
Sword’'s election in Cowichan, and that is
that Premier Semlin has asked for it on
the ground-that it will be to the material
interest of the electors of the riding to
be re?resented by - someone who has the
ear of the government. Special yleading
of that kind is obviously of a distinctly
dangerous character, and the Province ean
only express its surprise at Mr. Semlin’s
remarks and hope that they will not have
the effect of causing the electors to ignore
the merits of the case.

MINING INTERESTS COMBINED.

Deal in Fairview Properties Which Will
Lead to Rapid Development.

Vancouver, Deec. 24.—(Special)—One of
the biggest deals in a mining way which
has taken place in the province recently
is the combination of the Dier, Davidson

DISMISSED WITH 00STS

Appeal in the Iron Mask vs. Centre
Star Dismissed by the
Full Court.

Judgment of Mr. Justice Drake in
re the Ibex Mining Co. a
Long Pending Case.

The Full court yesterday delivered
iudgment in the case of the Iron Mask
vs. the Centre Star, the appeal being
dismissed with costs. Mr. Justice Drake
delivered the judgment, with which the
Chief Justice agreed, Mr. Justice Mar-
tin dissenting. Mr. E. P. Davis asked
leave to appeal to the Privy Council, and

the question will be argued on Friday
next, The judgment dismissing the ap-
peal follows:

The Centre Star claim that they have
on their land the apex of a vein which
dips towards and under the land.of the
Iron Mask, and therefore they are en-
titled to follow this vein down to its ter-
mination, The Iron Mask deny the ex-
istence of the vein, and say if there is
one it has been cut off by a flat fault
and terminated. The-Centre Star say
that if you allow us to explore beneath
and through this fault it will be demon-
strated that the vein we have followed
as’ we claim exists on the other side of
the faunlt. The Centre Star have been
enjoined until the hearing from econ-
tinuing the work. They now seek for
an order to give them %eave to explore the
land in the Iron Mask, so as to ascer-
tain whether or not there is any ore be-
low the fault, for they say, “ If there is,
then we are entitled to continue work-
ing it as part of the vein we have fol-
lowed.”

The first thing to be decided in the
action of Iron Mask vs. Centre Star is
whether the Iron "‘Mask can show that
the Centre Star has no apex and no vein.
If they succeed in doing this, then the
Centre Star have no use for the order
asked for. If they fail, then the ques-
tion has.to be decided whether this fault
is a solution of continuity of the vein.
This is a question of law and fact; if
it is decided against the Centre Star,
then, again, there is no necessity for the
order. If it is decided in their favor,
then, again, there is no necessity for the
order, for they have established their
right to continue the work. I am not
prepared to deny that the court has
power to grant the order asked for, but
there is no case that goes to such an ex-
tent based upon rule 514. Lumb v,
Beaumont, 27 Ch..D., is an authority
that where a certdin fact is known, such
as an existing drain, the court author-
ized the plaintiff to ascertain one other
fact, viz., whether this drain was a drain
made by the defendant to connect his
house with the existing drain, which
was dlready known.

The present circumstances are very
different. The defendants seek to estab-
lish a theory that the alleged drain exists
below the fault, not to prove any connec-
tion between two existing facts. If
they had actual evidence of a vein both
above and below a certain spot, and
sought to explore the intermediate
ground they would have a stronger case.

the Centre Star. There is no doubt that
the court has always exercised the
power of granting inspection: of mines
and their workings, bdt it has not gone
to the extent of allowing independent
work. If the Centre Star can show a
clear title down to the fault, and satisfy
the court that the fault is not such an
interrnption of the vein matter as to
constitute a termination of the vein,
then they would be entitled without an
order to proceed. In the meantime every
step is disputed and every statement de-
nied. I therefore do not consider that
the Centre Star are entitled to the order
asked for. 1In equity the rule is that
when in conscience the defendant has
a right egqual to that elaimed by the
plaintiff, the court will not grant discov-
ery. Reds. Pl. 199. The parties here
have equal rights, depending, -however,
on different titles. @ The Centre Star
have a right to follow a vein into the
adjoining claim. The Iron Mask, until
that vein is proved, have a right to all
ore within the vertical lines of their
claim. I think it should be left to the
judge at the trial to say whether or not
actual work should be done for the pur-
pose of elucidating any particular point
with regard to the issues raised.

The Chief Justice authorizes me to
state that in his opinion the Centre Star
appeal ought to be dismissed.

The appeal will therefore be dismissed
with costs. g

IBEX MINING COMPANY.

Mr, Justice Drake on_ Friday gave
judgment in re the Ibex Mm}ng Co., a
case of much interest to mining men.
The judgment follows: ;

This company, which was registered
21st December, 1896, appears to have
been formed. for the purchase of the
Ibex, Liddisdale and Triangle mineral
claims, in the Ainsworth mining divi-
sion of West Kootenay. On 1st Sep-
tember, 1896, Trethewey obtained an
option on these claims at $30,000 from
Selina Cameron and James Pringle.
Frederick Steele offered to buy this op-
tion from Trethewey and repay yxm
$3,000; one affidavit says $300; ~which
is right I cannot say—which he alleges
he had paid on the option apd gave hup
one-sixth interest in the claims in addi-
tion. Cameron and Pringle apparently
cancelled the option to 'J:‘rethewey, and
gave a bond to Steele direct. On bth
October, 1896, a meeting was held at
McLeod, at which D. W, King and W.
J. Trethewey and others were present,
and these gentlemen, with F. Steele and
five others, were appointed trustees of a
company to be formed, and to be known
as the Ibex Mining and Smgltmg Com-
pany. F. Steele was appointed treas-
urer and Trethewey general manager,
and the treasurer was to pay the bond
of Cameron and Pringle out of the pro-
fits of the mine (if any) on Tth Decem-
ber. Another meeting was held at Me-
Leod and sundry changes made in the
resolutions which had been passed. The
persons who were present at this meet-
ing were promoters of the company,
though what interest they had is not
disclosed. The company was then form-
ed, and among the objects indicated was
the purchase of the mineral claims and
payment for the same, el'tII‘lIfr in q:s‘l] g;
full aid up shares. e capita
the ycoglpnny was $300,000,.in 1,200,000
shares of 25 cents each. At the first
meeting of the company, held 9th Feb-
ruary, 1897, at which Bryan, King,
Trethewey and F. Steele were present,
‘'t was resolved to purchase from F.

trustee only. Trethewey, in his affidavit

that all the stock allotted to him by ﬂ{e
company was so allotted in pursuance
of the aforesaid agreement. No evidence
of this appears in the company’s books,
and nowhere on the shares numbered
and designated, as required by section
27 of the act of 1888, King says in
his affidavit that he, Trethewey and
Bryan transferred the option in these
claims to Steele, in consideration ' of
Steele furnishing $2,500 for develop-
ment and repaying these gentlemen $300,
which they had paid on the option, and
conveying an undivided one-sixth inter-
est in the claim. There is no evidence
of a transfer of this option to Steele
sufficient to satisfy section 50 of the
act, and it is apparently correct to say
that these gentlemen received one-sixth
of the capital stock of the company be-
tween them. It is to be remarked that
'Ijrev;hewey claims, by paragraph 4 of
his afidavit, that he was entitled to this
one-sixth alone. On reference to the
shag'e register, it appears that the whole
capital stock of the company was issned
to Steele on 22nd December, 1896, in
trust. On 30th March the whole of
these shares were transferred to David
W. King, secretary of the company, to
be allotted and transferred to the orig-
inal promoters thereof, as per list. The
share register nowhere ‘indicates that the
shares thus delivered up by Steele have
been re-issued, but if it means any-
thing, it shows that the company have
issued original stock and nothing else,
and no transfer of any previously issued
shares. The share register shows ‘hat
it has been most improperly kept. On
pages 2 to 15 the entries are dated
March 30, 1897. From pages 15 to 41
all the entries are dated January, 1897,
and from there to page 87 are dated
February and March, 1897, thus show-
ing that the dates have been manipulat-
ed for some ulterior object, or that the
book has been written up from some
other book. The prospectus of the
company, which was issued after the
formation of the company, defines tho
plan of organization. It states that out
of the 1,200,000 shares, 300,000 have
been put aside as treasury stock, 200,000
placed on the market at 25 cents, and
100,000 held in reserve. All other stock
has been pooled and cannot be sold
within one year, thus entirely ignoring
the idea that Steele held the shares as
his own. This disposes of the sugges-
tion that F. Steele was the vendor in
hl§ own right to the company, and re-
ceived the shares in payment of that op-
tion, because the books show that the
company dealt direet with Cameron and
Pringle.

It appears to me that the company
pas endeavored to get round the act, and
issue shares at a discount under the slim
disguise of making the shares over to
Steele and then distributing them as if
they were legal transfers from Steele.
Trethewey and King were both trustees
of the original syndicate, and were di-
rectors of the company. O’Brien took,
as he alleges, one-half of D. W. King’s
shares, but he, as appears by the min-
utes, was acting as a director of the
company; see p. 35 (though his appoint-
ment nowhere appears in the company’s
books), and as such must be held to be
cognizant of what took place; and he
states, p. 59, that.he knew all about the
formation of the company, and the books
were in his office. Section 53 of the
winding up act says that all the books
of the company shall, as between the
contributories of the company, be prima

ters purporting to be therein recorded,
and he is entered at p. 92 of the share
register for 25,000 shares of the par
value of $6,250, for which nothing has
een paid. Under these ecircumstances,
I see no other course open to me than to
place these gentlemen on‘the list of con-
tributories, 5

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PARIS IS A CITY OF MADMEN.

The Only Sane Men in France Are the
Peasants.

““Max O'Rell,” said Colone] Ochiltree, in
discussing the Dreyfus case in the New
York World, “has said that the United
States is com; of 70,000,000 of people,
mostly colonels. My definition of Paris
would be that it is a ecity with a popula-
tion of about 3,000,000, all lunatics.
Frenchmen of to-day stand midway be-
twen the madhouse and the barricade.

“Why, I never saw such people. They
were bad enough at the time of the
JFranco-Prussian war. They have been
steadily growing worse since then. I went
all through the campaign that ended in
the eapture of Paris by the Germans.

“I saw Paris as the Germans, their en-
emles, left it, absolutely intact, not a win-
dow broken not a wall defaced. A little
later I saw that same Paris, after their
own people the French commune, had
gotten through with it, the Tulleries in
flames, the column in the Place de Ven-
dome thrown to the ground; fire, ruin, de-
struction everywhere. French insanity had
committed outrages that German enmity
had never dreamed of. :

“Just about. the only sane men in
France to-day are the country peasants.
They are honest and naturally strong
physically and mentally. But they have
no education of any kind, and are densely
ignorant. Peasants in France have always
been' ignorant, and everyone takes it for
granted that there is no need of their be-
ing otherwise,

“Frenchmen are fools, I tell you: half-
crazed fools. It's an insult to average com-
mon sense to say that they know' what
they are doing.

““You cannot say truthfully that the
present French eovernment is .a failure;
that would be paying it too high a com-
pliment, because it would recognize it as
a government, and the French ' republic
as it exists to-day Is no government at all.
It is just' a mob that lets a ministry stay
In power until the mob gets one of its
frenzied moods and then pulls the ministry
down and puts another one up.”

BISHOP TIKHON,

Head of Russian Church in America
About to Enter Upon His New
Duties.

Among the. passengers arriving. in New
York on the'French line steamghip ‘“‘Cham-
pagne’’ recently was Bishop Tikhon, newly
appointed head of the RussiAn church in
America, although nominally he is bishop
of the Aleutian Islands and Alaska.. He fis
tall, slender, with long light brown hair,
and the reddish golden beard which is dis-
tinctively Russian. Bishop Tikhon started
for 8an Francisco without delay, but in-
tends to visit New York and other ortho-
dox parishes in the East again before long.
Bishop Tikhon’s secular name is Vasily
Bellarin. He was born in 1865. and has
attained his prominent position at an early
age even for a Russian ecclesiastic. He
was graduated from St. Ietersburg Theo-
logical Academy in 1888, and immediately
entered upon pedagogic work at which he
continued almost to the time of his eleva-
tion to his present ecclesiastical rank. He
recently served as Bishop of Lieublin and
YVicar of Kholma, the Warsaw diocese.
His new diocese is said to be the largest in
the world, as it includes the whole of
North Ameriea, and comprises about 30
