Last week’s issue of the British Colum-
bia Gazette contains a proclamation by
His Honor theé Lieutenant-Governor, estab-
Lshing a close season for beaver for a
period of five years. The order went into
effect on the flrst of the present montn
and covers the entire area of the province.

The need of some such protective meas-
ure was brought to the attention of the
government by reports from various sec-
tions of the province of the increasing
scarcity of this valuwable fur-bearing ani-
mal, which, but a few' years ago, was.so
plentiful even In close proximity to this
«city.  Indiscriminate slaughter and the ab-
sence of any protection, threatened its to-
tal extinction at any early date, and the
government has thus acted wisely in or-
dering the close season mentjoned.

Similar action was taken some time ago
Ly the provincial government of Ontarlo,
and the results have been most satisfac-
tery, as will be seen by an extract from the
Toronto News, which we reproduce in an-
otber column in this issue. Many sections
of this province are even more suitable
than Ontarfo for the beaver, and, with the
adequate protection now afforded, equally
satisfactory results should be attalned and
all danger of its extinction in British Col-
umbia removed.

London, Feb. 8, —Alt a meeting of the
Marconi Wireless Telegraph Company
today it was stated, with a view to the
commercial working of the scheme be-
tween England and America, that a
new station with ‘the latest improve-
ments was nearly completed, and Can-
ada would have a reduced rate of six
pence. The directors thought the pair
of wireless stations would be fully em-
ployed. During the year four stations
have heen equipped on the St. Law-
rence and a new contract has been en-
tered into with the Canadian goverm-
ment by the Associated ‘Canadian Com-
pany, represepting the extension of the
organization of the wiraless telegraph.

When other stations
also contemplated by Canada have been
erected the chain of stations will offer
the Newfoundland government direct
wireless communication with the Lab- »
rador coast and Canada.
