Member for Delta Attacked the
Premier on Coal Policy of -
Government

THE REFORMATORY BILL

Attorney-General Explained the
Work of Industrial School
at Vancouver = -

(From Wednesday's Daily)

A serious set-to between the Pre-
mier and the wasp of 'the Opposition,
John Oliver (Delta) marked the pro-
ceedings of the legislature yesterday.
1t was a controversy of sorts, and
it all arose from the fact that the
fifth member for Vancouver brought
in a very drastic amendment ‘to an
innocent and ordinary private bilt
respecting a coal cpmpany. x|

The bill was one introduced by Mr.
Thomsen (Victoria) to authorize the
pacific Coast. Coal Mines, Eimited,
Non-Personal Liability, to econstruct
rajlways. AsS explained . by Mr.
Thomson. this bill was for the pur-
pose of enabling the company to builld
a short railway line to connect the
mines with the salt water for pur-
poses of shipment, \

Upon this bill Mr. McGuire (Van-
couver) endeavored to fix an amend-
ment that the following words be
inserted: “Provided that the said com-
pany shall at all times hereafter sell
to the public, free on board the cars
at the mines, coal at the minimum
price charged therefor to its agents,
or to parties lMving Outside the pro-
vince of British Coelumbia.” ;

The Premier Attacked.

This precipitated trouble. :Opposi-
tion and Socialist with one accord fell
upon the junior member for Vancouv-
er, charging him with heresy. The
Premier came to the rescue of his
fellow member, and thereupon the
combined forces attacked the Premier,
and for almost an hour Mr. McBride
was subjected to a Bevere heckling,
in which personalities of various
kinds passed from side to side. Fin-
ally Mr. McGuire withdrew _ his
amendment, and the bill was reported
from ‘committee.

The Attorney-General’s bill to amend
the Reformatory Act came up for
second reading, but on motion of Mr.
Henderson (Yale) the debate was ad-
journed.

Mr. Bowser made an elogquent state-
ment of the policy of the government
, with regard to the reformatory at
Vancouver, and, in pressing for second
reading -of a bil to change the style
of that institution - to “industrial
school,” stated that it had been the
government's poliey to make it a
school rather than a reformatory.
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The Reformatory Act,

In moving second reading of his Re-
formatory bill, Mr. Bowser said he
would take advantage of the opportun-
ity to describe the work of the re-
formatory situate in Vancouver, which
was opened February 1, 1905. During
the four years in which this institu-
tion had been in existence, he said, one
hundred boys ranging in age from eight
to sixteen years had been sent thither
for various offences. These offences
were as follows:

Sixty-two for theft; six for house-
breaking; two for housebreaking and
wilfuf destruction of property; one for
receiving stolen money; two for va-
grancy; one for forgery; one for ob-
tairing money under false pretences;
twenty-four for incorrigibility. Of
these 17 were committed in 1905, 20
in 1906, 32 in 1907, and 31 in 1908.

There are at present 59 boys in the
institution for the following offences:
38 for theft, 4 for housebreaking; 2 for
housebreaking and destruction of pro-
perty; 2 for vagrancy; 1 for obtaining
money under false pretences; 12 for
incorrigihility.

The causes which led the boys to the
reformatory were generally attributable
to the lack of proper home training and
influences, religious training, and edu-
cation and discipline. Out .of the one
hundred boys who had gone there, 24
could not read, 47 were in:the first and
second reader, 21 in the third reader,
and 8 in the. fourth reader. The aim
of the department had been:to do for
the boy what his parents had neglected
.to do. It was a school and not a
prison. The superintendent and offi-
clals tried by precépt and example to
lead the boys to take a different view
o? life, and as they grew.and developed
to become honest and honorable men,

The Work of the School.

To that end industrial work, school
.studies, physical and manual training,
and moral and religious training form-
ed the curriculum. The boys attend
ischool every day but Saturday, and all
“the public school studies are taken up,
. some of the boys going as high as
algebra. There was a bakery in con-
nection with the school, and all the
boys were -given ~instruction in this
trade. 'There was also a tailor shop,
where the boys were taught to do all
‘thefr own mending, and to learn the
tailoring trade.” Manual training was
‘compulsory, the instructor dividing the
boys into classes according to their
age and size, each boy having two days
of manual training a week. The older
boys had training in carpentry, mak-
ing most of the useful articles in that
line required in the school. Physical
training, military -drill as well as
gymnastics, was also compulsory. In
addition to this the boys were encour-
aged to take part in all sports, such as
football, baseball, lacrosse and cricket.
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twéen and play. In-addition to
the bakeshop and the tailor shop, the
boys worked on the farm, on which 53
Acres had already beben cleared, and
many of the boysa had their own pri-
Nate gardens. Thereé: was also moral
and religious training, which many
of the boys required very much when
they first came ‘to the reformatory.
Special religious services were arrang-
ed for Sunday  afternoon and evening.
In summer the ‘boys were marched to
church at Fairview,. where they at-
tended the churches of the various
denominations alternately.

Boys Wish to Stay.

The health of the boys was'excellent.
In' the four years there had been no
serious cases of illness, and only.one
or two minor operations. In that
period the surgeon had received only
$280. The surroundings were splendid,
there was abundance of plain food and
healthy exercise, and all visitors to the
place were very well pleased with what
they saw. At this point the attorney-
general extended an invitation to the
members of the House to go to the
school and see for themselves the work
being done there.” -

Owing to the Kkindly disposition of
the sSuperintendent. the boys them-
selves were aftached to ‘the institu-
tion. When it came time to leave
many boys went away against their
will. The attorney-general cited a case
where a boy was sentenced to the
school illegally, and when he was sent
away he was so anxious to return
that he stole a horse and wagon and
'had himssit again: genténced. He came
back: m% quite happy.. The
escapes were - Ined. to mew. boys,
or to these .who had escaped from
wother reformatories, and made it a
matter of pride. When they became
accustomed to the place the boys were
eager to stay. Only one boy had
escaped and had not been returned.
Only two boys had escaped since last
May and these had been returned.

A considerable amount of money
had been spent on the institution, in
all $123,140. Last year an addition was
built at a cost of $56,000. This gave
much moré room and dormitory accom-
modation for fifty more boys. Speak-
ing of the industries of the place, the
attorney-general said that 160 fruit-
trees had been set out, the school had
three cows, two heifers and two
horses, and next year it was expected
that enough vegetables would be
raised on the farm to supply the in-
stitution for the year.

Mark System Introduced.

“Some few months ago,” sald  Mr.
Bowser, “I wrote to the provincial sec-
retary of Ontario to ask his opinion
regarding the improvement of the in-
stitution. He said that Mr. Kelso, the
superintendent of such institutions in
Ontario, would be in Saskatchewan in
January, and would come on to B. ¢,
if we so wished. He will be here next
week to go through the institution. It
is my intention in the coming year to
have the superintendent’ and his wife
visit the various institutions of. the
kind in the United States and Can-
ada. It is 'true that in: the ' United
States the States spend a great deal of
money on industrial schools. We do
not propose to do this but at the same
time it seems wise for us to make a
gradual change from a prison to an
industrial school.’

The mark system had been intro-
duced, said Mr.:Bowsen: and in this
way it could be at the end
of the month at y was.sdo- 1
ing. The marks covered ‘all phases of
school life, and at the end of the
month the marks were totalled up and
the “homor, roll” was posted up in the
halls, ‘as precept and example to the
boys. On these records the applica-
 tions for pardon. were based. In the
case of incorrigibles, pardon rested
with the attorney-general. ' In the
case of an offence under the code, the
governor-general in council consgid-
ered the application, on the recom-
mendation of the attorney-general.
Sixteen boys had been pardoned and
fourteen allowed out on parole.

The attorney-general added that the
present bill ‘'was simply for the pur-
pose of changing the name of the in-
stitution from “reformatory” to “in-
dustrial school.” i

In conclusion he added a word of
praise for the methods of the super-
intendent. This gentleman, he said,
had given the school a magnificent
management. His method was to get
into touch with the parents and espe-
cially with the mother of the boys,
and in that way study the individual
temperaments of the boys. Also waen
necessary he visited their homes.

The Debate Adjourned.

Mr. Henderson (Yale) moved ad-
journment of the debate.

The premier ‘on behalf of the minis-
ter of agriculture, asked that the sec-
ond reading of the bill to amend the
Farmers’ Institutes Act be discharged.
The bill, he said, was to-be redrafted.

The bill to amend the Jurors’ Act
passed second reading. Mr. Bowser
explained that amendment had been
found necessary owing to errors in the
‘existing act. ; .

In committee Mr. McGuire (Vancou-
ver) moved that the bill be amended
by adding a provision that the com-
pany must, if given the privilege,
sell to the public, free on ‘the cars at
the ‘mines, coal at the minimum price
charged therefor to its agents, or to
parties living outside the province of
British -Columbia. - .
The Price of Coal.

In moving this amendment, Mr. Mc-
Guire said that everybody knew that
people in this province are paying too
much for coal. It is true that now
everybody who. wishes may buy coal,
whereas a year ago ‘only  certain
agents could buy it. The people in
this province pay $7.50 per short ton,
while last year 75,000 tons of B. C.
coal was sold in Seattle at $7 a ton.
This was an injustice to the people of
Britishy Columbia where the: coal was
mined. From time to time companies
were before the house to ask for con-
cessions, and it was nothing but right
that the people of British Columbia
should ask for some concessions from
these companies in return.. In the case
of the Crow’s Nest company, that com~
pany evaded the clause requiring it
to sell coal at the mines for $2 a ton
by selling the entire output to an

of coal,. but the company in-question
was'a young company that ‘was striv-
ing at great expense to get into opera-
tion. It had spent over $200,000 in de-
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the need of special legislation. The
house was not asked to grant any-
thing extraordinary. Most of the pre-
perty held by the company had been
ac%uired from private. individuals, and
had lain dormant for.many years pre-
viously. The company merely asked
the privilege of connecting its mines
with the salt water, having already
spent $100,080 on’bunkers at the sea.
When* this “cénnection - was made, it
would be in a better position to sup-
ply ‘the public with cheaper coal.

Mr. McGuire retorted that he might
be ‘dense, but he could not see the
force of the argument. There were
several coal companies now operating,
and each had gone in to relieve the
situation, presumably. The only hdfie
of the province was to make the law
such that the companies could mnot
evade it. As for competition, if one
company was forced to sell coal at a
minimum price, the others would have
to come down.

Here Mr. Hawthornthwaite (Na-
naimo) took a ‘hand. He said that
laws of the nature suggested were
never an advantage. The member for
Vancouver voted for the competition
system until his own corns were trod-
den upon and then he wanted restric-
tive legislation. He had said that the
house should ask for concessions from
corporations.

“Apply this to the Dentistry Act”
demanded the member for Nanaimo.
“If I demand that owing to the favors
they have received from this House
the members of the Dentistry Associ-
ation should . charge five 'cents for
-pulling teeth, what would Dr. McGuire
say?’ Yet, but for his Act the people
of B. C. could.have .their teeth pulled
by those who are not entitled to have
the letters D.D.S. after their names.”

Would Kill Competition

. On Vancouver Island, he added,
Jarge corporations, the Wellington
Collieries - particularly, -had absolute
control of the coal situation. New
companies were hampered in every
shape and form by the' courts of jus-
tice even. They were charged exor-
bitant rates by the railways and 'so
they asked the right to build their
own road. The amendwent would
simply put the small companies out
of ‘'business and leave the province in
the hands -of the Wellington Collieries.

“This legislation 1is absurd,” de-
clared Mr. Hawthornthwaite. Hun-
dreds of years ago in Great Britain
the same methods of restrioting trade
were 'tried and failed. It was found
that commerce must have free oppor-
tunity for development. If this were
the case of a trust it would be dif-
ferent, if competition had said its last
word. But there is still competitibn.
There is no coal monopoly in this pro-
vince.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite then cited
Chamberlain’s tariff reform policy,
and pointed out that Great ' Britain
was going to the wall commercially
because American firms could dump
their surplus products on -the British
markets unrestricted. British Colum-
bia was dumping her surplus product
on the States and was reaping the
benefit. 7 :

The object of industry was to oper
ate at full time, to keep as many men
ag possible at work. If this legislation
were adopted it would deprive the in-
dustries of this power, and they could
not compete: ' If the member for Van-

Mr, Oliver (Delta) sald that the
poal companies

ing their responsibflity. When he had
proposed that a committee be appoint-
ed to look into the price of coal, he
had himself voted “against the
pointment of = such a committee. .In
view of Dr. McGuire’s record on this
matter, and in view of the platform
by which his party had béen placed in
power, that a portion of every coal
area staked should be reserved for the
province, it 1lI became Dr. McGuire to
attack a company that was just be-
ginning operations in this province.
The company had bought its holdings
in the open market without any grant
from the Government. Moreover, the
amendment was out of order, as it
was not in the province of the bill, but
was of a different meaning altogether.

Mr. McGuire replied that he had
not wished to single out any company.
The evil must be remedied somehow.
If the amendment was going to em-
barrass thé company, and if the mem-
ber for Nanaimo would assure him
that he would. support him, he would
be glad to introduce a general bill
dealing with all coal companies.

Mr. Willlams (Newcastle): “Would
the hon. gentleman include the den-
tistry bill in this? = When it comes
down" to footpads the Dentistry Asso-
ciation is as bad as any of them.”

‘The .premier stated that he would
endeavor to remove any doubt as' to
the part taken by Dr. McGuire in the
price of coal matter. Last March the
junior member for Vancouver had in-
troduced a resolution on the matter
that had been commended by his side
of the House. Its alm was to have
the department of Trade and Com-
merce at Ottawa given the necessary
instructions by the federal govern-
ment to make an independent inqulry
as to the price of coal in this province.
The object was to secure rellable in-
formation at first hand, from an in-
vestigating board that would be free
from local influences.

“The Opposition, and particularly
the member for Delta, is. always on
the alert to protect the Ottawa gov-
ernment,” sald the premier. “They
wanted to substitute a committee *of
this House to make the inquiry. I am
not surprised at this action. The
well known proclivities of the member
for Delta for establishing records and
manufacturing evidence are ' directed
more towards exciting the electorate
than in the best interests of the coun-
try. Inthe first pldce ‘itis well known
that the department at Ottawa is bef-
ter equipped for this work than the
provincial government. The resolu-
tion was forwarded to Ottawa, and'a
reply received.

“The premier
sajd that\this department would have
power ‘to 'go into the books of the
companies. That was my very reason
for moving that a committee of the
House undertake the investigation. A
select committee’ of this House has
power to open all the books of busi-
ness companies. The government voted
down the only practical way of getting
information: : ¢ \

“The premier says' that I am the
protector of ‘the government at Otta-
wa. That governmeént does not need
my protection as the results of the
last -Dominion‘ election show.

Objection Made to Terms of
Private Bill Introduced in
Commons

DOMINION AND PROVINCE

Minister of Militia Refers to
Speech Made By General
Lake

—

Ottawa, Feb. 15.—The day’s proceed-
ings in the House of Commons were
mainly - devoted to *the discussion of
several private bills. One -of them,
introduced by Mr. Turriff, related to
the -subsidy granted - by the Ontario
government to the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic railway for the line running be-
tween. Fort William and the National
Transcontinental.. It had been agreed
between that province and the rallway
that if the line awvas. ever, sold to the
Dominion . government . - the'. province
should be returned the amount of the
subsidy, and the company had under-
taken to secure. this through- the pres-
ent bill.  Mr. Graham, minister of
railways, stated that he could not ac-
cept the policy that anyiother govern-
ment or any company could give a
guarantee to compel parliament to pass
certain legislation. There was also a
provision regarding rates which the
minister found to be an infringement
on the rights of the railway commis-
sion. The bill stood over.

Most of the talk centered on Mr.
Conmee’s bill incorporating the On-
tario & Michigan Power company,
which was rejected by the Senate last
year on the ground -that it was-an
invasion of provincial rights. ' Today it
was given its second-reading and-sent
to the railway committee,r where the
fight upon it will be waged. The com-
pany wants a federal charter, and
urges the ground that the waterways
affected are an .- international and
navigable stream, parliament being
therefore the proper party to issue a
charter.. It also desires its works  to
be declared for the general advantage
of Canada. Neither-the :Premier; nor
Mr. -Graham. would commit himself.
the premier saying that he-was doubt-
ful if parliament would pass the bill
Mr. Borden thought that parliament
had been too free in the past in de-
claring purely local works for the gen-
eral advantage of Canada. Provincial
rights had in this way been 1nvaded.
With this Mr. Graham agreed.

Sir Frederick Borden referred to the
speech recently made in Toronto by
Geheral Lake. - The generai had called
his atténtion ‘to the matter and’had
supplied* him: ‘with & copy of 'his re-
marks, From this he had" convinced
hirfiself that the speech had been mis-
