Gladstone and Lord and Lady Rosebery | oo

to-day drove in & carriage from Dalmeny
park through the principal thoroughfares
to the Free Assembly hall, Crowds of
people lined the route and great enthusi
asm was monifested at the appearance  of
® My, Gladstone, On reaching the hall Mr.
Gladstone found it literally packed with
human beings waiting to hear his ad-

dress.

Mr. Gladstone sald it was impossible for
parlisment to deal with the Irish question
satisfactorily except by the action-of .
party powerful enough to act indepen-
dently -of the Irish vote. Acoording $o
tory .as well as liberal reports,
such a party in the coming parl
ment can only be the liberal party.
This oconsideration, he ssid, was more
than ordinarily important, indeed it was of
the highest imperial importance.

““Passing to a subject less important,” said
Mr. Gladstone, “I am reluctantly compelled to
refer to personal matters. Iam unable to un-
detst the reasons, but it undoubtedly has
become the fashion  among & portion of the
tories to circulate, concerning my=elf, an un-
bounded assortment of most gratuitous un-
truths, This is a mode of warfare that t
liberals have never indulged in, and I believe
that the bulk of the respectable tories disap-
rrm'c of it.- These untruths return to n:le

n the shape of voluminous correspond-’

ence daily from all parts of the country, and I
ask my friends to receive all such statements
with resolute incredulity until their inakers
prove their asserdons. During.a former elec-
tion campaign I remember havingt ﬂuugodo-
nied twelve untruths in a single letter. me
of the untruths now circulated say I possess &
large quantity of land in Russia; another
accuses me of felling trees on Sundays; a
third says I otfered to lend
Bradbourne four thousand pounds yearly;
a fourth that I asked the libera
parliamentary party last session ' to _vote
against their consciences; a fifth that I op-
posed the aboliticn of ﬂogqinq in the army,
whereas I spoke and voted inits fayor. avd a
sixth that 1 voted against househoid suifrage.
Such are specimens of the newcst untruths
circulated. In order to prove thatl am not
exaggerating I have in _my pockets the state-
ments of three tory candidates, Messrs, Ayers,
Sidebottom and Duncan. The iast warns his
constituents of the gross inaccuracies of the
radicals. He then lyingly accuses me of op-
posing - household franchise, which I not
only did mnot obpose, but en-
gaged in a mewspaper War with
Lord Sherbrooke over the matter, he opposinf
and I advocating the extension of the suf-
frage. 1now eénter a graver subject, disestab-
lishment, not because it isan immediate and
urgent necessity, but in order to remove wide-
spread misapprehension.”

Mr. Giadstone hero roferred to the six-
tecnth section of his election manifesto, which
is asfollows:

Neither, It ink, can suc & change
arise in &’country such as ours, except with
the large observance of the principles of
equity and liberality, as well as with the gen-
eral consent of the i We can hurdly,
however, be surpriséd if those who observe
hat a current almost throughout the civiliz:d
world, slowly sets in to this direction, should
fle:ire or fear that among ourselves, too, it
may be found toc operate. 1 eannot
foreemst the 'dim: and distant eoourses
of the future, but, like all others, I have ob-
perved the vast and ever-increasing develop-
ment for tho last 50 years, both at home and
abroad, in the ehurch to which 1 belon% of
the powers of volun support.  Those
abridgements of prerogatives as an establish-
ment, which have been frequent of late years,
have not brought about a decrease, am have
at least been contemporaneous “with an in-
prease of her spiritual and social strength. By
devotedness of life and bi solidity of labor the
clergy are laying a g foundation for the
time to come. The attachment of the iaity
Improves, if I may so speak, both in quantity
and quality. The Fnglish church also appears
to be emincntly suited in ma)y and weight
points to the needs of the coming time. and

modification of our inherited instituticns shall

SINCE THE OUTBREAK,

Only llnety-levc‘l‘ _of the Vietims Protes’
tants—Thirty/Seven Faial Cases Me-
ported Yesterday.

MoxTtreAL, Nov, 11,—The official re-
turns of the health office this morning show
21 deaths in the city from smallpox yester-
day, 7at Mount Royal hospital, 8 in Cote
St. Louis, 2 in St, Jean Baptiste, 2 in S¢.
Cunegonde and 2 in St. Henrl,

A statement published to-day shows
thas of 2641 deaths from smallpox since
the outbreak of the epidemic ; 2404 were
Frenoch Canadians, 140 other Catholics and
97 Protestant. About 1600 were under 5
years of age,. A” man named M was
to-day fined $20 for assaulting D. Lauzon
while in execution of his dusty, The
medioal health officers’ report showed 32
new cases reported yesterdsy and 24 oases
verified.

The season of Tiuron festiv-
ity was turned to & season of mourning; an
sach was the dupondencq_hand dismay that
suicide became frequent. e Jesuits, singly
or in pairs, journeyed in the depths of winter
from village to village ministering to the sick.
* » » Agthemissionary, physician at once
to body amd soul, entered one of the smoky
dens, he saw the inmates, their heads muftied
in their robes of skin, seated around the fires
in silent dejection. Kverywhere was heard
the wail of sick and dying children; and on or
under the platforms at the sides of toe house
crouched squalid men and ‘women, in all the
stages of the distemper. * * For a time the
Indians refused the spiritusl solace of the
priests. * * At the town of Wenrio the
people,after trying in vain all the feasts,dances

frightemed away by means of images of straw,
like scarecrows placed on the tops of the
houses. Within forty-eight hours after this
announcement the roofs of Onnentisati and
the neighboring villages were covered with an

in loud harangues and burned offer-
inzgs of tobacco to them, * * Amnother
soroerer came to Osso:sane, A chief carried
be ore him a kettle of mystic water, with
which the sorcerer sprinkied the company, at
the same time fanning them with the wing of
a wild turkey.

THE PROPOSED NEW SITE FOR THE
CATTLE MARKET,

P

City Commissioner Coatsworth Makes a
Fuil Repors to a Sub-Commiitee of
the Markets and Heaith—The Prob-
able Cost.

A sub-committes from the markets and
health met yesterdsy afternoon to consider
the cattle market question, There were
present Ald, Shaw (chairman), Jones,
Mitchell, Johnston, M. J. Woods, Baxter,
Carlyle, and Verral, Ald. Irwin was also
present and failed to discover that he was
not a member of the committee until he
attempted to vote,

Commissioner Coataworth ‘submitted a
report stating thas in obedience tosn order
of the committee he and the engineer had
made investigations and calculations and
had arrived at the following results : In
estimating the expenditure necessary for
the new yard they bad taken into account
the value of the buildings now in use, to-
gether with the proposed additional build-
ings necessary for the new yard. The cost
of the additionai buildings required on the
new site, {aking into account the
repairs to the present buildings
and the drainage and roadway,
would be approximately $28,392. There
would then be ample accommodation for
1500 cattle, 1200 hogs snd 1500 sheep,
which, according to dealers’ estimates,
would be sufficient, The value of the
lard in the present site, and on the land
leased s a lumber yard adjoining the
yards to the west, was $27,000, As the
Eruent lessee of the lumber yard did not

now how he would be obliged to deal

with his tenants, he could not say on
what terms he would dispose of his lease,

"but if the land were to be used for market

purposes he would be reasonable with the
city. The total cost, therefore, of properly
repairing, fitting up and enlarging the
present site would be $65,392, made up by
$28 392 for mnew buildings, etc., and
$27.000 for land.

The cost of establishing the market on
the new site in Brockton had also been
estimated, The construction of new
yards, buildiogs, drains, etc., would be
835,970; the cost of the land would he
$15,000, makiog a total of $50,970.
This would be the total if all the
land in the new site were taken; if as
much Jand oply as is in the present site

were taken, the total cost of the mew

markets would be only $41,770.
The old arguments, siready become so

well known to the  public, were again
brought forward. The meeting was evenly
divided. . Ald. James, M. J.Woods, Shaw
and Mitohell were for the removal;
Baxter, Verral, Carlyle and Johnston were

in favor of retaining the site, consequentiy
the motions of Ald, James and
Ald. Baxter to leave and to stay
were each lost.

the full markets and
health committee something to work on

it was resolved to recommend that the

present site be repaired, the probable cost,

meeting of the full committee commenced.

Shaw had read the recommen-—
dation of the sub-committee, he moved in
ameridment that the site offered by Mr.
Mallom #n Brockton should be purchased at
a price mot . exceeding $15,000 : that the
buildings be put up and drains and roads
constructed at a price not exceeding
$36.000, and that the whole amount—
$51,000—be submitted to the people next
January, .
