an outbreak in - Monstreal which threatened
for & time to stop traffic completely, owing to
the ignorance of the French in the eastern
part of shie ¢ity, Who refused to be vaccinated.
And now in Toronto, the enlightened city of
the west and the édueational centre of the Do-
minion, we hear of anti-vaccination societies,
and of membefs who threaten to take legal
procébdings against the City Council if com-
pelled to submit to vaccination, Is it true
that vaccination may communicate disease?
And what have medical men of skill and
experience to say in contradiction to the
opinion of other members of their profession
regarding the com icat of di by
introduction of the vaccine into the human
syatem?

The City’s Two University Chairs.

The Council, seeing that the city has to pay
the shot, ought to have the naming of the two
chairs vhat they have agreed to endow in con-
sideration of a perpetual lease of the Queen’s
Park. The eity will have to pay ‘the $6000
year in and year out and the chairs oughs tobe
80 named that the city’s contribution may not be
lost sight of in future years. Hitherto the city
bas been charged with neglecting an institu-
tion that brings fame and not a few dollars to
the town; now that it is identified with thein-
stitution by a perpetual (999"8&11) grant of
$6000 the bond between the two ought to be
suitably indicated in the naming of the chairs.
