of a franchise for • 126-kilometer (78- 
mile) narrow-gauge railroad, to be built 
in theQovemment of Wilna, in Russia, 
the Straesenbahn, a German street rail­
road journal, takes occasion to jioint out 
that the first narrow-gauge railroad in 
Russia was opened on September 14, 
1893 and has been operated successfully 
ever since. It is the St. Peterburg- 
Ocbta Irinowka line, better known sim­
ply as the Irinowka Road, and was 
built during the summer months of 1891 
and 1892. The total length of the line 
is 331 versts (about 22 miles), and the 
gauge is 750 mm., or about 89 miles.
