Many of |
the men known to be suffering through
the .eakening of the throat and lungsi
as a result of gas, but not having|
tuberculosis, should receive lx'(n’itment}
from the D. S. C. R. Twenty-eight men
were in Gravenhurst Hospital last year |
with tubercular trouble, and, while all
men were ex-soldiers, the trouble was
not traceable to war service. Gen. Ross
urged the Government to consider seri-
ously the maintenance of the Mowat
Hospital for tubercular cases in Kings-
ton, Gen. Ross gave cases of ex-service
men who had died as a result of ill-
ness taken after the war, but not
traceable to war service. The majority
of cases were well cared for, but there
was a small number who needed the
further attention of the department.

LACK OF SYMPATHY.

There was a lack of sympathy and
interest in the cases which were brought
to the attention of the department,
said Gen. Ross, and some of them
were only dealt with after great pres-
sure. He suggested that the depart-
ment speed up correspondence in con-
nection with cases, that it have diag-
noses made quickly and that it take a
real interest in the cases coming to
its attention.

J. T. Shaw (Ind., Calgary), referring
to a specific case, gave an illustration
that there was lack of co-operation
between the various bodies concerned in
dealing with soldiers’ problems. The
case in point was that of Pte. H. S.
Liddell. This young man had suffered
disturbance on two occasions
his enlistment, but this fact
was not discovered at the time he
wag examined before being taken on
the strength. He served in France for
a period of about a year. Bleven months
after his discharge the mental trouble
reappeared and he was admitted to a
D. S. C. R. hospital. This was in the
year 1920. At that time it was unani-
mously agreed that his condition had
been exaggerated at least 26 per cent.
because of his war service. Two years
later another outbreak of this trouble
took place, but this time the depart-
ment declined to do anything, claiming
that it was a pre-enlistment condition.

The soldier's mother had been living
with him, but was away for some time
and on her return found that her son
been deported to England. The
case was appealed to the federal appeal
board, which upheld the claim of Lid-
dell to institutional care, but the de-
partment reappealed. In the meantime
Mrs. Liddell had accepted deportation
in order to be with her son in Eng-
land. Later pension :was;denied Lid-
dell on the ground that his mental
condition existed before enlistment.

Mr. Shaw said that this man had
been accepted for service. It seemed
remarkable that his mental condition
was not discovered at the time he was
accepted.

WANTS DOCTORS.

Dr. Murray McLaren (Con,, St. John)
instanced the appointment of a man
who was not a medical doctor to the
position of superintendent of St. Anne
De Bellevue Hospital. This policy of
appointing ‘laymen’ to administrative
positions of this kind was causing much
concern among the medical profession
in Canada.

Hon. R. J. Manion (Con., Fort Wil-
llam) spoke of the widespread impres-
sion that the administrative branch
of the department was overstaffed.

Mr. and Mrs. Mowatt were much
touched in Hwai King by the pitiable
condition of many thousands of women
living in poverty in dark windowless
mud huts, without hope and often with-
out food. Mrs. Mowatt began to teach
a few of these women embroidery and
fancy sewing, and some of these goods
were sent home to Montreal, where
they found ready sale through the kind
offices of the women's missionary so-
cieties, and other organizations. More
goods were forwarded from China and
these disappeared very qulickly, the
money being sent back to the mission
at Hwai King for distribution. The
supply was further Increased and be-
came 80 large that a space was rented
in the Mount Royal Hotel in Montreal
and a store was opened on Bloor street
west, in Toronto. Goods were also sent
West to Winnipeg.

| of the church at home and abroad is
being carried on under the burden of
a debt. The denomination, like others
of the world, went behind in the war
period and in the period following the
war in the era of depression, which has
not yet passed. The possibilities of
humanitarian work are so large both
at home and abroad that the officers of
the church are constantly under pres-
sure to assume new obligations and
| when mo.ey ocomes in freely the hope
is entertained that funds will continue
to be provided in the same way. This
hope again proved fallacious in recent
vears, and it has been necessary to re-
duce expenditures in the past few years.

In the calendar year 1923 the total
gifts to the church, including special
contributions to deficits, were $1,461,307,
and the total disbursements were
$1,431,630. The debt at the beginning of
the year 1924 was $328,881. There was,
therefore, an apparent reduction in the
debt of $29,666.

The church spends roughly about
$600,000 a year on home missions and
about $550,000 a year on foreign mis-
gions. The balance goes to the theolog-
ical colleges, of which there are eight,
to the aged and infirm ministers’ fund,
costs of general administration, ete. The
givings of the congregations in the year
1923 showed an increase of $21,462 over
1922 and of $129,790 over 1921. The ot-
ficial organ of the denomination states
that the loyalty and generosity of the
membership ofthe church under trying
and unsettled conditions are worthy of
all praise.

Arrangements for the billeting of the
700 commissioners, committee men and
special officers of the assembly was to-
day practically completed. The billet-
ing committee under R, G. McKay had
a difficult task and accommodation has
been secured for the entire number.

Southern Ontario Company Ap-
plies To Board of Reference |

'HEARING AT ST. THOMAS.

District From Raleigh To Dor-
chester Is Aﬁected'_ 5

ST. THOMAS, May 30.—The hearing
of the appleation of the Southern On-
tario Gas Company, Limited, for per-
mission to raise its rates for natural
gas to consumers from Raleigh Town-
ship to the Township of North Dor-
chester, including the Village of Dor-
chester and also Rodney, Dutton, West
Lorne and Highgate, was opened before

the Ontario Board of Reference in. the’

courthouse this morning and promises
to continue for two or three days.. .

This is probably the most Important
gas rate hearing of the year and -
nicipal representatives are in attendance
from all over Western Ontario, The
increases asked are double the -present

rates in some instances. West Lorne,
which at present is charged 50 cents,
would be required to pay 69 cents per
1,000 cubic feet, with 86 cents fixed for
the five-year period and $1.10 for the
10-year period: The company is seeking
to boost Rodney’s rate from 50 cents to
68 cents, with 85 cents fixed for a five-
year period, and $1.09 for a 10-year, and
Dutton’s rate froin 55 cents to 73 cents
with 90 cents for the five-year perfod
and $1.15 the average required for the
10-year period. i

Dunwich, at present paying 28 cents,
is being asked to pay 73 cents with 90
cents given as the average rate re-
quired for the five-year period and $1.15
for the 10-year period. Southwold, at
present paying 35, 60 and 60 cents, is
being asked to pay a uniform rate of
77 cents with 96 cents being fixed as
the average rate required for the five
yvears and $1.23 for 10 years.

The British
Government will now await an invita-
tion from Poincare's successor before
reopening megotiations in regard to'the
Dawes report. Edouard Herriot is con-
fidently expected here to become the
next premier of France. and the opin-
ion held in official quarters is that he
will act quickly in this connectlon.

OPPOSITION DISAPPOINTED.: ,

Last night's Parliamentary division.
when Liberal support thwarted the
Conservatives’ effort to overthrow tha
Goyvernment on the unemployment
issue, followed the lines anticipated by
the Government whips, although the
Opposition falled to poll as many votes
as they had expected. Ramsay Mac-
Donald, it now seems pretty deflnitelv
assured. will continue to occupy Downe
ing street for many months to come,
although the Conservatives may be ree
lied upon to continue their attacks.
