Detroit river points, such as Wind­
sor, Walkerville and Sandwich are 
most unsatisfactory, and :

“Whereas the opening of the pro­
posed Detroit river bridge will great­
ly augument the tourist and other 
traffic through Ontario, and :

“Whereas it seems opportune that 
the communication through the St.
