—-THE so-called parliament of religions,
which recently met in Chicago, in conjunc-
tion with the world’s fair, must have been a
remarkable gathering in many respects.
This was the first time in the history of the
world that representatives of the various
religions ever met in a solemn conclave to
discuss in a friendly way their different
systems of religion. Here, for the firat time,
learned representatives of the oriental faiths
met on the same platform, and entered into
friendly discussion with the representatives
of the Christian faith, Mohammedans and
Buddists, Parsees and Christians compared
notes and di d the fund tal pﬂn.

an illness of only a few days, passed away;
and though his fiokne- was known to be of
& moat serious nature to the attending pby-
sician and his immediate relatives, it seemed
almost incredible to his many fellow-citizens
that such a fatality could have occurred, as
it was only about & week previous that he
and his wife had returned from a trip to the
World’s Fair at Chicago, both delighted
with their visit, and apparently in most
excellent health. Shortly after arriving
home, however, Mr. Murdoch was taken
with pneumonia, the result of a severe cold,
contracted while on his return journey; and,
notwithstanding every effort put forth to
prolong his life, he succumbed to the some-
what Pronlent and fatal malady, perfectl

ciples of each system. For three weeks
these nieetings continued, and three sessions
were held daily. Prominent clergymen who
attended from this province say that the
meetingswere extremely interesting through-
out, while towards the close of the parlia-
thent they were intensely so. According to
the conditions under which the convention
was held, no criticism of any system of re:
ligion was allowable, although this condition
was violated to a greater or less extent. It
was to be more in the nature of a comparison
of religions, and as a result we now sce
some of our leading ministers who attended,
frankly acknowledging in the press that
¢ Christianity has not a monopoly of the
trath,” but that there are in the systems of
the oriental world many things that are
e¢ommendable and much that is common to
our system. Oriental speakers claimed, and
very forcibly so, that the best test of any
religion is in the character of the men it
makes, and they pointed to the reverence,
the self-sacrifice and loyalty to duty of the
eastern people.

As was very reasonable to suppose would
be the case, the convention has given rise
to much criticism on the part of men who
stand high in the Christian world. Some
have condemned it as a farce, got up in the
sacred name of religion, for the purpose of
assisting in attracting a crowd and adding
to the curiosities of the fair. Others claim
that it is dishonoring te the christian religion
for her prominent representatives to coun-
tenance, fraternize with and make equalsof,
the priests and teachers of heathen nations;
and they ask, if there is so much truth in
what these people teach, why should we
spend wiillions in missionary undertakings in
trying“o convert the people of those lands
to our faith. Whatever opinion may be
entertained as to the practic 1 results of this
parliament of religions, it was certainly a
strange and original affair,

—Ir is a strange alliance surely, that be-
tween Russia and France—the one the most
sutocratic and arbitrarily governed nation
of Europe, and"the other the most demo-
cratic. Between the absolution of the
Rassian Czar, and the freedom—amounting
almost to unbridled license, of the French
republican system of government—there is
certainly a great gulf. Yet, there is un-
doubtedly a coalition between the two gov-
ernments and a warm friendship between the
two people, which bas to be taken seriously
into account by the statesmen of other coun-
tries. The nation that goes to war with
France will have to fight Russia as well,
and vice versa.

On the other hand is the triple alliance
between Germany, Austria-Hungary and
Italy, each of which has undertaken to assist
the others in the event of attack from a
fourth power. Great Britain bas thus far
kept aloof from both of these combinations,
while her sympathies to some extent have
undoubiedly been with the triple alliance.

The reception given to the Russian fleet
last week, and the frantiz demonstrations of
welcome everywhere given to the Russian
officers and crew by the French people of
all classes, were watched with interest by
the whole of Europe. To offset any effect
this demonstration might have, the English
fleet has been paying a visit to Italy at the
same time, and it has been shown to what
extent the splendid navies of these two
nations surpass in pumbers and armament
those of France and Russia.

While such manceuvres may be interesting
to wateh, still, in the hands of the men who
now wield the destinies of Europe, these
fleets and armies are dangerous playthings,
and somebody is going to get hurt with them
some of these days.

~—THE annual convention of the prohibition
party of the maritime provinces which met
at Sussex, N. B., last week, appears to have
been a tame affuir througbout. The pub-
lished reports give the names of six dele-
gates in attendance from this province, a
pvamber w0 small as to indicate but little
interest in the third party movement among
the people of Nova Scotia. And, indeed,
while the people seem so strongly wedded to
the two old parties, any attempt to establish
a third is likely to prove unsuccessful. And,
while this is so, the place for the true tem-
perance man’is in the ranks of one or the
other of these parties, particularly when
party conventions are being held, and candi-
dates chosen. This is the place where the
temperance men can make their influence
felt io a way which is likely to lead to some
practical results. By insisting that sound
temperance men only be chosen as candi-
dates, they can do more toward sending the
right kind of men to parliament than by
years of effort in the fruitless task of creat-
ing a third party. The prohibitionists of
the United States have been running candi-
dates for various offices for the‘last twenty
or thirty years, but they have not yet suc-
ceeded in electing either a president, vice-
president, senator, member of the house of
representatives, or the governor of any
state; while the instances are numerous
where they have helped to defeat a sound
temperance man in one of the old parties,
by dividing the temperance vote, and thus
doing the cause they profess to have mso
much at heart a great deal of harm.

The death of John P. Murdoch has left a
vacancy in our community which will be
felt for.an indefinite period of time, and once
more impresses us with the scriptural pas-
sage ‘‘in the midst of life we are in death.”
