To the Editor of the Monitor:

Dear Six,—I perused with much interest
and some surprise Mr. Andrews’ article on
prohibition-pledged candidates, which ap-
peared in your issue of Feb. 27th.

I regard the letter as a candid expression
of ‘honest opinions, but do not think the
arguments are logical or theconclusions valid,

Tu the first place he states that, pending
the decision of the Privy Council as to
whether the central or local parliaments
possess prohibitory powers, immediate pro-
hibition is impossible. Quite true, perhaps:
but even if the immediate enforcement of
such a law be impossible, it must be remem-
bered that immediate steps must be taken
to secure its future enforcement. Mr.
Andrews also draws the conclusion that be-
cause the Privy Council's decision has not
yet been made known it would be unwise to
send men pledged to prohibition to parlia-
ment. We cannot see it thus, We think
that pledged men must be sent to both
Dominion and local houses, even if the judi-
cal committee of the Privy Council have not
given their decision; and the reason is plain.
Suppose that the decision should declare
that prohibitory powers belonged to Ottawa
and there were no pledged members there.
Do you think there would be much chance
for the enactment of a law of such character?
It wonld simply mean that nothing could be
done until the next election, which means a
loss of perhaps eight or ten years. Thesame
thing applies also to the local parliaments;
but I speak mainly at present of the central
parliament because of the probable nearness
of the election. In short, we must have
men pledged to prohibition in both Dominion
and proviacial houses, so that wherever the
Privy Council may place the responsibility
of prohibition there will we have men ready
to act accordingly. We must not delay
action, for the cause which hesitates is on
the verge of ruin.

Secondly, Mr. Andrews says: *‘ We ought
not to ask of a candidate what we are un-
willing todo ourselves.” Thatistrue. But
is such a thing being done? Having faith in
the honesty of the electors of Annapolis
county, I must answer, **No.” The prohi-
bition voters of the county first pledged
themselves in number to support pledged
candidates; then they simply require the
candidates to take the same pledge which
they themselves bave taken. i)s there any-
thing unfair in this? Or are we to think
thay those voters who take such a pledge are
all hypocrites? Is this a proper thing to
insinuate about the electors of Aunmnapolis
county? Surely a second thought will con-
vince Mr. Andrews to the contrary.

In his third argument against pledging
candidates, your above-named correspondent
states on the authority of Edmund Burke
that it is unconstitutional to send pledged
men to parliament. Every one acknowled-
ges the greatness, true and substantial of
Burke. He possessed a marvellously com-
prehensive intellect, but for all that he was
capable of saying some very unwise things.
In his pamphlet against the French Revolu-
tion, for instance, he writes that ** Vice loses
half its evil by losing all its grossness.” A
fine morality truly! But few great states-
men are great moralists. Besides this Burke
is by no means an infallible authority on the
British constitution, as some of his dogmas
bear witness. Kor example: he propounded
the amazing principle that ‘“our ancestors
at the time of the Revolution of 1688 had a
right to bind both themselves and their pos-
terity to perpetual adherence to the exact
order of things then established,” an absurd
and monstrous principle, strikiag at the very
foundation of responsible representative gov-
ernment by doing away with all its legisla
tive powers and leaving only its executive
and judicial rights. Mr. Andrews’quotation
trom Burke contains an equally absurd prin
ciple. If it is unconstitutional to send
pledged men to_parliament, party govern
mnent of true representative government is
impossible.. A pledge (see dictionary) is a
surety, a promise to perform a specified
thing.. Then are not all the men sent to
parliament pledged men? Do not the nomi
nees of each party promise or pledge them-
selves to work for the principles of their
party? Do you think that the conservatives
would support a candidate who would not
promise to support the National Policy?
And the same with the liberals, although
their policy wears a misty veil. All respon-
sible and representative government is car-
ried by men pledged to their electors to
support a certain policy. Without such
pledges the people would not be the ruling
power at all, and the government would be
really irresponsible absolutism. If, then,
the conservatives, Lhe liberals, and the
patrons have the just right of getting mem-
bers elected who promise to support their
policies, surely the prohibition electors can
claim the same rights. It is useless to talk
about representatives being perfectly free
agents. “The people of no party evéfelect
representatives to do as they please. Such
men would not be representing the wishes of
the pzople at all. Prohibitionists of both
parties demand the recognition of their prin
ciple and its enforcement, in the same way
that other electors demand the recognition
and enforcement of their principle.

Fourthly, Mr. Andrews states that by the
system of pledging mewmbers, prohibitionists
are harting their cause, for the reason that
a man thas pledged would run great risk .of
defeat. This means (1) To be elected is
everything, no matter by whut means; if
good pledges will help you in this take
them; it they will not do not. (2) The end
justifies the means with candidates. (3) Pro
ibition will gain headway by electing men
who will in no way promise to support it.
(4) The electors of Annapolis county are
hypocrites and will not vote according to
their pledges. (5) That a great majority of
the electors of Annapolis county are rum
mies and are opposed to prohibition, although
in the plebiscite they expressed themselves
differently.

However it be, the people are to judge
for themselves and decide accordingly, for
in the motto of your excellent paper, salus
populi suprema lex est.  PROHIBITIONIST.

To the Editor of the Monitor:

DeAR Sir,—My friend Andrews has writ-
ten you a letter advising people to hesitate
before signing the pledges for electors to
vote only for a candidate who will pledge
himself to vote for the immediate prohibi-
tion of the liquor trafiic irrespective of party.
I respect my friend’s opinion and think that
he has stated his case very well, but all the
same I do not agree with him. He might
have gone farther in showing the impossi-
bilivy of passing immediately a prohibition
law, for the house is not in session. How-
ever words need to be interpreted fairly ac-
cording vo their spirit. There may be rea-
sons which would make it better for the law
when passed not to come into effect for some
months, but we want to have an honest ef-
fort looking toward that end and not a policy
of *“good Lord good devil” like we have had
for years. Because there may be some doubt
just now about the jurisdiction of provincial
parliaments on this question, is that a
reason why prohibitionists should sit with
their hands folded for another four or five
years? Should they not rather be in a posi
tion to make use of the opportunity when it
comes? We do not ask our legislators to do
that which the courts decide to be ulira
vires. However, if I mistake not, there is
no question of the power of the Dominion to
pass & prohibitory law, but only whether
the local houses may prohibit the sale in
their provinces.

Electors are not asking their representa-
tives to do what they are not willing' to do.
They show by signing these pledges that
they are willing to vote for prohibition, ir-
respective of party. To say that an elector
is going to break his pledge is not the ques-
tion: we can only take men at their word,
whether electors or representatives, and I
hope the word of a temperance elector will
prove true. Those who started this move-
ment did so in good faith, I believe, and deal
with others on this principle.

Parties may be rresirablP and necessary,
but they become a curse if they bind men
hand and foot to forward the interest of the
party rather than those of the country. I
believe if we return honest prohibitionists to
parliament it will do more than the support
of either of the great parties in itself in puri-
fying politics. T do not mean to say that
it will be sufficient, but we can risk the
country in their hands as readily as in those
of fettered party men. Then the question
of prohibition is of far more importance
whether from a commercial cr moral stand-

oint than either that of Protection or Free

rade. If the 45,000,000 dollars a year
that are now spent in this Dominion for
liquor were set free to purchase things use-
ful, much more woald to the pros-
perity of the country ﬂnn«eithc»ﬁlﬁlﬁgenl
or Conservative policies can do.

prohibition should form one of the planks in
the platform of all cundidates,” and would
like it if it should also be inserted into that
of the great parties. It would certainly be
very wrong if candidates should pledge them-
selves to forward private interests; but do
we send men to parlisment to do their own
sweet wills only or the will of their consti-
tuents?

Surely it is not the case in Annapolis
county that for every ten votes given by
men pledged to vote for a prohibition candi-
date only, a candidate taking a pledge to
vote for immediate prohibition, irrespective
of party, would lose twenty votes of those
who could not see eye to eye with prohibit-
jonist. I have been led to believe that the
temperance sentimen®, in this county is very
strong. Perhaps no one in the county is in
a much better place to know public senti-
ment than the present member of parliament,
and heis reported to have said in a speech
delivered in the House of Commons, *‘1 say
she people of Annapolis are educated up to

rohibition; they are ready for prohibition.”

‘rom all these facts, as well as many others
that might be sighted, I think electors should
not hesitate in signing the pledges that are
being circulated and voting accordingly, so
that the candidates may see that we mean
business when we ask them to give their
best efforts in bringing about the immediate
prohibition of the liquor traffic.

Sir,—Through the medium of your journal
I have to ask the privilege of expressing my
views in reference to the present position of
the liberal party in this county, in what
seems to be a change of base to meet the de-
mands of the prohibitionists, or what will
really be a change of base should they elect
Mr. Spurr, the nominee of the liberal dele-
gates at the Bridgetown Convention, held on
the 26th inst.

(2) *That we the members of the several
churches and temperance societivs of Annapolis
county, represented at this convention, pledge
ourselves to support such candidates, and such
candidates only, as will vote for, and refuse to
support any candidates who will not pledge
themselves to work and vote for the immediate
prohibition of the liquor traflic, regardless of
the attitude of their parties, and no matter
what may be the consequences to their p:
and who will not so declare their principles

urpose in this respect lxllblicl_\ when address-
ing the people, and also in the newspapers pub-
lished in the county.”

The second resolution as passed, has been
accepted and endorsed by Mr. Spurr, nominee
of the liberal convention, and by this act of
his we find our party standiog on a different
platform, and the old principles for which
we have fought so long and held so dear,
have all been subordinated to the importance
of testing the experiment of a prohibitory
law. To those temperance men of the liberal
party, who think it wise to make the passing
of the prohibitory law the first plank in their
platform, I have but little to say; it is their
daty to work for and endeavor to secure the
election of their candidate; but I, for one,
although most decidedly a temperance man,
will not subordinate my party principles to
the testing of a costly experiment, and I
farther object to have a liberal candidate
pledged to a course by which he may be
obliged at any moment, by a skilfully devised
resolution, to vote against and defeat the
very party or government he has been elected
to support.

The liberal party in this dominion for the
last ten or twelve years have been ostensibly
contending for principles of which we all
claim to be proud. We helieve in free trade
We want the right of buying and selling
where we can buy and sell to the best ad-
vantage. We object to class legislation or
any protection save that which comes inci
dentally. We profess to believe in purity of
administration, that principle should be
placed before party. If we are to remain
united we must still hold to those principles
first, and not consider them secondary to
either sentiment or experiment. In time,
o doubt, a probibitory law will be passed;
but the time is not now, when the genius of
the incoming government will be fully taxed
to make up our present deficit.

1f a liberal government should be formed
on the above priuciples and should hesitate
in the face of a falling revenue and declining
values to favorably consider for the time the
passing of a prohibitory law, and although it
could be shown that in addition to four or
five millions of dollare of a deficit we would
have to provide for eight or ten millions
more, by the passing of a prohibitory law,
and that it would be absolately disastrous to
favorably consider such a law, it would all
be of no avail. Our pledged prohibitionists,
if occasion requires, would be bound to vote
non-confidence and defeat the government.

Iﬂm a (cmperance man and want to see
temperance men elected, men whose breath
will never be polluted by the smell of liquor
at Ottawa or elsewhere, but I object to pro
hibitionists pledged as is our nominee, and
unless there be some modification of this
cast-iron pledge, I, and many others will be
found withholding our votes at the coming
election.

DeAR SIR,—A party to the recent Tem-
perance movement in Lawrencetown in a
meeting which has resulted in a vigorous
political temperance organization in this
county, I have been requested to answer the
criticism on our action made in your last is-
sue by Mr. Frank Andrews. I have always
entertained great respect for Mr. Andrews’
opinions, for I have always thought them
sincere. He is no doubt governed by con-
victions in this instance, but is surely upon
untenable ground. Against the object of our
movement—the pledging of candidates for
representation in parliament to support
aims at temperance legislation under all cir-
cumstances, he thinks it not timely, inconsis-
tent with what the elector is called upon in
the way of a pledge, incorrect in principle,
and a losing policy for the candidate which
complies with its demand.

1t is true that a number of difficulties are
in the way of the immediate enactment of a
prohibitory liquor law ; but are they unsur-
mountable? The enactment of such a law
and all the provisions for its being worked
are but parts of the great work. The imme-
diate undertaking is begun in the party
caucas which nominates men to make, change
and promote the administration of law. The
exact time of its triumph depends upon the
pumber of Canadian electors who have con-
victions strong enough to stimulate them to
wise and energetic action, The late Sir
John MacDonald and the late Sir John
Thompson, two most astute statesmen, and
recently Minister Haggart, are on record as
stating that when the prohibition people
send sufficient pronounced prohibition repre-
sentatives to parliament, then we will have
prohibition and not until then. Here is a
call for all prohibitionists who wish to sec
progress on this line.

If it were the custom to elect men for
political honors who are leaders in the re-
form we seek, and of whom we have no
doubts about their convictions,. then no
pledge would be thought of. It is, I am
aware, a reproach upon present conditions
which some may resent. But what are the
conditions all over America which conscien-
tious people have to grapple with? D. B.
Eaton, the great civil service reformer, re-
cently said,—

“We have seen a class of politicians become
Eowurful in high places all over America, who

ave not taken (and who by nature are not qua-
lified to take) any large part in the social and
educational life of the people. Politics have
tended more and more to become a trade or se-
parate occupation.”

Under present conditions, it must of
necessity be the reformers, who have, against
difficulties and discouragements, fought the
cause up to popularity bound in duty to
give the representative back-bone to carry
him through his parliamentary term.

Just now a great educational work is going
on in England under the superintendence of
Cardinal Vaughn upon this very line—the
education of the people to see the necessity
of securing by work in primaries represent-
atives who are in thorough sympathy with
the peoples’ aims, The politician who is
neither in sympathy with oar principles and
is not pledged is in a good position to gam-
ble with them.

The Boston Herald recently said, in stim-
ulating a band of reformers,—

“We must put a public sentiment back of
our representatives strong enough to hold them
to their work before they either will or can ac-
comp) anything. ese were found in the
early days of the anti-slavery struggle, men

to stand, knowing they would be beaten

even to defeat uufduéay their el
were, for the sake of s t is for

the reformers to say themselves if they will act

time for Annapglis to take higher ground in
its political actign. It cannot have a better
opportunity. Sugely the splendid array of
clergymen at the present moment doing ser-
vice for this great cause must count for
something. Are we to lose faith in God?
He is for the right, but let us come up to
his help.

(George William Curtis said, a few years
ago, to a band of his fellow-laborers in re-
form,--

“ He is the most practical politician who
shows his fellow-citizens, as the wise old sailor
told his shipmates, that God has somehow so
fixed the world that a. man can afford to do
abont right. Take from the country at this
moment the enlightened power which is con-
temned as romantic and sentimental, and you
take from the army its general, from the shi
its compass, from national action its moral
mainspring, It is not the demagogue and the
shouting rabble, it is the people heeding the
word of the thinker and the lesson of experi-
ence which secures the welfare of the common-
wealth and enlarges human liberty. If Ameri-
ca's intelligence and morality does not_carry
the election to-day it determines the policy of
te-morrow.”

in one mass. Barrels of petroleam that
were orginally intended to be used in burn-
ing villages were poured into the pit and set
on fire. The flames failed to consume the
mass, and a hill-stream was then dammed
and diverted from its course, but even this
failed to wash away the evidence of the
massacre. Now the remains sre being re-
moved piecemeal,

The details of this massacre, in which,
after promising imperial protection, the
Turks escorted the Armenians a distance
from the camp before slaying them, are
sickening and most fiendish. The Bulgarian
atrocities seem wild in comparison with these
savage horrors, which are amply confirmed
by numerous independent eye-witnesses.
The fugitives were pursued and butchered.
Some, however, escaped and went to Mush
to testify liefore the commission appointed
to investigate the outrages. They were
seized and imprisoned on various pretexts.
Spies and policemen stalked the highways
and pounced upon any Armenian who was
suspected of an intention to testify.
