Spanish government of this conclusion. The 
president and his cabinet advisers held two 
extended sessions to day, one at 10.30 a. m. 
and another at 3 p. m., at which the report 
was considered in detail. Members of the 
cabinet stated after the meeting that the dis­
cussion was of grave character and that 
never since the wrecking of the Maine has 
the situation seemed so critical. The Span­
ish government haa cabled officially to 
Washington that the Spanish naval com­
mission holds the disaster of the Maine to 
be of internal origin.

THE OFFICIAL REPORT.
Washington, March 27.—The Associated 

Press presents a complete abstract of the 
court of enquiry which investigated the 
wreck of the battleship Maine. This ab­
stract is made from the report itself, access 
to which was obtained to-day despite official 
secrecy unparalleled in t he handling of official 
papers.

The report is made^np of eight parts, as 
follows:

First—The co“urt find that at the time of 
the explosion the battleship Maine was lying 
in five and one half to six fathoms of water.

Second—The discipline aboard the ship 
was excellent; everything stowed according 
to orders—ammunition, guns, stores, etc. 
The temperature of the magaziues at 8 p. m. 
was normal, except in the after ten-inch 
magazine, and that did not explode.

Third—The explosion occurred at 9.40 
o’clock on the evening of February 15. 
There were two explosions with a very short 
interval between; the ship listed on the first 
explosion.

Fourth—The court can form no definite 
opinion of the condition of the wreck from 
the divers’ evidence.

Fifth—Technical details of wreckage from 
which court deduces that a mine was ex­
ploded under the ship on the poi

Sixth—The explosion was due 
of those on board.

Seventh—Opinion of the court stating that 
the explosion of the mine caused the explo­
sion of two magazines.

Eighth—The court declares that it cannot 
find evidence to fix the responsibility.

The report is unanimous and is signed by 
all the members of the court. It does not 
refer to the existence or non existence of 
mines in the harbor of Havana, except in 
the specific finding that a mine was exploded 
under the ship, aud the opinion that the ox 
plosion of the two magaziues was caused by 
the explosion of a mine.

The report as a whole ia a formal, dispas­
sionate recital of facts, and bears the stamp 
of that strict officialism which marks naval 
procedure. It is brief, not exceeding 1800 
words, ^ind among the eight parts, goes to 
the greatest length under the second head­
ing, which deals with the discipline and or­
der on the ship. This the court specifies 
with extreme minuteness, the least detail of 
the satisfactory condition of everything on 
board being given.

The normal temperature of the large for­
ward magazines at 8 o’clock, only an hour 
and forty minutes before the explosion, dis­
poses of the question of accidental combus­
tion within those magazines.

Long ere the 
storm subsided many of the unfortunate fel­
lows had succumbed to the terrible cold and 
exposure. Those who did not were terribly 
frostbitten and suffered excruciating pain. 
The hunters who had not gone from the 
ship managed to escape the perils of the storm 
and return to it before the ice floe drifted

The long night passed slowly and at day 
break all available men were dispatched in 
search of the missing men. They found 
them huddled in groups, frozen corpses. For 
hours the search was kept up until the dead 
were recovered and reverently borne to the 
ship. Twenty-six corpses were found upon 
the ice.

Most of the hunters who met this awful fate 
on the treacherous ice floes are married men 
with large families, who are thus deprived of 
all visible means of support.

London, March 26 —The Pekin corres­
pondent of the Times says : China on Wed­
nesday agreed to all the Russian demands. 
The following are the concessions :

A lease of Port Arthur for twenty-five 
years aa a fortified naval base.

A lease of Talien-Wan for twenty five 
years, as an open port and as the terminus 
of the Trans-Manchurian Railway, with a 
right of fortification and the right for the 
Russians to construct a railway from Petuna 
(in Manchuria on the ^uugari River), to 
Talien-Wan and Port Arthur on the same 
terms as stipulated in the case of the Trans- 
Manchurian Railway.

China retains nominal sovereign rights 
which, however, she is powerless to assert, 
the lease being equivalent to cession.

It would be possible 
to afford considerable relief and also to pro­
long life by surgical means if Mr. Gladstone 
were younger, but his heart already threatens 
failure to perform its functions, and the 
surgeons are of the opinion that the adminis­
tration of an:v3thetics would result in im­
mediate death. The only relief possible is 
that afforded by opiates and other palliatives. 
These will be used freely as the disease pro­
gresses, for, although they tend to shorten 
life, it is the wise judgment of the physicians 
and the family alike that they would not be 
justified in seeking to prolong the agony, 
which has already led the aged sufferer to 
express a pitiful longing for death. The pain 
has now continued for six months, and al­
though it is somewhat less acute than it was 
a few weeks ago, the strength and vitality 
of the patient’s wonderful constitution are 
sadly drained.

The end, when it comes, will be from failure 
of the heart’d action rather than from the 
direct ravages of the terrible malady. It is 
hardly probable that it will be long delayed.

The Egyptian Campaign.

Atbara, on the Nile, March 24.—An An 
glo-Egyptian cavalry patrol was in coptact 
with a large party of Dervisb horsemén on 
M onday, eleven miles up the river. A smart 
engagement took place, in which hand-to- 
hand encounters with spears occurred, and 
the Dervishes were driven back. The horse 
artillery went to the support of the Anglo- 
Egyptian cavalry aud shelled the Dervishes 
at fifteen hundred yards, doing considerable 
execution. The Anglo Egyptian loss was 
seven men killed and eight men wounded. 
The patrol returned to Rashudi before mid­
night, bringing the wounded. No British 
officers were wounded.

A farce of 400 Dervish cavalry appeared a 
few miles from here on Tuesday morning. 
It was met by a squadron of cavalry and a 
force of Soudanese, who drove off the Der­
vishes with considerable loss following them 
some miles beyond Abadar. Mahmoud’s 
main force occupies the same position.
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
