Apples for Glasgow.

To the Fruit Growers of Nova Scotia.

GENTLEMEN.—I am now gelecting seventy
five one bushel boxes of icommercial varie-
ties of apples to be put in cold storage
in Montrea! on November 1st, and exhibic-
ed permanently in Glasgow, Scotland, in
1901. Every fruit grower in Nova Scotia
knows the value of this ezhibit to himself—
being in the only copntry which at present
afforde us a ready market free from all
duties—and without this market apple
growingin Nova Scotia would not be pro-
fitably” conducted, hence the necessity of
making onr spples favorably known in every
town and hamlet in Great Britain.

As was iliustrated at the recent exhibit in
Halifay this year, apples from counties
othethan iings and Annapolis were equal,
if n®superior in color, favor and growth,
and I am anxious that every county in the
province should be represented in this Glas-
gow exhibit, and if some fruit grower in each
county will select say two dozen each of the
best varieties hereafter named and pack them
carefully in a box or barrel, with sufficient
excelsior or any chaff among them to pre-
vent any possibility of bruising, and for-
ward at once to me at Wolfville, all charges
and freight prepaid, I will pay at the rate of
82 per barrel, and see that they are exhibit-
ed in the name of the grower and county
forwarding them,

As time is short they must be forwarded
the week, and notify me at once. The
varities selected for exhibit are Gravensteins,
Baldwins, Ribston, N. Spy, Fallawater, Ben
Davis, King of Tompkins. No others,

By letters recently received from Dr.
Saunders at Paris we are pleased to know
that our exhibit of apples of 1899 crop there
are now—after being in cold storage for
eleven months, being exbibited perfect in
flavor, color and texture, and are the admira-
tion of the assembled world—and have re-
ceived the highest awards

Packing Apples for Export.

So much has been said and written about
the importance of packing apples carefully
and honestly that it might almost seem like
a useless repetition to refer to the subject
again. Yet the conditions this year are
somewhat unusual and it is therefore worth
while to study them with -unusual care.
The facts are about as follow: The world’s
crop of apples is an exceptionally large one,
perhaps the largest in the history of the in
dustry, and this in spite of the large quanti-
ties that were blown from the trees during
the recent high wind. On the other hand
the crop of Nova Scotia is probably not so
large as last year and certainly not of as
high quality. The black spot has been uns
usually prevalent the past season, and apple-
are spotted and cracked as they have not
been for some years, snd everyone who has
ever had the least experience in packing
such fruit knows that it is well nigh impos
sible, even with the best of intentions, to
exclude all unsound fruit. As a resultof all
this our Nova Scotian growers will have
more rivals against whom they must com-
pete in the English markets, yet the goods
which they offer will not be up to the usual
standard in quality.

In view of this fact it behooves every
orchardist to sort and pack his apples with
unusual care and to send forward only the
best. It is quite probable that he will re-
ceive as much money for his crop if he ships
only those that are sound and unblemished,
packing them as No. 1's and 2's (it is & mis-
take to send unsound fruit or *‘drops” as No.
2's or any other number) and disposes of the
less desirable grades in local markets and at
canning establishments. And it is undoubt
edly true that by so doing the reputation of

| Nova Scotia frujt will be kept at its present
| high standard, and the future prospects of

the -trade thereby improved. Indeed some
growers, whose opinion is entitled to great

| respect, have gone 8o far as to say that it
| would in the end be better for the apple
| growers if the present crop could be destroy-

ed altogether. This may be taking a pee-
simistic view of the situation yet it un-
doubtedly rests upon the growers themselves

| to determine how much ground there is for
| this opirnion.

Adother feature of the question is worthy
of careful thought. The large crop and

| comparatively low price of apples will mean

that they will find their way into England
and other European countries which have

| not Keretofore received any Capadian fruit.

If these trial shipments shall open in attrac-

| tive condition there will be a demand for
| more, and this demard will continue another

season even though prices may be somewhat
But if these first shipments of our

fruit shall prove poor, dishonestly packed

| and generally unsatisfactory, the result will

be that we shall have no further demand
from that quarter either this year or in future
years, at least till this first impression has
been removed.

What is to be the result of this year’s
eales? Flair prices for our fruit, an enlarging
of our markete, and bright prospects for the
futare, or a demoralized market this year
and & prejudice against our fruit which it
will take years to cvercome? It is the fruit
growers themeelves who must answer this
question!

Miner's Convention.

Scranton, Pa., Oct. 13.— The miner’s con-
vention adopted the following resolution and
adjourned sine die:

“We would recommend that this conven-
tion accept theten per cent advance, pro-
vided the operators will continue its pay-
ment until April 1, 1901, and will abolish
the sliding scale in Lehigh and Schuylkill
regions. The scale of wages in the two last
named districts to remain stationary at ten
per cent above the present basis prize, and
that the compinies agree to adjust other
grievances complained of with committees of
their own employes. Should this proposition
be unacceptable to the operators, we recom-
end that the convention propose that all ques-
tions at issue be submitted to a fair andim-
partiul board of arbitration.

“We would further recommend that under
no circumstances whatever shall there be a
resumption of work at &ny collieries until
the operators signify their acceptance of this
proposition and you are notified officially
that the strike is ended and all return to
work in a body on the same day.”

Grateful to Colonials.

Capetown, Oct. 16.—The Congress of the
South African League today adopted ‘a res-
olution approving the government’s policy
and the ‘splendid services’ of Sir Alfred
Milner and tendering sincere thanks to the
colonies for the ‘imperial spirit. which
prompted them to send troops to South
Africa.’

During the course of his address, Mr.
Rhodes said :

‘Now that the battle is over the disputes
on the origin of the war ought to cease.
The race question must be subordinated.

The league should support three points,
the'supremacy of the flag, equal rights, and
show the Dutch that there is no feeling
against them. Having won what it is
entitled to, the league ought to demonstrate
that the interests of the race are the same.
Then there will be great hope for the coun-
try.’

Losses In Apples by the Storm,

The serious damage to apples in many
parts ot the commercial orchard belt in the
United States, as a result of the furious and
persistent gale of early September, is, says
the American Agriculturist, not yet fully
measured. W hile first reports were in some
instances exaggerated, latest advices still
show beyond question that enormous quan-
tities of apples were blown from the trees,
returns coming in from apple sectione uni-
versally pointing out heavy losses. While
sheltered orchards and those on the eastern
slopesof hills escaped serious damage, advices
indicate that all the way from 10 per cent.
up to 60 and 7 and occasionally more of the
apples are on the ground. Reports as a rule
indicate 25 to 50 per cent. blown off the trees
in the territory from Lake Erie eastward.

GENTLEMEN,—I fell from a bridge leading
from a platform to a loaded car while assist-
iog my men in unloading a load of grain.
The bridge went down as well as the load on
my back, and I struck on the ends of the
sleepers, causing a serious injury to my leg.
