Baccalaureate Sermon

OIIONO, Maine, June §.—Showery
veather ushered in the thirty-sixth
annual commencement week at the
University of Maine, Saturday. The
baccalaureate sermon to the senior
class was delivered by Professor W.
Anthony, D. D. He spoke on “The
ideals of a Christian Society,” and
chose for his text Matthew xviii, 17:
“Tell it unto the church; but, if he
neglect to hear the church.”

“hristian ideals are regulative of
individuals, of institutions and of
society as a whol.,” he said. “Chris-
tlan society is fraternal. The second
great commandment ‘to love thy
neighbor as -thyself,’ is the com-
mandment to equalize, fraternize and
socialize humanity. Such love breaks
barriers, ignores distinction, obliter-
ates caste and schism. The home,
tie school, ‘the town meeting. the
city government, the state legisla-
ture, the national laws and the na-
tionalespirit, though they be as im-
perfect and reprehensble as the rank-
est critics may declare, are neverthe-
less other and better than they would
have been had there been no Chris-
tian society.
