THE BRAVE WOMEN OF
KENTUOKY.

Bryant's Station was one of the most
celebrated spots lu the annals of tho
“ Dark and Bloody Ground.,” Tho
stochade fort that once stood there was
frequently a rofuge from tho
savages in the early settlement
of thoe country, and its gallant
dofence by a handful of pioneers
against the Indians ot Ohlo was
one of the most desperate affairs
of the Indian wars of the West.
. . . . Tho Indians having
talled in surprising the Ken-
tucklans, attempted to decoy
them from their fastness by pre-
gonting themselves in small
pbodies before it. The whites
were too wise to risk a battle,
but the fort was. unbappily. not
supplled with water  They ®ere
aware that the enemy knew this
hey kpew, also. that their rvai
foree lay tno ambush near a
neighbouring spring, With the
bope of cutting off those who
ghould come to remedy tho de-
ficlency. But tho herolsm of a
woman may baffle the address of
a warrior. The fcmales of the
station determined to supply it
with water from this very
spring! But how ? They rea-
soned thus : The water must be
had. ‘The women are in the
babit of going for it every morn-
ing. If armed men now take
that duty upca them, the Indians
will think that their ambuscade
is discoveread, and instantly com-
mence the assault, If women
draw the water as usual, the In-
dians will not unmask their con-
cealed force, but will persevere
fn attempting to decoy the de-
fenders of the statlon without its
plckets. Tho feint succeeded.
The shots of the decoy party
were returned from onc side of
the fort, while the women jssued
from the other as it they appre-
hended no enemy in that quarter.
They advanced with composure
in a body to the spring, till they
were within point-blank shot of
five hundred warriors, The
slightest trepidation would have
betrayed them; but their nerves
did not shrink, and they walited
calmly for each other to fill their
pitchers.
