CHANGES IN THE FACULTY OE MEDICINE,
McGILL UNIVERSITY.

At the termination of. the last session of the Medical
Faculty of McGill University, Dr. Campbell, the Dean of
the Faculty and Professor of Surgery, announced his
intention to resign his Chair as a teacher in the school,
but said he would still remain in connection with the
Faculty and retain the Deanship. This action necessitated
a number of changes, and the following is a list of the
appointments, recently fnade by. the- Governors of -the
University:
