The l%cport of the Committee on the Widows and Orphans’ Fund was presented
and read by the Provost of Trinity College, the Convener of the Committee, who
moved, scconded by Rev. Dr. O'Meara, that the Report of the Committee on the
Widows and Orphans’ Fund be received and printed in the Church Chronicle
witha view to the consideration, at the next Quarterly Meeting of the Society, of
a By-law embedying the recommendations of the Report.—Carried. .
