be religious instruction. He was followed by

the Rev. Mr. Lloyd, Rector of the School,” who.

said that on coming to the parish he had been
impressed with the suitability of the placeforia

boy’s School, and the great lack of religious-in-{

struction in the public schools forced upon him
the necessity of a distinctly Church School. The
objects of the Institution were [1] To build up
a Christian character, [2] To give a good secu-
lar_education, and [3] to give a good physical
training. He pointed out the advantages which
Rothesay possessed owing to its nearness to St.
John and yet its sufficient removal therefrom to
be free from evil associations. He referred par-
ticularly also to the * House System” upon
which the Schoolis conducted, which made the
Schools life almost domestic. He also stated
that every morning the public services of the
Church were used and in the evening informal
family worship, the Bible and the Book of Com-
man Prayer being the standards.
