MANY friends of the géntleman ‘whe is to be the

principal Editor of * Tug New Epa” having strongly
encouraged him to enter the field of Journalism, in

"Canada, it devolves on him briefly to explain on

what principles the new Paper
publie,

It is to be called *Tue New Ers,” as an indjca-
tion of the time of its birth., This magniiicent Pro-
vince has evidently arrived at such an era ;—steam
by land and sea;- the sub-Atlantic Telegraph ;
the probable annexation to Canada of a babitable
region, larger than France and Ausiria combined ;
are facts which must give their own character to
the times in which they occur. In the onerous future,
which is to see the fair promises of the present fulill-
ed ormarred, Journalism will play an important part;
and we desire to have some share, however small, in
the labors and dutics it imposes. ’

Public interests are, commonly, either of a reli-
gious or of a political nature, and we shall briefly
state our views of both:— -

Questions sirictly, or mainly, religions—unless
forced upon the Press, under political or partizan
pretences,~—ought, it scems to us, to be carefully
avoided by the secular journslist. But, as of all Free-
dom’s gifts to man, none is so dear as the free domain
of his own .conscience, we shall cordielly concur
with wbatever party in the Province cnn give
the best guaranty that the freedom of conscience,
which now so bappily characterizes Canada, shall
be perpetually preserved.

For the Politics of *Tus New Bra,” we can only
say, in general, that we mean to make them such as
may best harmonize with the interests of United
Canadsa. Independence of dictation is essential to
ihe credit and usefalness of Journalism, and we shall
not hesitate to approve, nor to oppose, pacticular
measures, because of the personality of their authors,
whether in or out of office. To he governed by a
genuine liberality, and fo caltivate the same fecling
in the bearts of our readers, will be our chief aim in
denling with every questien of the day. By this de-
claration we desire to be judged hereafier.

Although the salutary custom of the Canadian
Press preserves the anonymity of its writers, it may
not bhe unhecoming for us to say that our readers
may expect rogular, or occasional, contributions
from Dr. Suesrrox Mackexzig, now of New York; Mr.
Epw. Wuirry, of the London Press, author of  Poli-
tical Portraits”; Mr. Epwarn Haves, Editor of the
% Jrish Ballads,” now in Australia; and some other
friends and corvespondents, whose nmmes are not 50
much pnblic property as those of the gentlemen just
named.
