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the Canadian sidé then outlined how it anticipated the implementation
of the Garrison project as eﬁvisaged at present would pollute the Souris
to the injury of health and property in Céxxac.ia. The U.S. side re-affirmed
its corzni tment to the obligations déscribed in Article IV of the Bourdary
Waters Treaty of 1909 and the CMm side welcomed this re-affirmation. .
Both sidés welcomed the opportunity to ha§e a'fuil discussion
concerning the Garrison proje.ét’and agreed that the dizensions of the
problen are now better understood within both Governents. - From the
discussion, it becazme clear that a furthér excmination of Qome' technical

aspects of the project is required and both sides undertook to pursue

" these in detail, In consequence, it was agreed that there will be

a further meeting late in the year to contimue the discussions amd to

seek a satisfactory resolution to the question of the Garrison Diversion
Unit, . _
