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residents of the City of Toronto in which they request the
Minister in charge of the post office ta intervene and find a
suitable location near Parliament for the Postal Museum in
order that the employees of the Postal Museum might continue
ta work during the transition perîod and, furthermore, that
they can continue ta provide the valuable service they have
provided in the past ta the people of Canada.

Mr. Simion de Jong (Regina East): Mr. Speaker, I wish to
present a petitian ta Parliament signed by numeraus Canadi-
ans residing in the City of Regina and several from the City of
Saskatoon, in fact residing in the constituency of the House
Leader of the Government Party. These Canadians are asking
Parliament, particularly the Government and the Minister
responsible for the post office, ta re-establish the National
Postal Museum so that this valuable cultural institution can
continue ta serve Canada, particularly the Ottawa region.

Mr. Huatyshyn: My constituents spoke ta me about that.

Mr. Ernie Epp (Thunder Bay-Nipigon): Mr. Speaker, I too
have the honour ta present a number of petitions from resi-
dents of southwestern Ontario, the cammunities of Kitchener,
Stratford, London, Brampton, Guelph and Georgetown, who
are calling upon the Government ta take action ta save the
National Postal Museum. It is incumbent upon this Parlia-
ment ta do alI that it can ta preserve this valuable cultural
institution which has served Canada so well for over 10 years.
The Prime Minister (Mr. Mulroney), the Minister of National
Revenue (Mr. Beatty) and the Minister of Public Works (Mr.
La Salle) should join with representatives of aur Party, the
labour mavement, the mayor of Ottawa and members of
Canada's philatelic cammunity ta prevent the permanent cIa-
sure of the National Postal Museum.

Mr. Mike Cassidy (Ottawa Centre): Mr. Speaker, I have
the honour ta present a petition on behaîf of a large number of
residents of Ottawa, Aylmer, Hull, as well as Almonte and
other communities in eastern Ontario who are philatelists and
who have expressed their cancern about the closure of the
National Postal Museum. They caîl upon the Gavernment of
Canada not just ta keep a shrunken service but to maintain the
National Postal Museum as a full facility which will continue
ta provide its services in the vicinity of Parliament Hill, and
who caîl upon the Minister responsible for the post office as
well as the post office officiaIs and Members of this House ta
seek and find a new location near Parliament where the
National Postal Museum can continue ta serve the people of
Canada.
