13. If any member takes notice that
strangers are present, Mr. Speaker or
the Chairman (as the case may be),
shall forthwith put the question that
strangers be ordered to withdraw, with-
out permitting any debate or amend-
ment; provided that Mr. Speaker, or

the Chairman, may, whenever he
thinks proper, order the withdrawal of
strangers.

14. Any stranger admitted into any
part of the House or gallery, who mis-
conducts himself, or does not withdraw
when strangers are directed to with-
draw, while the House, or any com-
mittee of the whole House, is sitting,
