control of the Treasury will be submitted to the Lords
Commissioners of His 311;0\1\ Treasury for their sanction,
and, when sanctioned, will be made a (h(nno on the revenues
of the Dependency or Dependencies (un(mnod.

5. Due provision will be made year by year in the Estimates
of each l)qwmlvm y for the pensions an d oratuities falling in
course of payment in each year; but no special fund will be
set apart for that purpose.

6. To entitle officers of the East African Dependencies to
pension or gratuity on retirement, their whole time must
have been given to the public service.
