T'his was the last order read from either Regi-

mental or Company Order Book before the Corps

;

and the members of which were indeed sorry to

listen thereto ; but accustomed to discipline, silently

they disposed themselves in different positions in

front of the Eastern Departmental Buildings,

where Mr. McLaughlin took a photographic

representation of the group. They then fell into

order, as a company in column, right in front,

—

when the command was heard—" To the right

face—Lodge arms!" and the Civil Service Rifle

Corps ceased to exist,
