The only wy the youl?c. woman and
the ' members of her family can account
for the lizard is that she swallowed it
in drinking some spring water in Feb~
ruary while she was on a visit to rela-
tives near  Flemington, . Hunterdon
County. She has some recollection of
swallowing something at the time she
took the drink af water, but thought it
was a bit of bark. Her/'stomach trou-
ble began a few weeks after her re-
turn home. It was first thought to be
dyspepsia, then gastritis.

The girl experienced choking sefsa~
tions, and several times suggested that
she had some foreign substance in her
stemach. She grew very thin, had no
degire to eat, and could retain only a
small particle of food. Since she was
freed from the lizard she has eaten
solid food with a relish and shown a
marked improvement. The physicians
say it is only a -matter of a few days
before she will be fully restored to
health.
