{ ew York, Nov. 22.—To the new arbi-
! tration treaty between ‘rne United States
z and Great Britain, which is being drafted
{ by the State Department, there has been

Washington says, a clause which 8id not

appear in the recent publication of the gist
of the document. H

This clause provides that ‘‘national hon-
or, national integrity and vital political
interests are not subjects of arbitration.”

By *“national integrity’ it means ques-
tions affecting the territorial righ ot
! either party. Consequently the one ques-
tion most likely to'cause friction between
the Governments at Washington and Lou-
don—the delimitation of the Alaskan boun-
dary—cannot be arbitrated under the treaty.

The phrase ‘‘vital politicai interests’” is
to prevent the Monroe doctrine from being
made a subject of arbitration.

The few friends of real arbitration, who
have been Informed in confidence of the
| terms of the proposed treaty, see but little
i that would be binding in it. The arbitra-
tors will be two from each Government
and they will agree upon a fifth, who I8
not to be a reigning sovereign of Kurope
or selected by such a sovereign. Before a
question can be submitted to arbitration
the Senate will have to pass upon It. If
the Senate votes in the affirmative, the
court of arbitration will be created, but if
the Senate should be antagonistic to Eng-
land the proposition even to refer the mat-
ter to arbitration would fall.

The present convention is said by many
to be an effort to please the advocates of
arbitration, while giving to the Senate the
cxnntol for which it fought at the last ses-
sfon.
