OFF FOR SOUTH AFRICA.

Troopship Manhattan Departs With
Part of Third Contingent.

THENEN B8R OFCOMTRO.

A Desire Expressed tor Earlier Collec-
tion of the First Instalment
of Taxes.

McMURRICH IS VICE-CHAIRMAN

City Commissioner ixplﬂll Why
He Dismissed Mr. Taylor—Es-
timates Must Be in Barly.

The first meeting of the Board of
Control for 1902 was held yesterday
afternoon. Hereafter the board will
meet every Wednesday afternoon and
at other times when pressure of busi-
ness makes a meeting necessary.
Ald. Loudon, séconded by Ald. Gra-
ham, moved that Ald. McMurrich be
appointed vice-chairman of the board.
Ald. Crane was not present, but he
had expressed himself in accord with
Ald. Loudon's motion and the Mayor
declared Ald. McMurrich elected.

Early Collection of Taxes.
Ald. McMurrich suggested that there
be an earlier collection of taxes—io
possibly make four collections, insteat
of three. He thought that, say five
mills should be collected as early as
possible, after the tax rate was struck.
Ald. Loudon thought heads of de-
partments should have their estimates
in by March 1 at the latest, in order
that the tax rate could be struck al
the earliest possible time, This would
greatly facilitate the business of the
board. A motion was passed orderilg
the estimates to be ready not later
than March 1.

The controllers were all in symipathy
with an earlier payment of the first
instalment of taxes.

Treasarer Coady was asked what he
thought about it, and he said that
ordering in the estimates at the latter
end of February gave the departments
plenty of time.

Must Keep Within Estimates.

Thé departments will have to confine
their expenditure to a scale not ex-
ceeding that of last year, and they will
be instructed not to spend any moncy
outside of their appropriations.

Ald. Graham moved that the Trea-
surer furnish the board with a full ac-
count of the overdraft of last year
and Mr. Coady said he would do so
before the estimates came in.

The School Board Trouble.

“There is one point from last year
in connection with the School Board,”
remarked the Mayor, who explained
the position of the old Board of Con-
trol and the School Board in regard
to the manner in which estimates for
school purposes were put in. The
refusal of the School Board to give a
cetailed ,account of the money they

wanted was discussed.
“Unfortunately the School Board
can come to us and lawfully ask whai
money they want,” said . McMur-
rich. .
Ald. Loudon \hought the School

Board should strike their own- rate of
taxation and the city should have the
school tax on a separate slip. The
tax could be collected by the cily, but
the School Board would be responsibic
directly to the ratepayers.

The City Treasurer will discuss what
amounts the School Board owes thru
an-audit of the books of the board.

Charges Against Taylor.

“Unbecoming conduct, disloyalty to
the department and neglect of duty.”
