The peo-
ple of my race in the United States
number 9,000,000: ar nation within a
nation. I decided to found a school to
teach them industrial and material
things, and went into"the State of Ala-
bama, and in 1881 began teaching in a
log cabin, 12x16; the roof of which,
when it rained, let in more water than
it kept out. A missionary and educa-
tional mistake is in trying to do things
opposed to actual conditions and needs.
From thirty students in 1881 we have
now 1259, one-third of whom are
women. They come from thirty dif-
ferent States and from seven foreign
countries. We have a population on
the school grounds which consist of
2200 acres, of about 1500. We have
fifty-nine buildings, all but four of
them built by the students themeselves.
The property is worth $450,000, and
there is no mortgage. Our annual ex-
penses are $112,000, and we have
twenty-nine different industrial depart-
ments. Having found out that agri-
culture opened the largest fleld for
enterprise for my race we have made
that our foremost subject. We began
teaching it with one hoe and a blind
mule, and now 800 acres are under
tillage. Eighty per cent. of the color-
ed race in the South practice agri-

men, made and sold under
the same system as The
Slater Shoe for Men.”
