And
that the City Solicitor be Instracted to
prepare the said bylaw.!

No one sald anything when the notice of
motion was put in, bat naturally the first
tLonght was, “Is this the outcome of the
Yecent trouble in regard to the recent for-
mation and demise of a labor union
anongst the firemen?”’ Ald. Spence was
asked by The World. if it was, and he re-
plied in the negative. He said "ff was
manifest that the head of a department
svch as the fire brigade shounld not be
interfered with by any committee.

“] don’t think the fire department should |
be handled by a commitfee at 4]l If we are
tn have the best results. A responsible
head should be quite sufficient. There
should be no other interference. The chief
should not be meddied with,” sald Ald.
spence, who further intimated thit e
ttought the fire chief should he as free
to control his department as the Assess-
ment Commissioner and the City Treasurer
are to contro] theits.

men with uniforms, carried more pass-
engers with greater safety, and still
showed a balance of $2,000,000 on the
right side. .

Summarizing the mtilities the state
should own, His Worship said, in his
opinion, railways, telegraphs, express
companies, long distance 'phones, water,
gas, electric light, should be incltided
in the list,
